A Japanese Funeral.?The following is
an extract from a letter written on board the
U. S. ship St. Mary's, dated Hilo, Byron's
Bay ,Owyhe, Sandwich Islands, March 24.

hThe old man, the captain of the Japanese!diedon the 21st. the day we sighted land, at
fifteen minutes past 9 P.M. He was very
well for three or four days after leaving port
bat became sick and got worse every day after.
He died aseasy as an infant. All he said was
Thor*, 'nomore.' They seem satisfied at hav-
ing him buried on land. We mustered up a
good funeral. We had two boat's crews, and
about 200 Kanakas, ofall sizes, joined us at
the grave. Perhaps you would like to know
the way they buried him. The evening he
died they placed a pot of water and a pan of
rice at his bead; the rice was to k 'ep him from
getting hungry, and the water he could drink
on hia way to the land or bliss. Wc get a
square box made for him,instead of a coffin.?
They placed him in a sitting position in the
box. and packed his clothes and part of his
bedding around him. After placing him in the
grave, every one of the Japanese sprinkled
three drops offresh water on him, and they laid
\u25a0 hat on the top of the box. We filled up the
grave, and then laid a pan of rice and a spoon,
on the grave, which they carried wiih them
from the ship. They had ahead board made
for him, and are going ashore to-day to put it
wrer him. . . We will sail from here in four
or five days."
