FRANCE.

The political news is not of much impor-
tance.

On the 15th the Council of State heard the
pleadings on the Orieans confiscation case.—
M. Cornudet and M. Maigre appeared on be-
haif of the government, and Paul Favre for
the Orleans family. The points to which the
latter confined his arguments were two :—1lst,
Were the princes of Orleans, from 1830 1o 1852,
legitimate proprietors of the estate of Mon-
ceany and New.lly ? and,2d. 1f so, have they
ceased to be so in virtue of the decree of the
22d Junuary ? A decision will be given on
the day the Africa sailed.

The latest accounts received on Satarday
morning, the 19th. state thut the Council of
State hus come to a decision respecting the
Orleans property. It has adopted the con-
clusjons of the Government Commission, de-
priving the jndicinl tribunals of the right to
decide in the case, and reserves to the civil ju-
risdiction the examination of all questions that
may arise relative to private property, which
the Princes of Orleans hold in virtue of here-
ditarv right. The President has signed this
decision.

Iutre Corps Legislatif, the prolongation
of the tobacco wmonopoly till January 1. 1863,
was carried unanimously, as was a credit of
170,006ir. for restoration of the old church, of
St. Ouen, at Rouen. The delegates of the
paper manufacturers have just published a
protest against the proposed duty on paper,
and show that the tax will not produce more
then three millions of francs per annum. The
printers are prepuring a similar memo rial.

REVOLT IN ALGERIA.

A revolt has broken out in Algeria. Oa the
second a tribe of Arabs, numbering 1,000, rose
and attacked a camp of French workmen,
killing some and causing the others to flee.—
The insurgents afterwards marched on Ghel-
ma, and on the fourth and fifth had an engage-
wment with the troops from Rona and Constan-
tia, in which the French appear to have been
worsted. Atall events, the insurgents crossed
the river Quled Saha, and had advanced to
Boussora. Additional troops were expected
from Constautia.

GERMANY,

The Post Ampt Gazette, of the 12ih, states
that Ausiria has officinlly announced to Prus.
sia its suspension of all negotiations relative
to a cusiows treaty with that power. A ne-
gotiation to that effect has been likewise trans-
m:tied to the *Darmstadt Coalition.”” On the

A London paper learns that the frigate hav-
ing on board the French envoy deputed to ar-
range the affuirs of La Plata, is detained at
Madeira by casualties. Sir C. Hotbam, the
British Commissioner, will therefore await his
arrival at Buhin. It is added that Urquiza,
President of the Argentine Republic, is desi
rous to meet the views of the commission, and
a reasonable bope exists that the waters of
La Plata will soon be opened to the wraffic of
the world.
