“and resumed in the offer ofasylum to Kos-
euth—in order that he might pass the rest of
his days in quiet, renouncing for the future all
politica! agitation—were in perfect accordance
with my instructions. On the lst of Novem-
ber, upon a cominunication relative to Kos-
.uﬂ'l,you distinctly told me, Mr. Secretary of
State, that in the event of being obliged to ad-
dress him with a speech, it should be in the
sense of the offer of an asylum that you would
speak to him. That view of the matter pre-

d all di jon, and induced me at the
time to allude very lightly to the remonstran-
ces which we might have made upon the di-
plomatic steps which preceded the liberation
of Kossuth—steps absolutely foreign to the
interests of the United States, and which were
of a nature tending to complicate the already
overstreiched relations between the Austrian
government und that of the Sublime Porte.

lndependently of these promises, I had oc-
casion to hope that the extraordinary proceed-
ings of Kossuth on board the Mississippi and
in the Mediterranean ports—the details of
which were given to me by yourself—would
not be lost sight of. The communications I
had the honor to make to you on the 28th of
November, have corroborated the conflict
which took place between the high discipline
of the American navy and the foolish exigen-
cies of a revolutionary pretender, who made
continual exertions to abuse his ﬂ9ngng usy-
lum, and to expose the fing of the U. States, in
throwing the firebrand of civil war in the coun-
tries which he visited during his navigation in
the Mediterraneansea. The entire conduct of
Kossath on board the Mississippi and m.Eng-
land, indicated already a determiued inten-
tion to refuse to accept the u?'lum destined for
him in the Uunited States; for he boldly an-
nounced that he was coming to this country in
order to induce the Union to 'pronounce itself
openly against the policy of the continental
powers of Europe. Those preliminary but
very significunt demonstrations, by their man-
ifest antagonism to the policy which has been
followed by the United States since the ad-
ministration of General Washington, gave e
the deep hope that the federal government
would resign to nothingness a man who with
such audacity intermeddled in the foreign rela-
tions of the Union. But it was not so.

His reception in New York, and the muni-
cipal ovations of which he was the object, are
reputed as having no international importance;
they are considered as an unavoidable conse-
quence of the impulses of an unreflecting en-
thusiasm. But it is not so with the federal go-
vernment. It is also with the profoundest re-
gret that I learn the uncommon honors render-
ed to Kossuth by the federal army and navy.
A superior officer must have announced to
Kossuth that he was ordered to treat him with
all the distinctions extended to the most emi-
nent rank of the army, and ifI am not mista-
ken, to assimilate him thereby to the President
himeelf. In the last message he is qualified
with the title of Governor and the Congressin
their deliberations give to him without reserve,
the title of Governor of Hungary, which this
political charlatan had the insolence to arro-
gate to himself, and who even permits himself
to use the seal of Hungary. The honors ren-
dered to Kossuth have enly increased his au-
daciousness, and have led him to makea kind
of appeal to the people, which I cite in order 10
prove its subversive and hostile tendency to
the executive power of the Union. The speech
which he dictated on the day of his arrival in
New York, and which is qualified as a mani-
festo, proves that the honors which were, no
doubt, according to the intentions of those who
had ordered iem, a mere excess of politeness,
are regarded and represented by him as the
acknewledgment of his absurd pretensions.—
Permit me to insert here an extract of the said
discourse.—[Letter accompanied by extracts
referred to.]

Itis in full peace—it is after some years of
an extinguished rebellion—it is in the mo-
ment when Hungary is recovering from her
misfortunes—that it is at’empted to raise a
pedestal to the fallen idol—to give him the
chances of ruining again his native land. My

government appreciates, at their just value,
these impotent exertions ; and I speak of them
only to prove their unseasonableness and im-
rmprie(y. The imperial government desires,

rankly and rincerely, to maintain the best re-

lations with the Un.ted States. It allows a

large scope for the institutions and customs
ofthis country, but, at the same time, it relies
upon the wisdom of the Executive power. [

Do not know
that I ever was on board of the Rornoke more than
once; I may have been on board of the Roanoke at
Rocketts when I have visited the wharf. Have no
recollection of seeing Oliver H Rand on the night
of the 16th of December onboard of the Roanoke,
Saw Mrs O H Rand in Boston previous to my leav-
ing that city ; she staid at my brother’s one night.
I know a gentleman and his wife of the name of
Rogers, in Boston; I saw Rogers a day or two be-
fore I left Boston ; saw him at Hale's stable. Ha ve
no particular acquaintance with any Johnsons in
Boston or Baltimore; formerly knew John John-
son in Beston; may have been introduced to a Miss
Johnsen.

At the time ot the convention my house
was open night and day. It was on Friday before

His
case will probably come betore the Grand Jury.—
There are a great many of these houses where
liguors are sold and no tavern license paid ; thus
injuring the business of the respectable license-
paying taverns greatly. These unlicensed shope
should be broken up, rootand branch. It we have
laws imposing taxbs upon persons keeping liquor
for sale they should be uniformly enforced. In
this way the number of drinking houses will be re-
stricted and they will be kept in an open and re
spectable manner. In all kinds of business and re-
tion we like to see fairness, equality and open-
ness ; and detest dishonest hypocritical secresy and
subterfuge.
