?lresdy givea * teegraphic account of the exe-
cution of Ann Ho**, in Poughkeepeie, N. Y.
We extract from the New York Time# the fol-
lowing brief narrativeof the e*ente which led
to her untimely end :

Meanwhile Ann became the mother of five
children. Even in her daya of adversity ahe
Cun<l"r i«'«l herself with propriety, and proved
h iself a faithful and affectionate wife until
?bout the beginningof the year 1851, when ahe
contracted an unholy passion for a yonng man
named William Summers, whose paramour
\u25a0he oubaequently became, and thus rapidly
traveled the road of crime which has ewb-d in
an icnominioiM death. Led on blindly by guilty
pasaion, the ill-atarred woman plunged into
miaery and degradation, renounced virtue, re-
putation, husband and children, until, at lust,
ahe murdered her husband, with the deliberate
purpose of removing all barrier# to the com-
plete abnndoiueut of herself to crime. It was
in July, 1851, thatshe resolved ;o commit the
airocious crime of taking the life of her hue-
band, which purpose sh«* accomplished by
mingling arsenic will) bis daily loud until he
died. In the month of March following she was
tried and convictedL and the sentence of death
pronounced by Hon. JudgeBarculo, who fixed
the day of execution on the 7th of May, 1852
As the appointed time for the day of execution
approached, e respite was granted until the
30th of July, as tfce unfortunate woman was
about again to Itecume a mother.

A negro was executed at the same time.?
The fact that a woman was one of tlioae who
thus paid the penalty ofcrime, renders the sub-
joined account painfully interesting:

The condemned were in separate rooms, ad-
joining the vestibule, in company with (heir
spiritual advisers, Rev. Mr. Ferris and Rev.
Mr. Waldo ; who had been in prayer with ihem
nearly ihe whole of the previous night. About
midnight, the unhappy woman was attacked
with a fit of insanity, and remained in this
State of mind until daylight, when she became
calm, and appeared tnore reconciled to meet
the awful fate awaited her. As the hour
of 12 o'clock M., approached, she prayed fer-
vently with the clergyman, and asked God to
?orgive her and and receive her soul. J'he co-
lored man exhibited a penitent feeling, and in
his pravers asked the forgiveness ot his Crea-
tor. The doomed prisoners were atiired in
dresses of white cambric. At'2'J minutes be-
fore 12 A. M , they were conducted to the gal-
lows, and placed side by side under the scaf.
fold. The female looked exceedingly pale
and her bright blue eyes beamed with an ex-
pression of sadness and despondency. She
was about five feet seven inches in height, slen-
der for 11 small featured, with fair skin and
nuhurn ,hair. Her appearauce w«s that of a
female notover 22 vears of age, although she
was, in fact, past 31 yer.rs.

The negro was five feet eleven inches in
height, of a large muscular build, with a dog-
ged, animal looking countenance. And was
quite resolute, exhibiting much thinness to the
last moment.

At fourteen minutes to 12 o'clock, sheriff
Morey shook hands with each ofthem, and said:
" God bless you; 1 trust your sins are forgi-
ven. Ann replied: I feel that lamto be saved.
God bless you, dear Sheriff, lor your kiuduess
towards me. An appropriate and uff-cting pray-
er was offered by Mr. Waldo. The arms of
the condemned were pinioned ; and as the rope
was placed around the neck of euch, the death
warrants/were read, and the white caos drawn
over their fates.

At three quarters past 12 o'clock both ropes
were severed by the Sheriffand Deputy Mey-
ers, the weights fell, and the bodies were suso
pended about two feet from the floor. Ann
Hoag died comparatively easy, and in a few
seconds her body was motionless. The negro
struggled for nearly five miuutes, during which
time he seemed to be in great agony. His
whole frame was convulsed, and shuddered at
intervals. His legs were drawn nearly double.
After being suspended about half an hour,
they were pronounced dead by Drs. E. Dezo,Thorn and Cooper,jr., and were cut uown, de-
posited in coffins, and interied in grounds be-
longing to the Court House.

During the past week Ann Hoag nude a full
confession, which covers near 70 pages of
foolscap paper, iu which she declares Gillian]
Summers h«r confederate in ihe murder. Sum-
mers is now confined in the county jail, await-
ing bis trial as an accessory before the fact in
the awful crime.
