It will excite strong prejudices against this
church, and tend te endsnger yeur religious
privileges. ‘There are many warm friends 10
your spiritual impr in this i
ty. Per3ons of kind and conscientious feelings
of every creed and of no creed, often ask me
concerning your behavior in the house of wor-
ship, and show an interest in yeour highest
happiness. At is not to be denied that there
are others who loek with suspicion on your
separate organization, and whe weuld not re-
gret to see it wholly destroyed, and your in-
struction coufined to the very smalt number
who could crowd into the side galleries of the
city churches. Now every case of erime com-
mitted by the members of this chuzeh—how-
ever orderly che great body of them may be—
tends to eonfirm this prejudice and te disturb
yoar quiet and delightful worship.

It will increase the striciness of discipline
to which you are subject in the family, in the
factory, on the farm—from the City Poliee and
from the State authorities. It is a well un-
derstood maxim that the growth of vice aug-
ments the rigor of law—that refractory subjects
cause rulers to be more exacting. [ give you
all warning, sherefore, that in your respective
spheres of life you will have to be more obedi-
ent and submissive for the future than you
have ever been heretofore, or else you wili
bring upon yeurselves serious troubles. God
has given this country to the white people.—
They are the law-makers—the masters—the
superiors. The people of eolor are the sub-
jects—ihe servants—and even when net in
bondage, the inferiors. In this siate of things,
God enjoins on you submission. The Aposile
Paul teaches THus to “exhort servants te be
obedient to their own masters, and to please
them well in all things, not answering again,
not purloining, {stealing,) but showing all geod
fidelity, that they may adorn the doctrine of
God our Saviow in all things.”” To l'imothy
he says, “Let as many servants as are under
the yoke couut their own masters worthy of
all honor, that the name of God and his doc
trine be not blasphemed. And they that have
believing masters, let thews not despise them,
because they are brethren, but rather do their
service, because they are fuithful and beloved;
partakers of the benefit. ‘I'hese things teach
and eshort. 1f any man teach otherwise, and
consent rot to wnolesome words, even the
words of our Lord Jesus Christ, aad to the
doctrine which is aecording to Godliness, he
is preud, knowing nothing, but doating (i. e.
making himsel§ a fool) nbeut questions and
strifes of words, whereof cometh every strife,
railings, evil surmisings, perverse disy 8
of men of corrupt minds, and destitute of the
truth,'supposing that gain is godliness—from
such withdraw thyself.” So Puul taught his

j et. Highway robbers ot:en kill the incautious
traveller, not trem iil wili to him, but from a desire
of gain that blinds them to all sense of pity. Covet
oueness temuts men to di-honesty, to oppression,to
falschood and to murd r. God therefore says :—
“Thou shalt not coves thy weighbor’s house, thou
shalt not covet thy neichoor's wife, nor his man-
servant, nor his maid svrvant, nor his ox, nor bis
ass, nor anything that is thy neighbu’s.” It your
neighbor iives in a pul«re vnd you live in a hovel or
a cellar,be content. Be ihacktul for your mercies
and envy not kisto bim. God has assigued your
various positions and tu repine is to rebel agsinet
Him. Covetousness is idolatry. It forbids hatred.
Whatever we hubitualls hat: we wou'd destroy, it
proper occasions shou'd arise. Hence the Bible
says, Whosoever hateth bis brother is a murderer,
and yeknow thst no mwurderer bath eternal .ife
abiding in him. 1 do eincerely believe that no real
Christian can long cherish hatred to aoy person on
earth. He may be ang: :ed fur a moment—he may
be subject to ebulitions of passion, he may be con
scious of receiving uujust and eruel treatment.—
Eut all this will not inspire or retain in his bosom
that torturing, long ecuiitued feeling called Aatred.
Such an emotion evuporates from the soul under
the shining of the Sun of Kigbtecusness. God is
loce. His whole law is comprebended in this single
word, love. The gospe!is & system of love. Christ
is the incarnation of lov:.

Even the murderer of your bosom friend is not to
be made the object of your personal revenge, He
is to be executed by the majesty of those laws
which eternal justice has enacted, and by toe hands
of the cfficer who *“1s the mivistér ot God—a re-
venger to execute wrath upon him that doeth evil.”
It is worthy of notice when Cain, the first murder-
«r, was cursed of God tor his ciime, and said from
the promptings cf a guilty conecience, *It shall
come 10 pass that every une that firdeth me shall
slay me:” that the Losa aaid unto him, “There-
fore, whosoever slayerth Caiv, vengeance shall be
taken on him seven told.
