INsUBORDINATION.—T uesday night some of
the sailors attached to the U. S.s oop of war
Cyane, now lying off the naval anc ob.

After this they hoisted to the
top-mast an old chair, and were guilty of other
fantastic tricks. Some half dozen of the crew
of this_vessel were tried recently before the
Court Martial sitting on board the Pennsyl a-
nia, for disorderly conduct while on her late
cruise on the West India station.

Since the abolition of flogging in the Navy,
many of the officersin service have had occa-
sion fo resort to divers modes of punishment in
its stead. Torture, cruelty and exposure have
in a degree taken the place of whipping, and
have served no other purpose but to irritate and
provoke the sailor to farther deeds of contus
macy and disobedience. There were several
lustances on board the Cyane, where the men
were tied by the hands and feet and tucked up
to the inside of ths shrouds, where they were
permitted to dangle between heaven and water
in a most painful position.

I'here is something revolting in this mode of
prnishment, and the sailor will not tamely en-
dureit. He had rather subwit to a dozen in-
flictions from the “cat.” There is a case on
record which occurred some fifteen years since,
where the commander of one of our U. S.
ships, for some offence committed by one of the
crew, directed him to be dressed in female at-
tire. 'The poor fellow implored his Captain to
correct him in the usual way,and not to impose
such a disgrace upon him. His enireaties
were disregarded, and he was decked in femi-
nine paraphernalia, after which he was ex d
to the jeers and contempt of his comrades.—

BriTisH OUTRAGE oN AMERICAN VEssELS.
GLOUCESTER, Aug. 11.—Arrivals from the fish-
ing grounds bring information that the schr
C.N. Rogers was boarded in the bay of Cha-
leur, by an officer of the steamer Devastation,
and ordered out of the Bay, together with 20
others. The schovners at the time were five
or six miles distant from the shore. Her pa-
pers were called for by the British officer, who
looked at them, crumpled them in hand and
threw thew on the deck in an insulting msnner:

An Eastern sch getting water in one
of the bays was ordered out by the English
cutter, and was not allowed time to take in her
supply of water. A Gloucester vessel which
had put into Fort Rood for harbor, was allowed
by the officers of the cutter to remain, but the
people on the shore objected, and compelled
the officer to drive her off immediately ; other
vessels were served the same way.
