From all this it must be apparent that
the people of Cuba wish no change—that they
are not only contented with their government
as it exists, but that they mean to shed the
last drop of blood in its defence—that they not
only do not wish assistance from the United
Sm’tes, but that they are determined to punish
with torture and death, all foreigners who may
set foot on their soil with revolutionary pur-
poses.

Yet notwithstanding all this—notwithstand-
ing the fate of Lopez and his expedition—not-
withstanding the manifest disinclination of the
Cubans to receive assistanze from the United
States, nay, in =pite of the bitter hatred they
have manifested towards us, the same story is
again told that was told us last year, with some
additions. We are told now not only that there
is great discontent in Havana, and elsewhere in
Cuba, (we were told so last year,) but we are
likewise told, by a correspondent of a newspea-
per of great standing, writing all the way from
Madrid, that the Spanish Government is about
to cede Cuba—Cuba, the ouly support of the
Spanish Crown—Cuba, from which Spain de-
rives at least four-fifths of the revenue which
she employs in carrying on her home govern-
ment—Cuba,the last and most valuable of her
once magmficent colonial possessions—that

Spain, we say, is about to cede Cuba to the
negro chief Soulouque!

But the greatest of all the absurdities in-
volved in this matter is, that the Spanish Go-
vernment, the proudest of ull governments that
has ever existed—the Spanish Governmeut,
which at this moment considers itself® fuir
match for the Holy Alliance, with France, En-
gland, and America thrown in for a make
weight—the Spanish Government, which was
never known to yield afootof territory volun-
tarily, and which, to this day, has n:'ver ac-
knowledged the independence of the Low
Countries, though established three hundred
yearsago, of Mexico and the South American
provinces, though a “fixed fact’”’ with all the
rest of the world, should girve the last of her
possessions to the vilest of all pretenders to
monarchy that ever wore the tiara ! It is real-
ly toobad even in these days of humbug,
when the Hudibrastic dictum that it is as
pleasant to be cheated as it is to cheat, is eve-
ry day receiving a fresh practical commentary,
each of which proves thatit is founded in truth
&nd the nature of man.

That the Spanish Consul, as stated, may
have demanded the return of the Cuban exile,
is very possible. The Spanish Government is
capeble of elinost any atrocity, where its pride
is involved. DBut for the rest of these reports,
they bear the impress of the mint too strongly
1o be misiaken. We desire to see Cuba inde-
pendent of Spain, but by legitimate means.—
We desire also to see her annexed to the

right mto her, and carried away her wheel-
house. There was awful shrieking among the
passengers, of course, and with good reason,
too; butthat was a matter of very little mos
ment to the captain, who was determined that
his boat should not be beaten. They were
Lutly, it appears, cruck Loats, built for epeed,
and the commanders, of course, take a pride in
their performances.

As we have said before, we really do not
see how this practice, a most dangerous one,
is to be done away with.

Butthen the owners have both a pride
and an interest in seeing their boats outstrip
those oppused to them. Besides, itis a cha-
racteristic of the American people—one which
has been observed by foreigners ever since

{ they were a people—that they can never get

along fast enough. They arealways in a
hurry, and are never satisfied unless they are
going with railroad speed, whither they know
not,and do not seem to care. This traitin
the national character, will always make the
larger number of passengers select the swiftest
mode of convevance they can find, without the
slightest reference whatever to safety. It is
this well known fact that stimulates the cap-
tain to race with his bout, and that prevents
his emplovers fiom dismissing him for deoing
so. They both know that rapidity and not
safety is what the public desire, and as they
are public servants, they of course cater for its
tastes. Itistrue, thatafter the cccurrence of
a great calamity, such as that of the Henry
Clay, the public generally discovers that the
conduct of the officers has Leen most atrocious.

TazpEoAs InoN Woaxs.—The extensive iron
wotks of Mr Joseph R. Anderson, of this city, have
recently been greatly extended by the addition of a
very large establishment for the exclusive ‘menu-
facture of locomotive and other engines, in which
business, Mr A. has associated with him, Mr John
Souther, s gentleman from Boston, of great expe-
rience and skill in the manufacture of engines and
other iron machinery.

The very large brick building immediately ad-
joining the Tredegar Works, formerly the Rich-
mond cotton factory, and which was recently des-
troyed by fire, has been re-built and fitted up with
extetsive and costly machinery, exclusively for the
manufacture of engines. The upper stories are
chiefly occupied as polishing and finishing depart-
ments, anu the lower story to building and putting
together the various parts and branches of the ma-
chines. |

In addition, a very large smiths shop has been
erectad for the forging of the ircn work, making
the boilers, &c; and another department is devoted
t>mouding the castings. N

In all these various departments many opera-
tives are employed. A casual glance at the aggre-
gate number in the several departments, makes us
estimate the whole number at more than a bun-
dred. They were selected for their experience
and skill, at the best locomotive estsblizhments of
the Nurth, and have all recently become citizens of
our city. This number, together with their families,
forms an important item in our population, and
must of course contribute to the business and pros,
perity of the city.

This new estab ishment, though in operation but
afew days, is already turning out locomotives, and
we are gratified to learn that the demand promises
to be tuliy as great, it notgreater, than the capacity
of the establishment to manufacture them, aithough
it is designed to average at leasc one every week.

A few days ago, a very substantial locemotive,
bearicg the nam< of *‘4ugusta,” of beautilul design
and execution, and embrecing many improve-
ments upon the common engice, was finished and
taken from the works, for the use of the Virginia
Central Rail Road.
