the anxiety that has been excited by thebellicose tone of some of the less accreditedUnited States journals. Mr Thomas Baring
of the eminent lirm of Baring, Brothers & Co.'
is about to proceed lo the United States by the
next packet, and has offered his good services
to Lord Malmesbury with a yiew to bringing

about a satisfactory arrangement of the ques-
tion?an offer which has been accepted by her
Majesty's cabinet. It will be remembered that
Lord Ashburton, another of the Baring family,
negotiated the treaty so well known as the
"Ashburton Treaty," and in view of the great
influence exercised by this firm in the United
States, arising in a great mea*urefroni the vast
extent of their mercantile and monetary trans-
actions with that republic, there can be litt'e
doubt that the efforts of Mr. Baring will be aN
tended with success. The announcement will
be received with satisfaction, as proving that
the Derby cabinet are sensible of their precipi-
tancy in provoking a quarrel with America,
and of the necessity of adopting a conciliatory
tone in their future communications. Rumors
to this effect were current in the afternoon, and
tended to strengthen the feeling of the market
towards the close, bui there are other influences
in operation, as we have already iutimated,
which have contributed very materially to the
production of the remarkable check now no-
ticed. The most importantof these is the wea-
ther, which is now regarded with general soli-
citude, as it is feared that the heavy rains and
cold wind will cause much damage to the
wheat.

The correspondent of one of the London pa-
pers says : ?

It is rumored that some untoward accident
has occurred to interfere with (some say to
break oft' entirely) the President's projected
matrimonial alliance. In quarters that ought
to he well informed, it is denied that a rupture
has taken place, though it would appear that
Something has occurred, not, however, as 1 am
informed, of a serious character. Every one
knows that the "course of true love never
runs smooth," butlbe.'ieve it would be prema-
ture to say that it has been definitely inter-
rupted. '/'he President's brief absence within
the last dayor two, has also given rise to a mul-
titude ol rumors, and that about the marriage
was one of the first. The Presideut returned
to St. Cloud last night.

The London Sun save:
Notwithstanding the confident assertions of

some of our contemporaries to the contrary, we
have excellent reason lor being convinced' that
the Ion? talked of marriage between the Prince
Louis Napoleon and ihe Princess of the house
of Wasa will never take place. Almost in-
surmountable difficulties are, we believe found
to exist.

Considerable anxiety appears to be felt by
the ministry of the Prince President as to the
course likely to be pursued by the refugees,
the majority of whom are understood to be ra-
pidly congregating in Jersey.

The giundNapoleon festivities for the 15th of
August, are about to be simultaneously cele-
brated throughout Europe, by the representa-
tives of Louis Napoleon's government. A ban-
quet will, in this manner, be given on Monday,
the lfcth of August, in London (the anniver-
sary of the Emperor'a birih day falling this
year on Sunday)?to which banquet all her
Majesty's ministeis are invited.

IMPORTANT FROM BUENOS AYRES.
The steamship Severn arrived at South-

ampton (England) oa the 12th inst., bringing
the usual monthly Brazil and River Plate
mails.

The news from the River Plate by this pack-
et is of a somewhat important character.?
Buenos Ayres wac again placed under a dic-
tatorial government, the duration of which it
was impossible to foretell. General Urquiza
had efl'ected a coup d'etat a la Louis Napo*
leon, and the community of Buenos Ayres
was much alarmed and exasperated, fha
public press was effectually gagged, the Cham-
ber of Representatives dissolved, and four of
the most popular and influential members or-
dered to quit the country as demagogues?

Such was the sorry prelude to the anticipated
national organization. A private letter, dated
Buenos Ayres, July 51, says :?

General Urquiza has played a desperate
game, arid is irretrievably lost, unless be can
achieve some dazzling triumph by constitut-
ing the nation; anil in this great enterprise, to
wiiich we heartily wish success, the chances
are problematical. The Governors of thepro-
vinces appear all in its favor, but oth--r coui-
?nullities, where the influence ofGen. Urquiza
is less telt, may take the same stand as Buenos
Ayres. Should that be the case, he has not
the power to enforce obedience, and the exam-
ple he has set hern may be quoted to bis dis-
advantage. In short we are once more at sea,
without chart or rudder; and God only knows
what may be the late of this unfortunate coun-
try. Meanwhile foreign troops perambulate
our streets, uight and day,and it is ditficujt to
banish the idea of a citv with the "heel of the
conqueror on its nec*. Busiuess, ol course
paralyzed confidence in suspense, and all eyes
strained in fruiilesely peering into the womb
of a dark and mysterious future. An ominous
cloud hangs over the south of this province,
aud over several ol our interior provinces to
the not th. Asingle spark may ignite the train,
involving us in the horror of a new civil
war.

