THE STORM AT MOBILE.~FURTH
PARTICULARS.

We take the following further particulars
of the flood at Mobile from the Tribune of Sa-
turday:

The water subsided entirely on Thu
night, and yesterday moming’du day d::d-:i
bright and cheerful, but looking upon a scene
of destruction which brought sadness to the
hearts of many of our citizens.

In the lower part of the city all along the
margin of the river, including Water street,
the scene is singularly impressive. Every
wharf there is completely broken up, and tim-
bers, old roots, boards and firewood fill up
the ways and render them totally impassable.
From Government street down to the extremi-
ty of the city, this scene of devastation ismost
marked. Houses are in ruins; whs*ves come
pletely removed from their superstructures or
broken into pieces; boats driven far up on
land; timbers which no force can hardly re-
store tothe river lying in the streets—every-
thing is a melancholy wreck, and a striking
evidence of the power of the wind and the an~
gry element which was its instrument.  \

The walls of Marston’s warehouse are bro-
kenin and the building rendered untenantable.
The pilot boats Liberty and Clara, and the
schooner Elizabeth, are lving close up against
the warehousee. The Elizabeth is of consid~
erable size and lies where there is not a parti-
cle of water, right in the middle of the street.
The water boat R'll( is sunk in the slisp near
the same place. The schooners Handy, and
another Elizabeth, and the Laura are just
above Hitcheock’s press, hifh and dry on Wa-
ter street. The pilot boat Margaret lies back
of Hitchcock’s press on Water street, as dry
as the day she was launched.

The upper part of the city presents the same
general features. But there the loss isnot so
obvious. All the floors of the large stores
were covered, and the damage is done to arti-
cles of merchandise. The wharves there, as
below, are so broken and injuredas to require
entirely new constructions. The loss by this
cause is estimated at $100,

The damage to the railroad is much less
than was generully expected. It was thought
that the embankments in several places would
be entirely sweptaway. We are glad 1o heur,
however, that such damage as was done may
be repaired within a week.

Apprehensions are entertained that the foun-
dations of some of the stores, particularly those
in course of erection, are so much injured as to
require reconstruction, hut this, we presume,
is imaginary, The chief general injury is in
the destruction of the wharves, and it is feared
that unless extraordinary efforts be made to
clear the streets, sickness will inevitably fol-
low. The first object should be to effect this
purpose. The floors of the submerged stores

hould aleo be i diately raised and drained

and limed. Withsuch precautions as these
we think there will be no danger.

Below Choctaw Point the whole coast is
swept clear of its drift wood—as clear as the
beach in the neighborhood of Pensacola. In
some places the bay road has been torn up and
made entirely impassable. Trees in that re-
gion of giganti: growih have been thrown
down, including magnolias, pines, china trees
and vast numbers of valuable fruit trees.

A most singular and almost indeed miracu-
lous event, occurred below. Washingion F.
and John L. Grant, sons of Capt. Grant, were
out on Tuesday night vn_a pile driving ma-
chine lying at the Pass. The storm increased,
and they were carried oOut to sea. On Weds
nesday the wind and carrent changed, and
they were driven back to Biloxi. Thence they
were again carried out, snd finally breught up
near Pascagoula. where they were rescued.—
They were on this perilous voyage thirty six
hours without food. We think they ought to
be able to graduate as full educated naviga-

tors.

The Mobile Tribune says that half a million
of dollars will be wmore than sufficient to
coverthe whole damage in that city.
