The Citt of ISew Yokk.?This, every

body is aware, is a city of immense proportions;
but no one, who has never visited it, could
form a correct opinion of its magnitude and
vast concerns. It is, in truth, a world of itself.
A recent visit of two weeks gave us an oppor-
tunity to form an opinion of its great magni-
tude in various respects. It has, with most

astonishing rapidity, certainly become a very
great city. Its houses, towering almost to the
clouds, and covering a space of ground nearly
as far as the eye can reach, and embracing
within its limits five hundred thousand human
beings, actively engaged in thousands of dif-
ferent occupations, the whole presents a scene
of unusual interest to the eyes of one unaccus-
tomed to townsand pursuits upon a scale of
Buch vast extent. Upon entering the city, a
stranger is involuntarily prompted to exclaim,
"Where did all these people come from?for
what purpose are they so constantly crowding
the streets?and how do they all manage to
live?" Broadway and some of the other prin-
cipal streets present one continual throng of
people, from morning until night, all hurrying
along and threading their way through the
crowd with restless haste and thoughtful
countenances. Judging by the crowded stream
of humanity which is continually pouring
along the principal avenues, the casual obser-
ver would be led to believe that the whole
population were out, that no business was

transacted within doors, and that some extra-

ordinary occasion had called forth the entire
population of the city. But, day after day, the
lame crowded and bustling scenes are pre-
sented ; and upon a more extended view, it
will be discovered that appearances were de-
ceptive. Great as is the number at all times
crowding the streets, they constitute hut a
small item of the entire population. The
houses, piled up as they are to the sixth story,
and even higher, are also swarming with hu-
mai beings. Enter the hotels, the stores, the
?hops, and houses of business generally, and
all you will find crowded from bottom to top.
New York may aptly be compared to a vast
beehive. It is literally swarming with people,
indoors and outdoors, and all as busy as bees;
and everything appears to be done on the high
pressure principle. Activity and haste are dis-
played on every hand, and ail business seems
to be transacted in confusion. The uninitiated
would be led to believe that the people scarce-
ly knew what they were running and bustling
after, and that all their transactions were
games of haphazard. Here, too, you would
err. Abetter acquaintance will convince you
that they are all as keen as briars, and fully
understand "what they are about." No peo-
ple in the world, perhaps, know better the se-
crets, the arts and the tricks of trade than they;
and unless you keep "wide awake," with
your eyes and wits constantly employed, you
will soon discover this fact to your cost.?
Amidst all the apparent carelessness, haste,
Boise, and confusion, no opportunity is lost for
making a penny. Like the Indian dance,
though apparently all is confusion, yet when
you become more familiar with it, you will
discover that there is method and system in all
their singular movements; and the "mighty
dollar" is the main spring to all their actions.
The merchant, the mechanic, the tradesman,
the robber, the swindler, and the beggar, are
ever on the look out, eagerly seeking "the
change," and laboring to secure the penny.?
Invitations and temptations, snares and traps,
to get your money, are spread before you at
every step, placing the unwary constantly in
danger of becoming the prey ofsome of the
numerous sharpers and swindlers always to be
found in a city of jhe dimensions of New York.

Here everything is conducted upon a hastvand npon a magnificently honest or dishonestscale. Amidst a great amountof honesty, thereis avast deal of dishonesty. One ofihe most
palpable evidences on the side of dishonesty is
to he seen in the numerous mock auctions,where crowds ofbarefaced swindlers constant-ly stand employed to aid the auctioneer?thechief scoundrel-in robbing the unsuspectingand honest stranger. Broadway, Bowery, andother populousstreets, are lined with the rob-bingdens of those villains, who are not nowconfined, as originally, ,0 , he gJlle of jew .SiTts: "* '?> .«J .-.id,;of all kinds, rendering ii impoM ibl e f or lhe?tnnger to distinguish betwe.n the honest andthe dishonest salesman. These establishment,are a disgrace to the city, and apeak but li?i ein favor of the moral sentiments of ihecomm u.

nity that tolerates their existence. It » i(lleto ««y that they cannot be reached and putdown; and if the people of New York couldproperly understand and appreciate the opin-
ions formed of their city chiefly from these

swindling concerns, they would abolish them,
if they bad to retort to the extreo* meaenre or
forcibly taking the proprietors and pitching
them headlong into the Hudaon or

(
Bast river.

We repeat, that everything appears to be con-
ducted in New York upon a haaty or magnifi-
cent acale. Some of the hotels have five hun-
dred boarders?who, at the table, "go it with a
rush," aa if a wager was pending upon the
foremost. Some of the merchants have stores
almost equalling in aiee our Exchange, swarm-
ing with busy, bustling clerks?amongst which
the establishment of the Stewarts, on Broad-
way, stands conspicuous, where all deacrip-
tions of dry goods are sold separately, andby
eparate clerks; 200aouls are ushered in and 100
die daily; some of the printing offices have 300
hands employed, and Bome of the newspaper
officesas many as 100, nnd publish as many as
60,000 papera daily. But Broadway presents
the most remarkable feature to the stranger.?

