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THE GRATITUDE OF MONARCHIES.?
WELLINGTON AND NELSON.?THE
CONTRAST.
We have heard much about the ingratitude

ofRepublics, and we have, in our day, seen
much toconvince us that they are sometimes
ungrateful. We have heard much, also, of the
gratitude of monarchies, and it must be admit-
ted that where the benrfactor has powetful
friends, is poweifully connected, and belongs,
by right ofbirth, to the aristocracy, the mon-
archy, at least, of Great Britain, is sometimes
very grateful.

Arthur Wellesley was a sprig of the nobili-
ty. For his services in India, he was Knight-
ed, and became Sir Arthur Wellesley. For
the battle of Talavera, and the passage of the
Douro, atone stroke, the Prince Regent made
him Baron Douro and Earl of Wellington, and
Parliament voted him a pension of 2000
pounds sterling per annum. For the battle of
Salamanca, he was made a Marquis, and Par-
liament gave him 100,000pounds to buy an es-
tate. At the end of the war, he was created
Marquis of Douro and Duke of Wellington,
and received £400,000 in cash by a vote ofthe
two Houses. For the battle of Waterloo, he
received £200,000 sterling, making, in all,
£700,000 sterling, which he received in cash.
Besides, he held innumerable sinecures. He
was Warden of the Tower, Colonel of the
Horse Guards, Governor of the Cinque Ports,
and was a Field Marshal in the service of al-
most every sovereign in Europe, some of
whom, as the King of.Spain, gave him large
estates. Never were services so rewarded, and
yet not one of them was of any real service to
England, though they certainly were to the
despotisms on the continent. This recalls the
famous linesofLord Byron, at the opening of
one of the cantosof Don Juan, addressed to the
Duke.
"ThoughEngland owes, and pays you tooso muchYet Europe,doubtless, owes you greatly mure,
You have repaired legitimscy's crutch,
A prop notquiteso certain a* before,
The Spaniards, and the French too, and the Dutch,Have seen and l'elthowstronglyyou restore,
And Wateiloo has made the world your debtor,Iwish your bards would sing in rather better."

His children wallow in wealth.
Now, mark; the contrast. Horatio Nelson

was the son of an obscure country curate. He
was small ofstature, and weak of body, with a
constitution of extreme delicacy; but he pos-
sessed all the elements that constitute a hero,
and he declared, when he was a mere child,
that he meant to be a hero. Entering the navy
at thirteen, as a mere powder-monkey, during
the American war, he fought his way to the
command of a frigate before he was twenty-
two years of age. Sent, after the war, to the
West Indies for several years, in that fatal cli-
mate, he braved all its hardships, and all its
dangers. Pi ostrated by the yellow fever, he
etill stuck to his post. He returned home with
a shattered constitution, but with a mind as
reeolutely bent as ever on becoming a hero ?

The opportunity was soon afforded him. Bent
to the Mediterranean in 1703, at the breaking
out of the war with France, during four years
he was engaged 110 times with the enemy.?
His daring character became proverbial all
through the fleet, and there was not a sailor
who would not have followed him to the death.
In the battle of St. Vincent's, he made Admi-
lal Jervie' fortune for him, capturing himself,

with the crew of his own ships, three out of
the four line of battle ships that formed the
trophies of that day. He was baffled at Bas-
tia, where he lost an eye, and again at Tene-
riffe, where he lost an arm.

In 1798 ull Europe was alarmed ot the pre-
parations made in the Port of Toulon. The
Britisn ministry sent orders to Sir John Jervis
t j send Nelson, now an Admiral, and also a
knighr, with a fleet to watch the squa-
dron. In spite ofeverything they escaped him.
and reached the Nile. He pursued them,
and after a long search, found and destroyed
the squadron in the bay of Aboukir. This was
the most important victory for England she
had ever gained. But for it her East India
possessions would have been entirely lost, for
to reach them was Bonaparte's object, when
he landed in Egypt. That squadron would
have brought him re-inforcements in any num-
ber, and it is probable that he might have en-
tered India with 100,000men. As the English
were at that time engaged in a war with Tip-
poo Saib, with Holkar, and with several other
power?, who together with several other hos-
tile princes could bring 300,000 men into the
field, disciplined and commanded by European
officers, and as there were not 50,000 British
soldiers in India, and they scattered over a
space of a thousand miles square, there could
be no doubt that 100 000 Frenchmen, added to
the native hostile forces, and led by the great-
est military chieftain the world ever saw, must
have decided the victory. The battle of the

Again when theDanes were supposed to beoa the point of joining the French with theirsquadron, Nelson sailed into Copenhagen, at-
tacked its batteries and its ships, and reducedthem to submission. For this he was made aViscount, the next lowest grade ofnobility.

