El\GLlSlI—I)I’INION WITH REGARD TO
AMERICAN PROGRESS.

Itis scarcely a year since all England re-
sounded with denunciations against the ,»\mlen-
cans, for their supposed spirit of aggrandise-
ment, the London Times taking the lead in the
cry. The conductors of these several journals
seemed to have entirely forgotten the history
of their own country. They had, evidently,
never heard of Wolfe, or Clive, of Warren Has-
tings, or the Marquis Cornwallis, of Canada or
Bengal, of the Cape of Good Hope, or the
Wahratta country. They had certainly not
been informed that the great British Empire
is made up of shreds and patches, obtained in
the same irregular way in which we have ob-
tained Caiifurnia and New Mexico.

But a very remarkeble change has all of a
sudden come over the London press. The
London Times, in a long article upon the
¢‘Lone Star’’ association, represents it as far
more powerful than it really is—as embracing
the entire South, and a large portion, of the
North—as drawing within its vortex. all that
have not, thus far, given in their adhesion—
and as destined, in the end, to exercise such an
influence in America, as to cause the Ameri-
ean sword to be borne, from Texas to Pata-
gonja. It regards the “Lone Star,” in fact, as
the embodiment of the active spirit of the
American people—in one word, as Young
America.

Now, that the influence and strength of this
asscciation is greatly overrated by the Times,
everybody in this country knows. But that
paper has, nevertheless, powerful influence in
England, and having pronounced these opin-
ions ex cathedra, without any bitterness, but
rather in a tone of admiration of the mighty
power of this conntry, it cannot fail to produce
an immense efiect. We judge, from it, thatso
far from England forming any league with
France, with regard to Cuba, she would not be
very sorry to see it in our hands. The Times,
indeed, more than insinuates, that such, even-
tually, mustinevitably be its fate. There is,
evidently, whatever the government may think
about it,u strong party in England, who hail
every step we take in our rapid progress with
the most intense delight.

The New York Times publighes four arti-
eles, from the London Leader, the London
8pectator, and the London Examiner, all radi-
eal, which sustain this view of the matter. The
first locks forward to the annexation of Mexi-
€o, at an early period, and tells us “it i noto-
rious, that a very influential and active party,
in the city of the Montezumass, is working to
accomplish the annexation of Mexico to the
great Union.” The Leadcr then alludes to the
“Lone Star,” association, which it holds in as
much respect as the Times does, and to its
avowed first object, the annexation of Cuba.—
It controverts the notion of the Times, with re-
gard to the two lines of policy which that pa-
persays the Americans can choose between;
the “policy of conquest,” and “‘the policy of
commerce,” and denies that the eternal pur-
suit of the “Almighty dollar” is so praisewor-
thy as it attempts to make itappear. It justi-
fies the “‘Lone Star’ association by saying,*a
desire for 1he, greatness of their nation pos-
sesses them.”  Asserting, that in all cases of
Americun annexation, a strong party had pre-
viously existed in the annexed country, in fu-
vor of such annexation, it comes to the case of
Cuba, end significantly remarks, that all wii-

wards, recoznise “the right of any party, wa-
ging civil war, to invoke external alliance and
aid.”” It enumerates all the conquests and an-
nexations that Eugland herself has made, and
then says that she is the last nation in the
world to think of throwing the first stone. It
eontends that whenever a nat.on has ceased to
be a conquering nation, it can no longer retain
its greatness, or, to use its own language, “its
greatness departs,” and it maintains this posi

tion by reference to the histories of Greece, of
Rome, of the Italian States, of Austria, and of
Prussia. It maintalns that “conquest has not
left off in the world,” and that “it is & question
Bnow in whose name, and in whose behalf, con-
quest is to be made.”” It is inclinea to believe,
that “conquests on behalf of freedom—con-
quests on behalf of those who represent real
ecivilization—are more for the interest of man-
kind than conquests on behalf of tyranny or
barbarism.”

