A MISER'S LEGACY.The Queen of England recently received a be-
quest of half a million sterling from one of herdeceased subject?, a Mr. Nield. The NewYork Post thus condenses the story:

Nield was a barrister at law, and died inCheUerr, aged 72 years. He was possessed ofan immense fortune, but was of very eccentricand penurious habits. At »he death of hisfather, thirtv years since, he came into pos-
session of about £250,000, which sum had notbeen touched up to the time ofhis death. The
dece a? f was never ki o vn to wear agreatcoat.
He usuallv dressed in a blue coat, with metalbuttons, which he prohibited being brushed,
as it would take off the nap and deteriorate its
value. He held considerable landed propertyin Kent ana Bucks, and was always happy to
receive an invitatioo from his tenantry to visit
them, which he occasionally did, often re-maining a month at a time, as he was thus en-
abled to add to his savings. His appearanceand manners led strangers to imagine that he
was in the lowest verge of penury, and theircompassion was excited in his behalf, an in-
stance of which may be mentioned.Just before the introduction of the railway
system of travelling, the deceased had been on
u visit to some of his estates, and was return-
ing to London, when the coach stopped atFartningham.

With the exception of our miser the passen-
gers all retired to the inn. Missing their
coach companion, and recollecting his decayed
appearance, they conceived he was in dis-
tressed circumstances, and accordingly a sum
of money was subscribed, and a bumpingglass ol brandy and water was kindly sent out
to the "poor" gentleman, which he thankfully
accepted Many instances of a similar char-
acter mightbe related. A few days before hisdeath the deceased told one of his executorsthat lie had made a most singular will; but asthe property was his own he had done as hepleased with it. The executors are the Keep-er of the Privy Purse for the time being (Dr.
Tuttan) and Mr. J. Stevens, of Willesboiough.

After bequeathing a few very trifling legacies
the deceased has left the whole of his immense
fortune to "Her most gracious Majesty Queen
Victoria, begging her Majesty's mostgraciovs
acceptance of the same, fur her sole use and
benefit, and of her heirs, &.c." The property
is [estimated at upwards of £500.000. For
some years before his death Mr. Nielc!
scarcely allowed himself the common neces
saries and comforts of life, and has left a poor
'wenty-six years, without the smallest provi-
old housekeeper, who was with him more than
sion or acknowledgmentfor her protracted, and
tar from agreeable or remunerative, services.

The Prompt Merchant's Clerk?A cor-
respondent of the London Youth's Instructor
relates an anecdote, which Hunt transfers to
the pages of the Merchant's Magazine for the
especial benefit ofyouns men entering mer-
cantile life:

'I once knew a young man,' said an emi-
nent preacher the other day, in a sermon to
young men, 'that was commencing life as a
clerk. ?

He
very soon came to be one that could not be
spared; he was as necessary to ihe firm as any
of the partners. He was a religious man,and
went ihrough a life of great benevolence, and
at his death was able to leave his children an
ample fortune. He was not smoke to the
eye nor vinegar to the teeth, but just the
contrary.'
