should i'e hung. One hundred and fourteen
votes were in favorof it, and thirty two against
it; other passengers abstained from voting.?
A court was then organize and witnesses in-
terrogated. The jury rendered a verdict of
guilty against the accused, and condemned
him to be hung one hour after. At the end of
that ti::;f. the body of the murdered man was
brought on elect:, and a rope passed around
the neck of the condemned. The signal be-

and a h:. ! i hour after his corpse was thrown into
the sea with that e.f his victim."
