LATER FROM MEXICO.

By the arrival of the Sicilian cutter Delfino
the Picayune has late dates from Mexico.

The Siglo Diez y Nueve publishes a letter
of acceptance of the ap| o is
sioner to examine the i‘ehunmepec proposi-
tions by Don Luis de la Rosa. Senor de la
Rosa’s clie’idea seems to be a fear that the
opening o T'ehuantepec “will lend to the es-
tablishient there of thousands ot foreign fami-
lies who wou'!d undoubtedly follow the example
of the Texans,” and bring about “the excision
of that important part of the Reg»ubhc and its
annexation to the United States.’

The only deduction we can draw from
Senor de la Rosa’sarguments is that he is op-
posed to theopening of the Isthmas in any

'el!hp legislature of the State of Vera Cruz on
receipt of advices from the political governor
of Onizaba, ou the 7th September, that Gen.
Marin, by order of the Supreme Government,
had suppressed the national guard un_d suspen-
ded the laws at thatplace, passed, in secret
scssion, a series of seven resolutions, declaring
that they considered this act on the part of the
Supreme Governmentas an attack upon the
sovereigniy and independence of the State;
they approve of the protest of the political gov-
ernor, and recommend him to take command of
all the woops he canraise when Gen. Marin
shall have retired. Gen Marin subsequently
retired from the city, and then resigued the com-
mand of the troops.

The siegeof Orizaba by the insurgents had
been raised. They penetrated the city, during
an attack, as far as the plaza, but were driven
back by the national guard.

The Monitor Republicano of the 11th ult.,
says letters have been received from Sonora
which accuse the Commandant, Don Miguel
Blanco, of availing himself of the troopa un-
der his command to destroy the Government,
and that hie had proclaimed himself as Gov-
ernor.

Rumors were prevalentin Sonora that a
strong party of Americans had left Upper Cali-
fornia with the object of driving out the French
who were exploring the rich mines of that
State. X .

The ministerial crisis in the city of Mexico
still exists—and up to the last dates Senor
Aguirre, the only one of the newly appointed
ministers, who had accepted affice, had taken
oath and was attending to the duties of his
station.

Two members of the late Cabinet, Messrs.
Ramirez and Fonseca, have retired to seats on
the Supreme Court bench. The authorities
arMazatlan, having received no instructions
from the Supreme Government, are much em-
barrassed how to administer the custom-house
duties.

‘There is an expectation of political difficul-
wes at San Luis Potosi.

The news from Acapulco represents the
trade of that port declining rapidly, owing to
the present system of custom-house duties.—
Two American vessels of war were expected
shorily to be off that port.

Senor Miguel Mosso, manager of the Nation-
al theatre in the city of Mexico, has been ar-
rested and imprisoned on a charge of conspir-
ing to bring back Senta Auna. M. Detmer, a
German citizen of high respectability, has al-
80 been imprisoned on a charge of taking part
in a plotagainst Government.

The Maretzek lialian opera iroupe continues
to be successful in the city of Mexico. M.
and M’me Moniplaisir have reached there, and
been eunthusiastically received.

In the gingle partido of Sombrerete on the
frontiers, from the month of January to August
the ludians killed one hundred and fifty-four
people, and wounded at least a fourth more
than that number.

Ispiay FieHrs.—The New Orleans papers
of the 12th inst., contain late intelligence from
Texas. The difficulties with the Indians have
in no measure subsided. On the 16th of Sep-
tember, Lieut. Frost started with a emall force,
in pursuit of certain Indiane, reported to have
crossed the San Antonio sbout 15 miles from
Fort Ewcll. On the 13th, a party of Indians
was discovered in camp.

A charge was made upon them. Lieut.

Frost was thrown from his horse, and after
discharging his revolver in the back of an In-
dian, received an arrow wound in the face.—
Nineteen horses were captured, as also the
mail bag, from Corpus Christi to Loredo,
and the hatand pantaloons of the mail driver.
Lieut. Frost is under the impression he was
murdered. In the Indian camp was found
horse-meat on the fires, blankete, saddles, to-
bacco, perints, bows, quivers, shells, and a
variety of Mexican articles of apparel.
@On the 17th of September, Capt. Shaw, of
the ranging company, came upon a body of In-
dians, who showed fight by discharging sever-
al arrows and then retreated to a dich. They
were dislodged from there and three were kill-
ed. Twenty ponies and three mules, saddleg
and blankets, and other Indian paraphernalia
were the booty.

Captain Clay Davis, also of the rangers,
writes that he had been attacked by about 100
Comanches, somewhere in the neighborhood of
Rio Grande city, and lost eleven men. He
does not state the number of Indians killed.

Captain Owen Shaw, who commands a com-
pany of Rangers which was ordered into ser-
vice by Governor Bell, writesto His Excellen
cy from Camp Bee, fifteen miles above Laredo,
stating that, on the I7th ult., on the upper
Nueces, he attacked a party of hostile Indians,
numbcring nineteen, of whom he killed and
wounded eighteen. The Indians had crossed
from Mexico about twenty miles below Laredo

and had sacked the various ranches as high as
Roma.
