In October, 1848, I went over to the Island
of Capri, some twenty miles from Naples, to
enjoy n rustic festival. Our party consisted
ol some Englishmen and some Italians. The
latter being in the service of the Government,
had a fixed limit to their leave of absence.?
When the morning arrived that was appointed
for the departure of our Italian friends, we ac-
companied them to the shore, where they
made their arrangements for the passage back
to the mainland. There was a strong west-
and-by-south wind roaring round the Island,
and the sea looked dangerous; but in Napl s,
where there is no career for » young man out
of Government smploy, an official must not
trifle with his post. The preparations, there-
lore, for the launchingof the boat went on.

It was one of those wide bottomed boats,
commonly used in the port of Naples, upon
which the stranger starts out for a moonlight
row to Posil ppo, o» betakes himself with his
portmanteau and his carpet bag, or with his
wile and h«r pill box full of a few things, to
the steamer. Such boats are not made for rid-
ing oa a stormy sea. The men preparing to
put out that morning were our two friends,
the officials, and two boatmen. One of the
passengers was hailed by the Captain of a
good etrone bark upon the point of starting.?
**Come wilh, as, Kaffaeiluctio: iijwill be mad-
ness to sail out in that cockleshell througn
such a sea!"

ltuiiseiluccio, a delicate youth, replied that
he was no coward. He had come in the boat,
and might go back in the boat, with the Ma-
donna's blessing. The other passenger was
a siout black bearded man, and the two boat-
men were a youth und a weather-beaten sailor
from the port of Naples.

The little harbor ut Capri is so sheltered
from certain winds that thure is often a decep-
tive smoothness in its waters. It was only by
locking out to sea thut one delected, ou
that wild October morning, how the waters
writhed under the torture of the wind. Far as
the eye could reach, the sea was covered wiih
those smaller stortn waves, called in the
phrase ot ih« country pecor». These, as the
day advanced, swelled into great billows,
(cavalloni)which came rolling on upon our
little island, and dashed violently against the
coast of Utssaand Sorrantc*

The boat had beea shoved off, and had re'
turned for some article, left accidentally be-
hind. A group of weailierwise old sailors
thronged about the fool-hardy crew, in vain
urging them to wait for lairer weather; but
they put out to sea again, and made straight
for the cape, under the summer pulace of i'i-
beriun.

This is a well known point, which boatmen
ofien seek when they desire to catch a direct
wind for their passage to the mainland. The
gale that had been blowisg round the island
appeared to pour out from this paint its undi-
vided force, and beat the sea with a strength
almost inesistible. We saw the must of the
little boat saapped the muuieut it hud reached
the cape, ond ttie crew put back, not to await
calmer weather, but to Beek another tempo-
rary mast, and start again. No threat or
persuasion could detain ihe Italians, who
feared to exceed their term of leave. A rude
ma;t was setup, and again the boat started,
leaping across wave after wave. We saw no
more of it. "1 watched it for some distance,"
said the captain o* the bark, ?Inch had started
at the sante time. " I'hair mast bent as Chough
it would break at every puff oi wind, atd the
little sail fluttered like a handkerchief upon
the waves. In a moment it disappeated, und
we knew that ourforeboding had proved true."
'I'll* rest af the tale 1 had from the lips ef the
black-bearded official, the sole survivor; and
a wilder tule ef human passion does not often
full within the bounds of aobcr truth.

The old Mariner at starting had been placed
at the helm, as the most competent man of
the part?; but there was an alarming differ
tmce betweea the eddies, currents and billows
at the Cape, and the smooth waters of the Bay
of Naples. A luonstKius eawmll*** appeared
in the distance, leaping, roaring, foaming.?
It was close upon their quarter; its crest
ovethung tbsm ; and in an instant, said lay
informant, they were swallowed up. The
boat was overturned, but the crew?strug-
gling desperately for life?rose with it oace
more to the suifase, clinging to its bottom, la
their last agony they glared upoa each other,
face to face, among the beating waves, and the
loud exsciatione ot his companions were
poured passionately on the ancient mbriuer,
whose want of skill was cursed as the fatal
cause of their despair, l'he hold of the poor
old fellow, weak with age and faiut with emo-
tion, had «ot strength euough to bear up amid
the tossing of the water*, and as his grasp re-
lux.-d, the others watched his weakness with
a fiendish satisfaction. "It is some consola-
tion," exclaimed one, "to see you die first, fool
as you are." He did not hear the latest male-
dictions, but went down in tne deep sea.

The next who died was Kaffaelluccio, upon
whose daily work the daily bread ot a mother
and three children depended. "I am stiff with
cold, and canhang ou no longer," he said to
his companion. "Get on my shoulders." was
the answer of the strong man; and so he did
and so he died, the living man with the dead
weight upouhim, grappling still for lite, and
drifi'Ug before the storui. The young boatman,
the other survivor, trembling himsei! upon the
brink on eternity, crept round to the dead bo-
dv, and havingrobbed it cf s watch and chain,
and other valuables, pushed it from the shoul-
ders of his friend into the sea. So there only
remained these two uien, clinging to the boat
and gaamg on each other anxiously.

The thought had crossed the mind of the
voUDg man that if they lived until they should
be thrown ashore, the surviving passenger
would require that he should deliver up the
watch and other valuables to the family oi

Raffaelluceio. He may Rot have taken them

with a desgn of theft. He probably saw that
the dead body cumbered hie companion, and
committed itlrom a good human motive to the
sea, havingremoved the jewelry. But to re-

fain possession of the property, hie conscience

did not bid him shrin* from murder, ol which
no eye of man woald ever see the stain. An un-

expected blow ,ilenc * b js companion,

and leave hirn ou the boat to drift to land, a

sol* survivor, quietly oaade richer b* the
wrack. -I read it in hia eyes, said,uay infor-
mant "The devil was in them, and i watch-
ed him weili but » h «P7 r "#ed h 'V of
'ha boat ?that waa hia opportunity; aud imme-
diately he struck a heavy blow npon toy head.
If he waa the younger 1 waa the stronger, and
he aumtnoned me to struggle lor my lile, or

for that chance of life which either ot us had
upon the gulf of watera. There was a horri-
ble wrestling. iam the only aurvivor.

"All that dav, and through a atorroy, pitch-
dark night, I lay to.aed about, almost seuse- |
less, iu the Bay of Naples. Bui beiore il.wu,
on Ue second day, iny boat was cast ashore at
Torre dell, Anauniiata, aod there locked be-
tween two roeke. I badjuat etrength to crawl
to the Coast-guard house, iu which I perceived
that lights were twinkling, i waa spurned.?
My papers were demanded.

"Faint as I waa, in time I found it poaaibla
to njaka the good officials understand toy ceae,
aad excuse the production of credentials from
tbe fishea. They took me iu aud treated m«
with chriaiita kuuiaeu. My look* bad fright-

ened tbem-my face was bloated, aad m. ....protruded like those ofa lobster." 7

The mother ot Raffaelluccio was living inCapri, and I was there when the news cam.hack of her son s fate. In the darkness of aaOctober night, the ruined family-,he bereavedmother and her daughters?mounted to tbeirnouse-top, and turaing towards tbe sea.shneked w.ldly for her son and brother whomit held for them.
The voice of woe that then thrilled in nrears will never be forgotten. I never knew tillthen what agony could be, not expressed onlrbut communicated by the wail ofwomen.
DeVH °f Jo? Ji D' Matthews.?The manywarm tr.ends ofthis gentleman in Petersburgwill be pained to learn that he died on Satur-day last at an early hour. He was seiied witha violent attack ot bilious cholic the dav pre"
