EUROPEAN NEWS.
The intelligence broughtby the Washing-

ton and Niagara, is of universal interest in
man* respects. That which will be most in
terestinj to us, on this side of the Atlantic, re-

lates to the grain market, which was uncom-
monly active.

In another column, we publish the speech of
Louis Napoleon at Bordeaux. It will be seen
that be scarcely disguises his resolution to ac-
cept the crown. The signs from all parts of
France, seem to indicate that he will go in up-
on a flood-tide of popularity. The French
know best what suits them, we suppose, nnd
they certainly have a right to settle their own
government in their own way. In the mean'
time, it is cheering to the friends of humanity
to see that the embryo Emperor has deter-
mined to make peace the ruling policy of his
government. Much has been said by his ene-
mies, especially by the English newspapers,
about his thirst for conquest, and an idle tale
was told in Blackwood's Magazine about his
wearing a talisman, in the shape ofa fragment
broken from the tomb of Charlemagne, and his
expressing a determination at someday, which
be foresaw, when he should wear the iron
crown of that Monarch, to revenge the wrongs
of his uncle upon perfidious Albion. If his de-
clarations are worth anything, he is thinking
of conquests far different from those achieved
by force of arms. Should he continue at peace
during the rest of his life, he has laid down in
his Bordeaux speech, work enough to occupy
him all the time. When he shall have re j
claimed all 'the barren territory lying at the
mouth of the Rhone, established a constant and
direct communication between all the ports of
France and those of America, re-established
commerce and manufactures in the country

>

and arranged all the financial difficulties with
which he has to contend, he will probably be
too old to think of making war upon his neigh-
bors. In the meantime, we observe that the
prospect of a settled government, and a contin-
ued peace, has powerfully stimulated French
industry. The manufacturers of Paris no

longer complain of the scarcity of work, hut of
the want of workmen. The revolution oflß4B,
and the unsettled condition of the government
afterwards, drove large numbers to other coun-
tries. Their services are now much needed at
home. The. money market, participating in
the general sense of security, seems to be more

buoyant than it has been for years. This has
always been considered the best index of tha
stability of a government. The expression o'
the President, in the speech at Bordeaux,"when
Frauce is satisfied the world is at peace,"
seems to be a parody upon the old saying, "a
revolution in Frauce is a revolution in Eu*
rope." It is true that the movements of no
other nation, so immediately and so profound-
ly agitate the whole continent. This is owing,
probably, as much to her central position on
the map, and to the universality of her lan-
guage, as to her vast military resources, and
the aggressive character which her neighbors
have always attributed to her.

The English papers are filled with accounts
of the last expedition in search of Sir John
Franklin. A Mr. Kennedy made considerable
exfrtiona, and encountered much danger in
endeavoring to discover truces of'the lost navi-
gator and his crew. He landed at Port Leo.
pold, to make enquiries, but before ke could
return on board, a barrierofice interposed be-
tween him and the shore, and he was left, with
his boat's crew, upon that inhospitable coast,
which -ay in latitude 68 or 70 degrees. In the
meantime, the current carried their ship, the
Prince Albert, to Butty's Bay, (>UO miles off.?
Fortunately, they came across some provi-
sions, left by Sir John Ross, on which they
managed to sustain life. On the 17th of Octo-
b a Frenchman, named Bellot, with (i men,
left the ship in pursuit of the party, and suc-
ceeded in finding then), and they left, in
sledges, on the 25th of February for the ship,
which they reached in safety.

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LOCAL MATTERS.
Jams Riter aiio Kahawha Compart.?

An adjourned meeting of the Company was
held at their rooms. Thursday last. Mr. John-
son, Chairman of the Select Committee of
Thirteen, to whom were referred the report of
the President and accompanying documents,
also the reports from the Committee of Enqui-
ry andseveral other matters, brought in a re-
port comprising three different divisions.

