THE POSTHUMOUS POKTRAIT.

Acountry town is not a very hopeful arenator tne exercise ot the portrait painter's artSupposing an artist to acquire a local cele-brity in such a region, he may paint the facesof one generation, and then, haply finding acasual job once a yearor bo, may sit down andcount the hours till another generation rises up
and supplies him with.a second run of work.In a measure, the portrait painter must be a
rolling stone, or he will gather no moss. So
thought Mr. Conrad Merlus, as he packed up
his property, and prepared to take himself off
from the town of C ,in Wiltshire, to seek
fresh fields and pastures new, when the sun
might be disposed to shine upon portrait paint-
ing, and where he might manage to make haythe while. Conrad was a native of C . In
that congenial spot he had first pursued the
study of his art cheered by the praises of the
good folks around him, and supported by theirdemands upon his talents. While, in a cer-
tain fashion, he had kept the spirit of art alive
in the place, the spirit of ait in return, had kept
him alive. But now all the work was done
for a long time to come; every family had its
great portraits, and would want hint no more
yet awhile; and Conrad saw, that if he could
not turn his hand to something else, and, in
place of pencils and brushes, work with last,
spade, needle, or quill, make shoes, coats, till
the ground, or cast up accounts, he should
shortly be hardly put to it to keep himselfgo-
ing. He had made and saved a pretty tolera-ble little purse during his short season of pat-
ronage, and determined to turn that to accountin seeking, in other places, a continuation ofcommissions. His father and mother were
both dead, and so fa; as he knew, he had no
near relative alive. Therefore, there were noties, save those of association, to bind him tohis native place. "No ties," sighed Conrad,

There is the dresswhich lately so well became her; there thelittle shoes in which she stepped so lightly and
gracefully; there the book which she wasreading onlyyesterday, the satin ribbon stillbetween the pages which she had arrived whenshe laid it down forever ; there the cup fromwhich she drank but a few hours back; therethe toilet, with all its little knick knacks, andthe glass which so often mirrored her sweettace.

Thus Conrad instinctively interpreted theglances which Mr. Harrenburn d.reeled at the
objects around him.

Could that be
death ? That hair, so freshly black and glossy;
(hose slightly parted lips, on which the light
of fancy still seemed to play ; the teeth within,
so white and healthy looking ; the small, well
shapen hand and arm, so listlessly laid along
the pillow; could these be ready for the grave?
It seemed so much tike sleep, and so little like
death, that Courad, who had never looked no-
on the dead before, was amazed. When h»
saw the eyes, however, visible betwixt the
partly opened lids, his scepticism vanished.?
