[concluded ]Conrad, somewhat enibarraaed bv tH.B.ned influence of the nightmare, beingawakened suddenly by a stranger in a stranrfplace informed bis host that he always dream-ed unpleasantly when he slept too Ion", andsorry ihat he had given so much trouble."It is some minutes past five o'clock," saidMr. Harrenburn. ' Tea and coffee will be wait-ing for you by the time you are dressed: doubt*less, breakfast will restore you, and put you
111 order for your work; for really you havebeen dreaming in a manner which appearedvery painful, whatever the experience mi<»hihave been."

Conrad rose, dressed, breakfasted, and didundoubtedly feel much more confortable and
tT . than during the night. He wasshortly conducted to the chamber in which hehud received so many powerful impressionsonthe preceding evening, and forthwith com-menced the task he had engaged to perform.

Conrad was by no means a young man of aromantic or sentimental turn,but it is not tobe wondered at that his present occupation
should produce a deep effect upon his mind.The form and features he was now endeavor-
ing to portray w ere ce'tainly the most beautifulhe had as yet exercised his art upon?indeed,without exception, the most beautiful he had
ever beheld. The melancholy spectacle ofyouth cut offin the first glow oflife's brighest
season, and when surrounded by everything
that wealth and education can contribute to-
wards renderingexistence brilliant and delight-
ful, can never fail to excite deep and solemn
emotion. As the artist labored to give a faith-
ful representation ofthe sweetly serene tace,the raven hair, the marble forehead, the deli-cately arched brow, the exquisitely formed
nose and mouth, and thought how well such
noble beauty seemed to suit one who was fit to
die?a pure, spotless, bright being?he had
more than once to pause in his work while hewiped the tears from his eyes.

Few experiences chasten the heart so pow-erfully ?as the eight of the early dead?those
who live among us a short while, happy andgood, loving and beloved, and then are eud
denly tuken away, ere the rough journey oflile is well begun, leaving u* to travel onthrough the perilous and difficult world by
ourselves : no more sweet words for us, no
more songs, no more companionship, no more
loving counsel and assistance?nothing now,
save the remembrance of beauty and purity
departed. How potent is that remembrance
against the assaults of evil thoughts ! ?
How impressive the thought of virtue in the
shroud!

With one or two necessary intervals, Con-rad worked throughout the day, and until the
declining light warned him to desist. The
next morning he resumed his pallet, and inabout four or five hours brought his task to aconclusion, taking, in addition to the paintinghe w as commissioned to make, a small crayon
sketch for himself. It was his wish to pre
serve some memento ol what he regarded as
the most remarkable of his experiences, and
likewise to possess a "counteifoit present-
ment" of a face, the beauty of which he hud
never seen equalled. Air Harrenburn ex
pressed himself highly gratified by the man-
ner in which Conr id had.acquitted himself?
he only saw the painting, of course; and tak-
ing him into his study, bade him presevere in
his art, and paid him fifty guineas?a sum
which almost bereft the young man of bis
senses, it seemed so vast, and came so unex-
pectedly, after all his misgivings, especially
in the presence of one who, to judge from the
taste he had exhibited in his collection, mustbe no ordinary connoisseur.

It is difficult to describe the remarkable in-
fluence which this adventure exercised upon
the young artist. His susceptible mind re-
ceived an impression from this single associa-
tion with a scene of death oa the one hand,
and an appreciating patron on the other,
which affected the whole of his future life.?
He returned to C , bade adieu to his land-
lady, and friends, and, placing himself and his
luggage upon the London coacb, proceeded to
the metropolis. Here, after looking about him
for some time, and taking pains to study the
varions masters in his art, he made a respect-
ful application to one who stood anion? the
highest in repute, and whose works had pleas
ed his own taste and fancy better than any he
had seen.

After much earnest pleading, and ofl'eriDg
very nearly nil the little wealth he possessed,
he was accepted ns a pupil, to receive a course
of ten lesions. With great assiduity he fol-
lowed the instruction* of the master, and
learned the mysteries of coloring, and a great
uumber of artistic niceties, all tending to ad>
vance him towards perfection of execution.?
He whs really possessed of natural talents of
a high order, and in the development of these
he now evinced great acuteness,as well as in-
dustry. His master, an urtist who had inade
a reputation years before, and who bad won
high patronage, and earned for himself a large
fortune, thus being beyond the reach of any
feelings of professional jealousy, was much
delighted with Conrad's progress?was proud
to have discovered and taught an artist of real-
ly superior talent; and generously returning to
him the money he had lately received with so
much mistrust and even nausea?for a raw pu-
pil is the horror of co%nozcenti?he forthwith
established him as his protege. Thanks to
his introduction. Conrad shortly received a
commission of importance, and had the honor
of painting the portrait of one ;of the most
distinguished members of the British aristo
cracy. He exerted all his powers in the work,
and was rewarded with success: the portrait
caused some sensation, and was regarded as a

ehef d'tiuvre. Thus auspiciously wooed?
Fortune opened her arms, and gave bim a place
among her own favored children. The first
success was succeeded by others?commis-
sion followed commission, and, to be brief,
after four years of incessaot engagements and
unwearied industry, he found himself owner
of a high reputation aud a moderate indepen-
dence.

... , . ,During all this time, and throughout the
dazzlingprogress of his fortune?, the crayon
sketch of poor Miss Harrenburn was preserv-
ed and prized, and carried wherever he went
with never-failingcare and solicitude. Sanc-
tified by indetible associations, it wit to him a
a sacred amulet?a charm againstevil thoughts
?a stimulent to virtueand purity?this picture
of the young lady lying dead, gone gently to I
the last account in the mi Jst of ber Leauty and !
untainted goodness. Its influence made bitn
a puro-mindtd, humble and charitable man.?
Living quietly and frugally, be constantly de-
voted alurge proportion of his extensive earn-
ings to the relief cf the miseries of the unfor-
lunate; and such traits did not pass without
due rocognitton. Few, who knew bim, spoke
of his great talents without bearing testimony
to the beauty of hie moral character.

But every thing may be carried to axceai j
even the best feeliuge may be to a*
inordinate degree. Many of the noblest cha-
racter* the world has produced ha»e overreadi-
ed their intention and aunk into
Conrad, in the fourth year of hia success, was
fast merging from a purist into an ascetic. Ha
began to weary of the world, and to desire to
lift taptrt from il, employing hia lite and the

fortune he had already accumulated, solely jBworks ofcharity and beneficence. While inthis state ofmind he determined to proceed on.a continental tour. After spendingtome time

comforted ; you have not seen a spirit, but aliving being, who, after undergoing a terribleand perilous crisis four years ago, awoke fromher death-sleep to heal her father's breakingheart, and has since been his pride and joy aa
ofyore?her health completely restored, andher heart and mind as light ard as bright a«ever.

Harrenburn were married. Among the prized
relics at Ilarrenburn House, in Wiltshire,
where he and his wife are living,are the "pos-
thumous" portrait and the crayon sketch ; and
these, I suppose, will be preserved as heir-
looms in the family archives.
