The Judges of the Supreme Court have de-

cided that the bill passed by the Legislature
of New Hampshire at its session in June last,r«lative to the traffic in ardent spirits, is un-
constitutional. This bill contained provisions

was very small, with a decided msjority
against it. Thus it is to be inferred that while
thecourt conaiderthe bill unconstitutional the
people decree it inexpedient.
