He breathed
on until Wednesday eveuing, when death came
to his relief. A daughter of the victim disa-
bused the public mind, by drn_ving that any
strange man had been on the premises, as sta-
ted by her mother, upon whom, of course, sus-
picion then fell, and shs was arrested. She
thereupon confessed having herself committed
the unnatural crime, at the same time express-
ing regret that she had not done it twenty years
ago. It appears, from the narration to us, that
she did attemptit, by tying his arms across his
breast, while in a state of beastly intoxication,
sitting astride of his person, and essaving to
cut his throat with his own shoemaker's knife.
She was only prevented consummating so aw-
ful a deed by a negro opportunely dragging he;
from the prostrate body of her husband. T
deceas d had formerly been notoriously inte:
perate: but for some time past had led aeoher
life. The immediate occasion of this horrlile
murder was a conjugal quarrel. Strange to
say, this she monsier was released from her
temporary imprisonment in the jail at Ebjai,
aud is, we understand, now at large. !

WoRrkK For THE GALLows.—In the Court of
Oyer and Terminer, at New York, on Tues-
day, William Johnson was found guilty of the
murder of Baxter, (a watchinan on board the
ship Thomas Watson,) of which Nicholas
Howletand William Saul had beeu previously
convicted. Thaus three seperate juries passed
upon the crime, and three young men, whose
ages range from 18 to 23, bave been con-
demned for the murder.

Atthe close of the present term of this Court,
on Saturday next, no less than six human be-
ings will be brought up for sentence of death,
namely, Howlew, Suul and Johuson, for the
murder of Baxter; Doyle, {r the murder of
his landlady; and Clarke and Sallivan, for rc-
sentence—Clark for the murder of Gillespie, a
policeman, and Sullivan for the murder of
Smith, who interfered between him and his
wife in a domestic broil.
