An Ot.D MiißDKti Case?Arrest of the Of-fender.?More than twelve years ago, in ths
year 1810, a notorious thief was in tfie habit ofrunning in this locality, whose name is Ben
lmpey. Ben was a 'flash cove' in those days,
sported god watches and rings, 'woregloves
in his cap,' and had friends. About that timeBen wa* suspected of having robbed a coffee
house kept l>y Charley Mills, on the corner of
Main nrid Old Levee streets. A warrant was
issued for his arrest by Recorder Bertue, the
then terror of evil doers in the old Fr»t Muni-
cipality. Ben went to Carrollton to the races.
Captain McGovern, then a Lieutenant ofPo-
lice, took the warrant for his arrest, and in
company with a police officer named Norton,
proceeded to Carrollton in order to apprehend
the accused. There he found Ben in high fea-
ther, going it on a small game of 'chuck-a
luck,' and drawing in the dimes at agreat rate.
McGovern arrested him. Being surrounded by
his friends, gentlementhieves, they gathered
in great numbers and attempted a rescue. A
general fight ensued. McGovern had bis head
broken, and Norton was killed outright. Ben
lmpey was, however, safely carried off lo pria
on, together with a confederate named O'Grady,
»ho was afterwards charged with the murder
of Norton, tried,convicted, and sentenced to the
penitentiary for life.

lmpey escaped from prison by scaling the
walls, and was never brought to trial. He de-
parted from the State, remained away twelve
years, and in the meanwhile served several
terms in genteelretirement in penitentiaries in
foreign parts. At the end of his imprisonment,
all his old friends being dead, and having lost
the proper hang of suecesbful thieving, Ben
wandered ab<>ut, a very vagabond, not know-
ing where to lay his head, and able neither to
beg, borrow or steal for u sustenance. This
state of things becoming insupportable, Ben
returned to the old scer.e of his depredations,
eveu here, in the Crescent City, to see if, by
possibility, anything might turn up. He was
unlucky, and a few duys ago a police officer
ot' the First District, not suspecting his real
character, arrested him for the heinous crime
of being pocr, ragged, haviug uo money, noth-
ing to do and no place to sleep, end he was
committed to the work-house as a vagrant.?
There, by some mr.ans, he was recognised as
the elegant and lightifingered Btn lmpey, of
former days?the robber of Charles Mills'
house, the assaulter ot McGovern, and the as
complice of O'Grndy in the murder of Norton,
twelve years ago.
