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THE NAVY.

On Wednesday of last week, a casuel de-

bate springlng up in the Senate, on the bill to
increase the efficiency of the Navy, Commo-
dore Stockion delivered a speech containing
#2veral views which struck us as being wor-
thy of all consideration. In the first place, be
recomm-nded a thorough reform, if reform was
to be attempted at all, and declared that it
would be better to abolish the Navy in (oto,
and beginning at the foundation, build it allup
again, than atterpt a partial reformation. In
the secound place, and as a corollary to his
first position, he said that the old officers,
hose who had grown grey in the service, and
with whom the fire and energy of youth were
exhausted, should retire, but that theirs shonld
be an honorable retirement. There can be no
doubt that the evil of having the fleets ot the
couatry commanded by men of this description
is a great and crying evil, and that in the event
of a war with a great maritime power, it might
lead to serious disasters. During the war of
1812, our naval commanders were all in the
prime of life, for the date of the navy’s exis.
tence was so recent, thatnone of them had had
time to grow grey in the service. The conse-
quences may be read in the history of that war.
Wherever our ships met the enemy, on the
Oczean or on the Lakes, upon anything like
equal terms, the flag of St. George went down;
and so universally was this the case, that we
believe an exception cannot be pointed out.—
The reverse was the fact in the sister service,
and the country deploted in sack-cloth and
eshes, the blood and disgrace in which it was
involved by the appointment of such men as
Hull, Wilkinson, Winchester, Hampton, and
others, to the command of its armies. These
men had generally fought well in the revolu-
tionary war ; butage had chilled the current
of life ; the season of activity of mind and body
had passed ; consequently the mainelements
of success were wanting. Powerful as is the
commentary offered by the success of the ore
branch ofthe service at this time, and the fail-
ure of the other, it is rendered yet more strik-
ing by the change in the fortunes of the land
gervice, a8 soon as a change of commaniers
wns made. The men of 1814, they who
changed ths whole current of the war, and
first taught our troops the possibility of beat-
ing British troops fuirly in the field, were all
young, or in the prime of l.fe. Uninterrupted
success—success which electrified the whole
netion—suceess which led directly to the esta-
blishment of peace—followed instantaneously
upon the adoption of a new system. There
have been instances of men retaining their vi-
gor and their enterprising spirit, even at seven-
ty ; there have been memorable examples of a
glorious youth and mauvhood sustained by a
still more glorious old age—there have been
Taylors and Scotts—but the instances have
been exceedingly rare, and it would be unsafe
to adopt a general rule,or to persevere in one
already adopted, from any inferences derived
from a few isolated examples. Those mighty
deeds which give life to history, have in gene-
ral been achieved by men in the prime of life.
Alexander was but twenty-two when he cross-
ed the Granicus, and was but thirty-three
when he died ; Hannibal was but twenty-se
ven when he commenced the war with Rome
by the siege of Saguntum ; Cesar was forty-
three when he began his wonderful career;
Gustavus Adolphus was very little more than
forty when he was killed ; Bouaparte was only
twenty-six when he commanded in Italy. All
the French Generals of that long and bloody
succession of wars, were young men, while in
most instances (as in the cases of Beaulieu,
‘Wourmser, Aivinzi, Mack, the Duke of Bruns-
wick, &c.) the opposing leaders were vete-
rans of more than sixty years of age. Kuiu-
soff was more than seventy, and though his
resistance at Borodino has often been referred
to, yet a memoir lately published by a Ger-
man officer, who served under him, proves
that he was merely the nominal commander,—
Blucher was the only exception, justly so
cailed, to the rule that great age is an impedi-
ment in a profession more than ell others, re-
quiring the highest perfection of all the facul-
tiee, mental and physical. The histiry of the
English navy, during that period, impresses
the same lesson. If the heroic Nelson had
obeyed the signals made by his superior, the
aged Admiral Parker, he would have retired
in disgrace from Copenhagen, in the midst of
the battle.3jlord Gambier, bound down by
years and caution, did actually prevent Coch.
rane from entirely destroying the French fleet
in Basque roads.

