On motion of Mr. Robertson, the Commit-
tee of Privileges and Elections were instruct-
ed to report to the House, as soon as practiea
ble, a bill in pursuance of the requirements of
he new Constitution, providing for the registra-

on of voters.

Mr. Crane offered a resolution for the ap-
pointment of a special committee 10 inquire
into the expediency of amending the present
pilot laws, so tar as they relate to the naviga-
tion of James River. s

Mr. Segar moved that th: resolution be post-
poned indefinitely. 2 4

The House refused t) postpone indefinitely.

On motion of Mr. Yerby, the resolation wus
amended by striking outa “ apecial l;(llnllll!-
tee,” and inserting the committee of lmpuu-
tions and Grievances.

The resolution was then adopted. :

A bill amending an act estalishing the Cen-
tral Bank at Stzunton, was passed [

At 12 o’clock, the bill increasing ihe capital
stock of the Southside Railioad Company, by
a loan. on the partof the State, to the amount
of $800,000, was taken op as the order of the
day.

Mr. Goode of Mecklenburg, addressed the
House ia a speech of two hours’ length in op-
position to the bill. 1 ;

Mr. Wallace follhwed in support of the bill.
e previous question was called, and sus-
1ained, and the vote taken with the following
resuli: For the loan 80, against it 54.

Ou the first roll call, thery were 76 votes for
the billgbeing one less than the con-titutional
number (a msjority of the whole House) re-
quired for its passage, This created great ex-
citement in the House, when a member moved
that the roll be called a second time. The
motion was azreed 1o and on the second call
ot the House four more voted for the biil, and
1wo agninst it. This gaye three more votes
than wus necessary for the passage ol the bill.

The House, then, at 3 o'clock, adjourned to
Monday, 11 o'clock.