The British Packet remarks as follows:
The coup d'etat has left the city in profound

tranquility and peifect order; but no doubt
there is a*rankling feeling ol discontent, not
the less dangerous, perhaps, Irotn the con-
strained sileuce to which it is subjected. At

the same time, we see nothing to justify the
slightest apprehension for public order; and it

successful in constituting the nation on a

brortu, secure, and liberal basis, Gen. Urquiza
will readily be pardoned, by the judicious and
disinterested, for the bold and unceremonious

step of which zealous theorists, with a spe-
cious show ofreason, so bitterly complain.

On ths morning of the 11th of September,1779, the British Army advanced in full force
to Chadd's Ford, for the purpose of crossingtheBrandyvvine Cieek, and bring on an ac-tion with Wnshiiigton. Sir William Howediove Maxwell's division across the creek,by
ten o'clock, at one of the lower lords.I he Hessian General Knoupliausen, with alarge force advancing up the side of the creekaud uniting with Lord Cornwallis who com-mand d the left wing of the anny, crossed atthe upper fords of theriver and creek.It so happened mat during the raging of theconflict, in carrying orders 1 passed immedi-
ately in direction of Pulaski's quarters, thatI had visited the night before. Situated as the
house was in the midst ofbattle, curiosity in-

duced me to ride up. Suddenly a sheet of
flame burst forth. The house was on fire.?Near the door step lay the body of Mary, htr
head cut open by a sabre, and her brains ooz-ing out of the terrible wound! I had not been
there more than a minute, when Pulaski, at the
head of a troop of cavalry, galloped rapidly to
the house. I shall never forget the expression
ofbis face, as he shouted like a demon onseeng
the inanimate form,

'Who did this?'
A little boy that had not been before noticed,who was lying amid the grass, his leg dread*

fully mangled, said:
'There, there they go."
He pointed to a company of Hessians, then

some distance off.
'Right wheel, men, charge!'
And they did charge; I do not think that one

man ol that Hessian corps ever left the field*
except to be placed in the grave.

The last I saw of Pulaski was on the bat-
tle ground ofBrandy wine.

Murder by the Yankton Indiant.
We have bad news Irom the far north.?

Pierre Bottineau, of St. Anthony, arriveda few
days ago from Selkirk, bringingintelligence of
a murder lately committed by Yankton Sioux
Indians, at tit. Joseph, a trailing post and half
breed town, 500 miles northwest of this place,
near the British line. The victim of this atro-
city was a young man named E. Terry, a
teacher in the Methodist mission at St. Joseph.
He went there from Si. Paul iu March last,
and has a brother, a printer, residing in this
city. He and another man, who fortunately
escaped slightly wounded, were together when
attacked by five armed Yanktous. The people
of St. Joseph have fortified N. W. Kittson'*
trading houses, where they have united for de-
fence, as other attacks were anticipated, The
murder was committed on the Hsih of June,
two or three days after the trains lelt for St.
Paul.

The Vanktons and Cut Heads are alike bos-
tile to the people 01 Pembina, and now menace
a general massacre of that distant and unpro-
tected community.

For several years past they have been wa-
ging a murderous war upon the half-breeds of
Pembina, and they have now commenced kill-
ing and scalping the white people settled in
that remoteregion.

Thestate ofaffairs in Pembina demands the
instant action of government, and we have no
doubt but our vigilant delegate in Congress
will immediately bring the subject before that
body and the President, and that both tbe ex-
ecutive and legislative departments of the na-
tional government will make efficient and iu>«
mediate provision for the protection and secu*
rity ol our distant frontier. To doubt this is to
charge our government w.lh egregious folly,
improvidence and cruelty.

A strong military force should be sent at
once to Pembina, and the Indians in that far
off region should be taught that tftey have yet
to learn that the United States is a powerful
nation, pursuing with determination, and pun-
ishing with severity, any people, civilised or
savage, who venture to make war upon its
citizens, or those enjoying its protection.