Extending from the Battery and the Brooklyn
Ferry on the East, about three miles in a direct
line to the West, you find it crowded almost to
a jam with human beings, carriages, omni-
buses, wagons, carts, drays, hand carts, &c.,
from early morn until late at night. Here, too,
is the most common parade ground for all
classes, from the highest to the lowest. Here
may be seen the gold-buttonsd millionaire, the
fine linened dandy and the perfumed fop, the
gaily caparisoned lady shining in her fine silks
and glistening with her rich jewels and dia-
monds, and the most ragged, miserable, and
filthy beggar, all mixed up into one conglome-
rated mass. All extremes meet here. Take
your stand upon the stoop of the Astor House,
and in one hour you may see thousands ofpeo-
ple of all nutions, kindred and tongues?black
and white spirits, and spirits of all shades and
colors, ages, kinds and conditions?the whole
rapidly moving to and fro, and presenting a
subject rich for the contemplation of the philo-
sopher. An omnipresent eye, to see whence
they all came and whither they are all tend-
ing, to learn all their multifarious occupations
and pursuits, end to understand the motives
which are governing their movements, nnd im-
pelling them onward so rapidly and in such
various ways, would have presented a picture
curious and interesting.

So great is the vast amount of matter, living
and dead, animal and mechanical, which con-
stantly finds its way into Broadway, that a
crossing of the street is a matter of extreme
difficulty, and frequently of imminent danger.
Some one has remarked that more genius is
required to cross Broadway three times in
safety, than istequired to make a good County
Court lawyer, and during our recent visit we
heard an old gentleman say that he would
rather take his chance in a duel than attempt
to cross that street three times. On either side
of that great thoroughfare, there is a continual
stream of omnibuses, presenting the appear-
ance of funeral processions constantly going
each way ; and all the intervening space is
filled up with private carriages and vehicles of
every sort. D uringour vi?it, a few days ago,
we witnessed Broadway blocked up from the
Battery to the Park, a distance of about three
fourths of a mile, so that nothing could move
or cross for about filteen minutes' time. The
whole street, for that entire distance, was
jammed and choked up with omnibuses and
carriages ofall kinds ; and this, we were in-
formed, was a [daily occurrence, the result of
such a great number rt quired for the demands
of the business and travelling public. We are
of opinion that it requires more genius to be
an omnibus driver, in New York, than for al-
most any other occupation, and the patience
and temper of Job himself.

But, we must close?our space forbidding us
t)speak of many things which came under our
observation, during a two weeks' sojourn in
the mammoth city of Gotham, worthy of no-
tice. We will only add, that New York is a
great, a very great place?a splendid city of
wealth and poverty, of pleasure and misery.
With no small amount of the honest and good,
it abounds with the bad, with thieves aud with
swindlers. Side by side are crowded together
saints and sinners, parsons and gamblers, the
virtuous and the debased, the splendid and the
unsightly, the happy and the wretched?in all
presenting a place where a person should have
at least half a dozeneyes, as many ears, be de-
void of all charitable feelings, and not too
strictly honest, to get ulong safely andpros-
perously.

We came away from this great, noisy, bust-
ling, moral and immoral city, satisfied that for-
tune had fixed our local habitation in other
parts.

Miraculous Development.?The Louis-
ville Democrat tells a story of a little girl on-
ly twenty months old, the daughter of a gen-
tleman of German origin, residing in that city,
who possesses a wonderful memory for music,
together with a power of acquiring tunes,
which seems to be indeed miraculous. When
only fifteen months old, she began to exhibit
this extraordinary capacity by chiming in with
the last words of every line of the German dit-
ties sung to her. She learns an air perfectly,
after hearing it three or four times; sings a
variety of tunes, and never confuses one with
another. Within the last four or five uionths
she has learned either wholly or in part, says
the Democrat, about thirty German songs,
some drinking ditties with Latin burdens, be-
s-des "Yankee Doodle," -'Dearest
Virginny," and "Uncle Ned."

LOCAL MATTERS.
Attskpttko to Shoot.?A yrang man named

George Woody was hroaght before Justice Glaae-
brook yesterday, on the charge of attemptingto
\u25a0boot a German named Charles A. Bnhle on Mc®.
day lsst. Two other men nsmed John Bartimena
aod James Trewailer, were a!ao arraigned with
Woody as aecesaariee.