In 1805, all England was in astate of violent
agitation on account of the mighty prepara-
tions of the French Emperor for inrading the
island. Nelson had been watching them so
?losely that ha bad not set foot oo ahore fortwo yus, and bad nearly lost bis remaining
?J e» by looking through telescopes. Hearing

that the French had sailed, he pushed after
them to the Weat Indies, and followed clo«»
in their track both there and back. It had
been the object of the French Emperor to get
him out of the way, in pursuit of this fleet,
and while he was looking for it, that fleet
was to return and thus get command of the
channel for some days, during which be
was to land in England at the head of
150,000 men. But so great was the terror
which the name of Nelson inspired, and so hot
was the pursuit, that the French fleet dared not
return to the Atlantic ports of France, but
made directly for the coast ofSpain. Falling
in with Sir Robert indecisive action
took place, and Villeneuve shut himself up
in Cadiz, and being closely blockaded by the
English, the projected invasion was entirely
baffled. It has been said lately, that Calder's
action, for which he was court-martialled,
must have prevented the invasion by driving
the French into Cadiz: but it was Nelson who
turned them off from the channel, and forced
them on the Spanish coast. He therefore, in
ourview of the matter, is entitled to all the
credit.

Worn out with fatigue, Nelson resigned his
command and went home to recruit. The En-
glish nation was in the utmost alarm still, for
the fleet in Cadiz was a formidable one. Ifit
could be destroyed everything would be well,
for it was necessary to cover the formidable
gun-boats which were prepared almost in sight
of England, to land 150,000 men on her coast.
But they had no confidence in their command-
ing Admirals. At that moment, Nelson went
up to London, and asked for the command.of
the squadron blockading Cadiz, which was

cheerfully granted him. A shout of joy ran

throughout the country. Everybody consid-
ered himself safe, because a little feeble, ema-
ciated man, worn down by fatigue and ill-
health, with but one eye, with the empty right
sleeve of his coat pinned to the left lappel, and
hisfice covered with scars, the least promising
looking man in the world for a hero, was to
take command of the British fleet! It was
kuown that he was to :mbark on board of the
Victory, his flag ship, on the 29th September,
his birth-day, at Portsmouth. Never had so
great a crowd assembled in that city, for he
was the darling cf the English people. The

street before his inn was so blockaded, that
it was impossible to pass, and he left it by a
back way. When he arrived at the wharf,
however, he found it thronged by an immense
multitude, who rent the air with their accla-
mations. He entered the boat that bore him
oi board the Vi"tory, which lay a short dis-
tance off, and as she touched the sides of the
ship, took off his hat, turned round and
waved it in token of recognition. The multi-
tude burst into onetumultuous shout, Nelson
went on board the Victory, and that was the
last the nation ever saw of their favorite hero.
He was killed, as we all know, at the battle of
Trafalgar, three weeks after. And now comes
the dark part of the story.

By his intrigue with lady Hamilton, the
great blot on his character, he had become the
father of a child (a girl) to whom he tva9 devo-
tedly attached. With his dying breath, he be-
queathed Lady Hamilton and his child to his
country. Lady Hamilton's character was in-
famous, it is true, but the poor little girl, only
three years old, had been guilty of no offence.
So far from taking care of either of them, the
mother was left to die, almost of starvation, in
an obscure garret in Cadiz, while enquiry

having been made, three or four years ago, re-
specting the daughter, it was found that she was
the wife of a curate in a distant county, who
received a salary of £100, that she was a per-
son of exemplary character, and the mother of
twelve children, whom she had assisted her
husband to support by the moe' untiring in-
dustry.

The Parliament, in a sudden fit of generosi-
ty, gave her a pension of £150 a year.

MADAME LAFARGE.
This woman, whose trial will be well recol-

lected, died a short time since. The English
papers speak of her as follows :

Death ok Madame Lafarge.?Madame
Lafarge, whose triul for poisoning her husband
created so great a sensation about a dozen
years ago, died at the baths of Ussat on the 7ih
of September. Her health, broken by the
events of her life, and her twelve years' im-
prisonment, had improved of late, and she her-
self at one time expiessed her belief that she
should completely recover. An unfavorable
change took place but a very short time before
her death, which was caused by a pulmonary
complaint. She was in her ikirty-seventh
yeur. Shortly before Iter death, she expressed
a wish to be buried at Tarascou, by the side of
Colonel Audourv, a friend of her father, and
who, until his death, about two months since,
had shown her all the affection ofa parent.?
fler wish has been complied with. The
Presse contains a letter respecting the decease
of Mme. Lafarge, which says : "Up to the
last hour ofher existence, Mme. Lafarge pro-
tested her innocence. There are letters from
her which are remarkable in the highest de-
gree for depthof sentiment and ability of style.
Her death has plunged her uncle, M. Collurd,
the directorof the Lunatic Asylum of Montt-
pelier, an eminently worthy man, into an afflic-tion difficult to describe. The eyes of Mme.
Lafarge were closed by her cousin, Mdle. Col-lard, who, for tenyears, never quitted her inher captivity."

We always believed Madame Lafarge to
have been perfectly innocent of the charge
against her. She was condemned on thi
slightest testimony that ever convicted any
person in a free country. Her husband was
an old man, whom she had married for conve-
nience. He died suddenly, and a suspicion
arose that she poisoned him. The body was
opened, and the stomach examined by the fa

mous Orfila, who pronounced that he had
found a very minute portion of arsenic in it.?It was said, at the time, we know not with
what truth, that every human stomach has ar-senic in it, which may be found upon analysis-Even if the quantity had been larger, so large
«? to render the fact of his having died by itinevitable, there was no proof that she had ad-j ministered it. Bhe was condemned entirely onsuspicion.