In another article, the Leader makes a fuller
reply to the Times. That paper had said that
one of the reasons for our taking possession of
Cuba, was that invalids from this country
might spend the winter there, and thar it
would be just as fair in Eogland to take pos-
session, for the same reason, of the Island of
Madeira. But the Times says, Eogland would
never do that becuuse it would tarnish her char-
acter for fuirness, etc. This the Leader calls
fn sirange argument to come from the leading
Journal of that couantry, which has so recently

elouded indeed; her very commercial men
would write her horoscope on the stock ex-
change in ‘quotations’ sufficient to shake the
throne itself with alarm.”

T'he article from the Spectator is on the sub-
ject of the fisheries. After saying that the col-
onists of Nova Scotia and New Brunswick are
not disposed to be contented with the settle-
ment of the fishery question, and that they can
get no redrese from their own government, the
writer adds that they are in a very bad humor,
and “not unlikely to supersede the oppression
by joining the oppressor—to override American
encroachment by annexation with America.”
He says itis a mistake in diplomacy to over-
look the temper ofa people. The American
emigration to Australia, carrying their spirit of
propagandism, and their rifles, along with
them, seems to be an object of intense terror
to this journalist, and he already beholds, in
perspective, the golden land torn from the
grasp of Great Britain. He speaks with great
bitterness of Lord Cathcart, who failed en-
tirely at the Cape of Good Hope, and becom-
ing obnoxious to the inhabitants, threatened to
withdraw the British army, which would have
been to have dissevered the Colony from the
mother country. He says the people were
highly incensed. “An American,” we quote
from the Spectator, “has before offered, for the
pay of a very much smaller force, to extermi-
nate all the blacks within practical range of
the British settlements; and there is little
doubt thata Yankee contractor, with a band
of Yankee condottieri, could accomplish that
feat.” Speaking of the general disaffection in
the British Colonies, the writer says “Monar-
chy, which can dono good, is paling its inef-
fectual fires, in various parts of the British do-
minions, before the flaring “go-ahead” *“‘de-
vouring element” of Yankee activity,”

The article from the Examiner js a reply to
the Times on the Lobos question. It coincides
entirely with Mr. Webster, and challenges the
Times to produce a single proof of an asser-
tion made by it on Peruvian authority—that
the Peruvians made a claim to it, before it was
discovered to be valueble.

It is evident that they regard us, in Europe,
as having the fate of this whole continent in
our power.

ELEVENTH OF OGCTOBER.

This is the anniversary of the great naval
battle of Camperdown, foughtin 1797, between
the British Admiral Duucan,snd the Dutch
Admiral De Winter.

The Dutch fleet, amounting to fifteen sail of
the line, and eleven frigates, had been lying all
the summer in the Texel, with a body of
French troope, for the invasion of Ireland, but
had been watched so closely by Duncan, with
sixteen sail of the line, and three frigates, that
they could not get to sea without risking a
battle, crowded as they were by soldiers. At
last, in the beginning of October, a violent
storm obliged Duncan to leave the coast of
Holland, and put into Yarmouth Roads, and
De Winter 1ok advantage of it, to slip his an-
chors, and put out to sea, having first disem-
barked the troops. He had orders to proceed,
at once, to Brest, and there unite himself to the
Brest Squadron, which was likewise destined
to act against Ireland.

Admiral Duncan was apprised, by the sig-
nals of his cruisers, of the movement of the
Dutch Squadron, almoszt as soen as it took
place. He immediately set sail across the
German Ocean, and so rapid was the passage,
that he got near the Dutch before they were
out of sight of land. Having stationed his
fleet in such a manner, that the Dutch could
not get into the Texel without passing through
it, he determined to practice the system of tuc-
tics which Rodney had introduced, and which
ufierwards made Nelson the most famous of
nautical heroes! He bore down upon the
Dutch, who were drawn up between Camper
down and Egmont, nine miles from the coast,
in‘wo lines ; one destined to get betwcen the
enemy and the shore, the other to break
through the centre of his line. This system
was adopted to prevent the Dutch ships from
getting into the shallows, and thus escaping
the English, which could not follow, on ac-
count of their heavy draught of water. These
arrangements were carried into eflect, to the
very letter. Admiral Onslow, in the Monareh,
of 100 guns, broke the line, pouring, as he
passed, his starboard broadside into the stern
of a Dutch ship, and his lurboard broadsids in-
to the ship cf the Vice-Admiral. Duncan, him-
self, soon followed with the second line. He
pierced the centre, and laid himself alongside
of e Winter's flag-ship. The action now be-
came general, each Englich ship engaging its
adversary, in the dangerous position of ships
lying exposed to instuntaneous wreck upon a
lee-shore.