FIRST.?The committee considered there-
port oi the Committee of Enquiry appointed
by the stockholder)) on the 26th March last,
and the counter report ofCol. Harold Smyth,
one of the members of that committee, and
heard the views and explanations of that
committee, and of the President and Chief En-
gineer of the Company.

The first resolution of the Committee ofEn-
quiry is in these words :

Duty of ChiefEngineer.?'? Reisolted, That
no Engineer in the seivice of this Companyshall be permitted to attend to the works ofany
other Company."

The Committee of Thirteen state that this
resolution arose out of exaggerated rumors
that the ChiefEngineer was often absent upon
the business of other works of internal im-
provement. The committee found, however,
thatsuch absences only amounted, in the ag-
gregate, to not more than CO.days in two yeais,
and that it has not been the practice, nor is it
the intention, of the Board of Directors, to per-
mit the engagements of Engineers to interfere
with the interests of the company. Under
these circumstances, the Committee of Thir-
teen did not deem it expedient for the stock-
holders to pass any resolution upon the sub'
ject, regarding the matter as sufficiently pro-
vided for by the 23d by-law of the company,
as follows : "The Chief Engineer shall re-
side in this State, and give his time and atten-
tion to the affairs of the company with such
temporary exceptions only as the President
and Directors may allow."

Abolishing Office of Assistant Engineer.
?The 6ecoud resolution of the Committee of
Enquiry proposes "to abolish the oftiee of
Principal Assistant Engineer." We learn that
there is only one Engineer of that grade in the
service of tlie company ; that he is a faithful
and valuable officer, and kept fully employed,
at a salary not too high for his services. We
therefore recommend that the proposed resolu-
tion be not adopted.

Other Reductions. ?The other resolutions
ofthe Committee of Enquiry propose certain
reductions in the compensation of the officers
of the company. The Committee 'of'Thirteen>
after a mature consideration of the subject,
state that they are not informed ofany reduc-
tion which can be advantageously made at
present in the number and salaries of officers.
Last year the number of officers and agents
was 174, which number, by the completion of
certain portions ofthe work, hasbeen reduced
to 127, so that 47 were dispensed with, produ-
cing a saving of $20,332 24 per annum. No
further reductions could be made profitably.

SECOND.?The Committee of Thirteen
considered, especially, those parts of the re-
port of the President which relate to ihe unfin-
ished tide-water connection and the financial
aid required from the State, and in relation
thereto recommended to the stockholders the
following resolutions.

First, Resolved, in view of the importance
of the tide-water connection and theunforseen
difficulties of executing the work, tiiat, in order
to ensure its completion, an application be
made to the Legislature for a loan of $70,000,
to be applied to that object, and to be refund-
ed from the tolls to be received from the tide-
water connection.

Second, Resolved, That an application be
made to the Legislature for a loan of $180,000,
to be applied to the payment of the interest
due from the company on the first of January
next, for which the State isbound, and to other
heads of appropriation, forthe purpose of re-
funding the amount borrowed from them to
meet the deficiency of the late Slate loan, and
to meet, if necessary, any deficiency which
may exist in the funds of the company for pay-
ing the interest due in July next, for which the
State is bound. [These resolutions, it will be
seen, were adopted ]

THIRL).?Miscellaneous. ?Touching other
matters the Committee ofThirteen reported the
following resolutions:

1. Internal Improvement Convention.?Re-
solved, That this company approves of the
proceedings of the Internal Improvement Con-
vention held at the town of Union, in Monroe
county in August last.

2. Rivanna Navigation Company.?Re-
solved, That if it be the pleasureof the Legis-
lature to authorize the tolls of this company
upon the tonnage passing upon their canal to
and from the improvement of the Rivanna Na-
vigation Company, to be pledged as a security
for a loan to the Utter company to enable that
company to complete its improvement, then
this company hereby gives its consent thereto
upon such terms as may be prescribed by the
Legislature, and assented to by the Board of
Directors of this company.