We hold it to be a fact not even within the
reach of dispute, that if the reputation ef our
navy, acquired by the galluntry of our officers
and seamen in other days, is to be sustained, it
must be by youug, active afl resolute wmen,
not by sup ted ders. It grieves
us to see 80 many cf our naval officers getting
old without promotion in the service—still
lieutenants, ata period of life when they ought
to be in command of fleets—in fact, letting slip
the very seed-time and harvest of life. If a
war were to come now, these are thevery
men to command, but by the regulations they
must be in inferior stations. Only when they
shall bave become - superannuated, will
they be entitled to command. If Congress
were to pase an act that the United States
Navy was always to be commanded by su
perannuated men, and that no man should
command a ship or a squadrun until he had
become 80, it could not more effectually secure
that end, than it is already secured by the pre-
sent system. We admit that the case isbeset
with difficulties, and that it would be an un-
popular move to provide a retiring list for offi
cers, without providing one also for seamen.—
But anything, rather than expose our fleets to

be beaten by the enemy, where it can be avoid-
ed. .

We sgree, in the third place, with the Com-
modore, in believing that this subject ‘of the
Navy isone of the most importast that could
poesibly engsge the attention of Congress.—
Weare constantly in danger of & collision with
the great Powers of Europe ; England and

Fraace may combine against us‘any day, and
blockade every port on the Atlantic. Their
naval preparations are of a most formidable
description. We are continually getting into
disputes with them, and with the other govern-
ments of the old world. This is not a time
when we can afford to do without a navy, and
a very large one, 100. The aspect of the
whole world betokens war, of a long and
bloody character. If they once begin, it will
be impossible for us to keep clear of them.—
Let us, then, begin at once to prepare for the
evil of that day, which is assuredly approach-
ing. We cannot, in the end, be beaten, it is
true, but we may, in the meantime, suffer enor-
mously. Our commerce is the second larges
ifthe world, and we have least means of pro-
tecting it. Naval matters have taken a turn,
which will never be comprehended by the ob-
stinate prejudices of those wedded to the old
system. Let us have a thorougn overhauling
—purge the navy list—build steamers—and
get ready for what may happen. If we ne
gleet this caution, we shall rue it.

FRANCE AND MEXIC O.

Lieutenant Maurv has written a letter to Mr.
J. J. Trezvant, of Memphis, Tennessee, en-
elosing a speech, delivered by the Hon. Mr.
Cabell, of Florida, upon a proposition to forti-
fy Key West and the Tortugas, in which that
gentleman takes for granted the disposition at.
tributed to us, by the French Emperor, to ac-
quire a footing in Mexico. We think, indeed,
there can be very little doubt upon the subject.
‘I'o strengthen the position of Mr. Cabell, Lt.
M. quotes from a recent memoir of M. Dom-
martin, in which he says, that 1849, he de-
manded of the States of Sonora and Chihua-
hua, a vast grant of desert lands, to be settled
by French emigrants, who were to constitute
a wall between the United States aud Mexico-
He says that the Congresses of ihese two
States acceded to his proposition, but that the
negotiation had been ‘ransferred to the cen-
tral government, where it wus still suspended.
We find this letter of Mr. Maury’s in the
Whig of yesterday morning.

From what we bhad seen within the last

few days in the newspapers, we had been in-
duced to believe that the razzia upon Sonocra
had no connection whatever with the French
Goversment ; but this memeir places the af-
fair in a light altogether different. It revives
the original suspicion in all its force. The
Emperor of the French is determined, appa-
rently, beyond a doubt, to curb the young gi-
ant, and this is the way in which he commen-
ces operations. There happen to be two
words to that bargain. In the first place, the
young giant will be very sure not to allow
himeself to be curbed without resistance; and
in the second place, we doubt very much
whether the Emperor of the French has force
enough to curb him against his will. To talk
of a French colony on this continent, is a lit-
tle too absurd at this time of day. France
had magnificent possessions, a century ago,
on the St. Lawrence and the Mississippi. Did
itnever occur to Mr Dommartin to ask where
they are now? She is, at present, engaged in
preparing a very pretty colony in the North
of Africa, for England, who is not yet ready to
take possession, but will be at the next gene-
rzl war, which, according to Mr. Cabell, is not
very far off If necessary, we can send five-
huodred thousand men into Mexico, and what
i8s more we can furnish them with the means
of subsistence. We hardly think France can
wall out such a host as that.
But itis time we were preparing for those
events which are already casting their sha-
dows before them. We cannot play an insig-
nificant part in a general war if we would.—
Our position and our greatness forbid it. Let
us therefore follow the advice of Mr. Maury
as rapidly as we can. Let us fortify every
point at which an enemy can torust in his
hand, along the Gulfof Mexico. Let us have
a railroad to California at once, or at least as
soon as it can be made. Let us reform, remo-
del, and increase, enormously, our navy. All
this will cost money, but not so much morey
as a very few years of a general war would
consume. Let the country, therefore, assume
the formidable atti tude which, from its size,
strength and enterprise, it is entitled to as-
sume. Mr. Cabell says Louis Napoleon will
Very well. Let us be prepared to meet him,
go to war before 1833 shall have expired.—
and to drive him back to France as sorn es
he shall dare to show his nose on this conti-
nent. Let it be recollected that we have never
yet lost by war, though we have often lost by
treaty.