Charles A. Kuhle wss first examined, and stated
that on Monday last, four men, the three named on
the warrant and Junes Bowers, who was in Court
-.came into his house, on Second street, and pur-
chased some beer* They were waited on by bis
brother-in-law, he (Ruble) being in tbe back room.
Hearing a dispute In the store, Ruble went in and
found that Woody bad presented a "slick'' nine*
pence to pay for the beer. This the bar-tender re
fused to lake, and the refusal led to the noise. The
nlneptnce waa thrown down on the counter, and
Ruble saw Woody put it in bis pocket. Woody de-
nied having it, asked to be searched, and was
searched by one of bis own party (Bowers.) Ruhle
then told Woody he had it, which he defied, and
Ruhle returned the 1: Woody then drew a pistol
and snapped it at Ruhle across the counter.?
Woody's companions then pulled him towarda the
door, Ruhle followed to shut the door, and justas
he was closing it, and it waa shut within two or
three inches, Woody fired the pistol, the shot?of
which there were oyer ahundred?entering the out-
side of the door. Ruble said if he had not been aa
quick as he was in shutting tbe door, the shot
would haveall entered his stomach, as the pistol waa
pointed at him through the door from th" outside.
Trewailer and Bartimens created no difficulty, but
tried teg*t Woody out of the house.

The brother-in-law of Ruhle corroboratad his
statement to tbe very letter. They were afraid to
examine the poakets of Woody tor fear of an as-
sault.

For the defence, James Bowers deposed that be
entered the house with the three men, about quarter
Dast 8 o'clock ia the evening. They had some
liquor, and there was some difficulty about a slick
ninepence. Witness examined the pockets of
Woody at his request, but found no ninepence,
neither was there a knife or pistol in any one ofbis
pockets. Woody then atkrd Ruble to examine
him. They then went out, and a little while after
he heard a pistol fire. He did not see Woody have
a pistol or tireone. Did not see who fired it. Was
with Woody all day, but saw no pistol r n his per
son. He saw no pistol presented or snapped at
Kuhle by Woody, althoughhe stood near him in the
store.

Justice G. here discharged Trewaller and Barti-
mens from custody, there being nothing against
them. Counsel fjr the defence then called John
Woody, who evidenced that he had a conversation
with Kuhle concerningthis shooting cas3, and Kuhle
told him that he saw no pistol in the hoiue, and did
not know who shot the pistol out of doors. Alter
Ruhle called Woody s liar, Woody shook his nst,
K. said, at him and said he would shoot him, but did
not

Captain Jinkina stated that Mr. Kuhle told him
that he had the names of soma of the parties en-
gaged in this affair, but not knowingtham byname
individually,he couid not tell, uttil he saw them,
which one it was who shot the pistol.

George W. Trewaller testified that he drank some
liquor in Kuhle's house, and that he saw the nine
pence put in the till. He did not see Woody take
the ninepence. As soon as the difficulty com-
menced, he left the store. Heard the pistol fiie
when about 300 yards from Ruhle's. Was with
Woody the night preceding and all that day, and
saw no pistol. Did not think he had any.

James Bartimens deposed that he was in the store
with Woody when the difficulty commenced about
the ninepence. Did not see whotook it after it was
taken outof the drawer. When Woody was calied
a liar, Woody doubied up his tut at Ruhle. He
(Bartimens) took hold of Woody and got him out
of the store. Saw no pistol in Woody's hand, saw
none exhibited in the store Did not believe Woody
had any. Was the last that came out of the store ?
and shut the door after him. He then walked to
wards Broad street, the party having gone away,
and soonheard apistol lire. Did not see who tired it.

Justice G. said that the testimony was so conflict-
ing, and tha matter involved of so serious acharac
ter, that he should send Woody on to the Grand
Jury term of the Husting Court tor examination in
November next. He admitted Woody to bai! in the
sum of $15'J. A warrant against Woody for a vio-
lation i.fordinance by tiringa pistol within the cor-
poration, was dismissed.

Hustings Coubt.?Before Justices Evans, Bray,
Wingfield, Cowles, and Bernard.

Mr. Mayo, prosecuting attorney, and Samuel Tay-
lor, Eiq, concluded their argument* yesterday
morning, in the case of Lucy Randolph, a slave,
charged with killingher infant child The court
found her guiltyof murder, and sentenced her to
be hung on Friday, the 22d of October next, tut
unanimously recommended her to the Executive
clemency, the prosecuting Attorney (Mr. Mayo)
unitingfo the recommendation. Her value was
fixed at $650,

John Alien, slave to Joseph Allen, chargfd with
breaking into a bouse on the evening of the 7th
September, situated on Duval street, and tenanted
by Franciß Loniax Winston, a tree negro, and
stealing therefrom two pair of boots, two pair of
shoes, some bacon, and a dime?was examined on
yesterday, convicted of the charge, and sentenced
to sale and transportation.