The Dutch Admiral saw the design of his
adversary, and made the signal for close ordor,
but tke smoke was so thick that it could not be
seen. The superiority of the English soon be-
gan to appear. After a batle, of three hours’
duration, Duncan totally dismasted the Datch
Admiral, who thereupon struck his colors.—
He was, at the time of the surrender, the only
man on the deck of his ship, who had not re-
ceived a wound. Admiral Onslow soon afier
forced the Dutch Vice-Admiral to strike, and
by four o’clock, eight ships of the line, two of
fifiy-six guns, and two frigates, were in posses-
sion of the English. Twelve sail of the line
struck, but the prisoners on two of them rose
and recaptured them. I'wo escaped, during
the bad weather which ensued, and which pre-
vented the English Admiral from putting a

and ?nding with California and Scinde, as the
eonl.muoul lc?l of the same people.

ATTACK ON AN AMERICAN VESSEL
IN THE RIVER CONGO, BY THREE
THOUSAND SAVAGES.

On the 18th of last June, the American brig
Mary Adeline, in attempting to pass up the
river Congo, ran ashore at a place called
Shark's Point. Her B. M. war brigantine Dol-
phin, being in sight, she hoisted signals of dis-
tress. The brigantine sent her boats, but the
tide having fallen, it was found impossible to
get her off. The nextmorning, the beach was
covered with natives, (savages,) to the number
of three thousand, all armed, many of them
with muskets. The Dolohin took up & posi-
tion to rake them, but they, nevertheless, fired
a volley of musketry on the brig, and as they
had scaling ladders with them, seemed deter-
mined not to lose their prey. The Dolphin
opened on them, with shot and shells, and
soon cleared the beach ; but they only retired
to the bush. Though the Firefly arrived dur-
ing the day, and sent her boats (o assist,
the brig could not be gotten off that day, and
the natives, during the night, came to the
beach, and again fired on the brig, though
without doing any injury. In the morning,
they again assembled, and seemed to meditate
an attack, but a shot from the Dolphin dis-
persed them. It was found necessary to take
the cargo on bourd the brigantine, when (on
the 22d) the brig got afloar.

THE LATE RACES.

Well, the races at Fairfield have terminated,
and Broad Rock next tzkes up the ball. We
hive seen nothing in this vicinity, for the last
18 yenrs, (we left the city for the South about
that time,) which can compare with the sport
of last week. Every day, except one, the
heats were broken, and on that day, great in-
terest was thrown around the scene by the
large crowd, and the large sums stuked upon
the horses.

From these facts we have become convinced
that the taste for this manly sport—a spor ttru-
ly Virginian in its character--is not extinct,but
merely dormant—that it may be brought out,
if the proper steps be taken—and that when
once brought out, it will be as strong and as
abiding as ever.

Havaxa.—The refusal of the Spanish Gov-
ernment to let the Empire City land her pas-
sengers and mails at Havana, under the pre-
text that the Purser, Mr. Smith, in his own
country, had written something unfavorable
sbout Cuban afluirs, ruises a very serious
question. We have treaties of commerce with
Spain, and surely, having such, provided we
pay the proper dues, we have aright to go to
any of her ports we please. If she has a right
to exclude ns, onsuch a pretext as this, then
these treaties are not worth-the paper they are

written on. We hope our government wili ex-
act satisfuction for this affront, even though
war be the consequence.