3. Toll upon Iron.?Whereas the Virginia
and Tennessee Railroad Company have peti-
tioned for a reduction of tolls upon ruilroad
iron passing the canal, Resolved, that the toll
upon railroad iron hereafter passing upon the
cana) shall be one cent per ton per mile.

4. Toll upon Machinery.?Resolved, That
from and after the first November, 1852, the
toll upon locomotive engines and their machi
nery, rairuad cars and steam engines of eveiy
description, machinery of saw mills, lathes
andplaning machines for wood or iron, shall be
two cents per ton per mile.

5. Length and Width of Boats.?Resolved,
That the Board of Directors be authorized to
prescribe the maximum length and width of
the boats to be hereafter licensed to use the
canal.

6. Proxies.?Resolved, That the sth By
Law be so amended that hereafter every power
of attorney appointing a proxy to represent
stock shall be regarded as sufficiently authen-
ticated if it be under the hand and seal of the
stockholder, and be attested by one or more
witnesses.

Mr. Gooch moved to reject this report and a
\u25a0übstitute, but the motiou was decided to be
outof order, and the resolutions of the report
were ordered to bo taken up for considera-
tion seriatim.

The first division of the report was passed
over, and the resolutions under the second di-
vision asking of the legislature for additional
appropriations of $70,000 and ,SIBO,OOO, were
taken up, considered, and adopted.

The resolutions under the third divisions of
the report were then taken ur» (he first digcuss-
ed being the oneendorsing the action of the In-
ternal ImprovementConvention held at Union,
Monroe county,in August last. Messrs. Oeane,
Dimmock and Anderson advocated its passage,
Mr. Grattan opposed it. Pending its conside-
ration, the meeting adjourned over until last
evening.

Circuit Court of Hihrico?Judge Clop-
ton, Pretiding.?The case of J. A. Johnson
wat given lo the jury about half past 1 o'clock
yesterday afternoon. About 5 o'clock they
agreed upon a verdict of acquittal, and he was
accordingly discharged.

John Regan was then arraigned on the
?harge of cutting Patrick Clark, with a razor,
on the first day of May last. Clark received
the wounds while endeavoring to quiet Regan>
who, under the influence of liquor, was very
disorderly in Cary street, and was threatening
to kill various persons.

Visit toa Poultry Yard.?ln compliancewith th«
invitationof our friend, Mr. Win. A. Butters, we paid
avisit on Wednesday to his poultry yard, in the rear
of his residence on Ist street between Mainand Cary.
The visit was to us truly gratifying. There we saw
Shanghais of every description, brown, white and
black, stalking about like ostriches?Cochin Chinas
scarcely less insize, and to the full as outlandish in ap-
pearance?Dominique Shanghais, remarkable for the
variegated aspect of their plumage?Chittagongs, in all
the gloryof longlegs and immense frames?the whole
forming, to us, a most UNIdUEassemblage. Thesefowls
are all of a pure and unadulterated strain, having been
raised by Mr. Clias. Sampson of West Roxbury, Massa"
chusetts, who has earned a considerable name as an
importer and breeder of poultry. The greatest care
has been devoted t» the object of keeping the breed
unmixed. Thesefowls are all of the useful species.?
The Shanghaisand Cochin Chinas, (supposed to be the
same breed,) particularly, are famous for their large
size, for the quality of their meat, for the number of
eggs they lay, for the large brood they never fail to

raise, for their quiet and peaceful disposition, for their
not scratching as other chickens do, for their inability
to fly overpalings and fences, and for the facility with
which large numbers ofthem canbe raised in a small
space. Those best acquainted with them, indeed, say,
that onehundred of them maybe reared in a space of
thirtyfeet square. Theywere probably patronised, for
thisreason, by the Chinese, who as all the world knows
have notmuch space to spare. For*ll culinary purpo-
ses they are indeed inimitable, eating batter than other
chickens, furnishing more meat, and laying as manyas
130eggs withoutstopping. They areawkward intheir
gait, from inactivityand weight, but yet their superior
size and plumagemake them quite an ornament to a
poultry yard.