THE CLAYTON-BULWER TREATY.
In the Senate, on Monday, Mr. Seward said
that by Central America was underetood
either Central America politically so called,
or Central America geographically so culled.
Geographical Central America, he said, inclu-
ded all the country between 7 and 26 degrees
of North latitude, comprising thus not only
Mezxico, but a part of the United States. Cen
tral Awerica, in its political signification,
comprised five States on the Isthmus, viz:
Costa Rica, Nicaragua, Salvador, Guatemala,
and Honduras. He contended that the Con-
vention used the term Central America, in its
political sense, when the parties engaged not to
occupy any part of it. We know not what
the Senate may have thought, but we do know
that the public thought the British were to
abandon the country altogether.

Mr. Cass asked, we think very naturally, if
the terms employed in the Convention did not
mean what they putported to mean, why em-
ploy them? Why say Central America, when
a part of it only was meant? If in a treaty,
Germany is used, no construction can limit
the phrase to Saxony or Bavaria. If the
word Italy is employed, nobody understands
it to mean Naples or Rome. Very properly,
we thiok, also, Mr. Cass contends that the
sending of a consul to Belize, with a British
exequatur was no acknowledgment of the
British title, for a consul is a commercial, and
not & diplomatic agent. Mr. Cass said that at
the time the treaty was pussed upon by the
Senate, he had remarked that it was the only
instance in which England had ever relin.
quished territory without war.

The plain weaning of the Convention we
hold to be, that Great Britain should evacuate
Central America, not a part of it, and the at-
tempt to restrict the meaning of the phrase is
peor end puerile. The question is not, we take
it, whether Mr. Clayton announced the exis

tence of the qualification to Mr. King, but
whether the Senate knew of the qualification
—whether it had been officially announced to
| that body. We think the evidence is that
such was not the understanding of the Senate.

THE CALORIC SHIP.

Mr. Ericsson’srinvention seems destined to
produce a mighty revolution in navigation.—
The Journal of Commerce has the following
paragreph v ith regard to it.

Caroxic (Air SHir) EsTerprise.—We
understand that the gentlemea through whose
instramentality the caloric ship has been buil1,
are so fully satisfied with the success of that
vessel, that it is their intention to shortly lay
the keels of other and still larger ships of the
capacity of say 4000 tons,into which engines
of sufficient power will be placed, to give them
amuch higher maximum speed. We under-
stand that during the present year, at least six
vessels of this description will be built for the
same parties.

THE TRaNsiT oF Sravis.—The following
parsgraph relative to the transit of slaves
throngh free States is from the message of Gov.
Bigler, of Pennsyivania, just delivered; and the
recommendation contained in it is equally ap-
plicabte to the State of New York:

* Recent difficulties in & neighboring State
have suggested the existence of a deficiency in
our State laws, in reference to the conveyance
of persons held to involuntary servitude from
one State 10 another. The Pennsylvaniastatute
of 1780 gave all persons passing through or
sojourning in the State for & brief period the
rightto hold their domestic slaves. The act
of 1847 repealed this provision, and the repeal-
ing sections of last session did not reinstate it.
I, therefore, respectfully recommend that
provision be made for the traasit of these
domestics through this Commonwealth.—
Such a law seems to be contemplated
by the constitution of the United States.
and to be suggested by those rules of comity
which should exist between the State, by the
public peace, and by individual convenience.”’
