HIRNING OF AM EMIGRANT SHIP,
The subjoined narrative of a circumstance

1 eretoiore announced in our columns, will be
read with interest:

The Orlando, Capt. White, arrived at Havre
on Mor.day, wiih a number of passenger* be-
?' >:i4 :.r2 to the American ship St. George,
? oj>t. Bairson, which had been destroyed by
ti:e at 6(*a. The St. George, it appears, lett
Liverpool for New Yoik ou the24th of Novem-
ber with 127 passengers and 25 crew, »he
former chiefly lri*h, and among thetu many
women and children. The voyage was favora-
ble t*t;ou«h up to the 24th of December, when

li'deg. 12 min. latitude, and 25 deg. 30 twin,
longitude,the hold of the ship was discovered
to be un lite. The Capt tin caused one of the
i iitchways to be opened, and set the fire en-
gice to j>t«y. But the smoke was so thick be-
tween decks that the passengers were obliged
to leave. The flnmes spread to the part ot the
vessel between the main an.l inizen masts, anu
were- accompanied t»y such thick smoke that
seven or eigM persons were suffocated.

It was now found that it was impossible to
check the progress of the flames, and the cap-
tain t sseiiibled all the passengers on deck.?
Rain was iul itig,und the horizon was over-
hung with clouds; but, fortunately, a vessel
(<asfred sufficiently nt-nr to perceive ibe signalsof distress. This vessel turned ou: to be theOrlando, arid she approached as near the St.
George as it was eale lo do. Unfortunately
ah; had lost her sails and boats iu a violent
gale. The captain of the St. George caused

two buatx to be lei down, and they convey-
ed ss iiiniy pat-setigers as they could hold lo
ths Or?»lido ; hut the violence of the sea was
such that one of iheun was knocked lo pieces
against that vrcsel. The life boat only re-
rita.'ii (I to renvivi- 150 persons, but it could not
take more than f.mr or fiveat a time.

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fro, the host succeeded in placing 76 of thepassengers in satetv on board the Orlando Ofthe retraining 51,15 were drowned, 8, as alreadv staled, were suffocated between decks,
and 28, principally wouirn and children, fear-ing to throw themselves into the sen, refused
to leave the burning vessel. All the crew wererescued. Eventually the Orlando, fearing for
its own safely from he progress of the flumesand the violence ot the sea and wind, was obli-
ged to sheer off, leaving the 28 unfortunate
creatures to their wretched fate.1 he rescued persons were almost without
clothing, but the cuptuiti and crew of the Or-lando did everything they possibly could toprovide for their comfort. It wus feared that
a famine would arise in the ship, from the un-expected demand on her stores ; and us the Or-lundo had lost her sails, there was small hope
of reachinf land in time. But fortunately the
wind was in her tavor, and after eleven days
voyage she arrived safe at Havie. Her pro-
visions, by that time, were exhausted, and shehad only a few gallons of water. Food was
immediately procured for the passengers and
crew, who had already begun to feel the pangs
of hunger; and they were afterwards sent to
different lodging houses, where they will be
taken care ot.

Fatal Accident.?The Southern Mississip-
pi Star of January 12th, says : We are iu
formed by Doctor Foreman, that a sail and fa-
tal accident occurred last week in Camden,
Madison county, which resulted in the death
of both Messrs. McAndrew and Fowler. It
seems that Mr. Fowler had gone soon in the
morning to the residence ot McAndrew for the
purpose of waking him up, and as he was
asleep some one suggested the bursting of a
percussion cup over his head in order to wake
him. A small shot-gun was procured, a cap
placed on the tube, and McAndrew advanced
to the bedside, placed the gun close to his
head, without knowing it was loaded, and
pulled the trigger, when the gun exploded and
almost instantly killed Fowler, and wcunded
McAndrew so severely, that his life is said to
be in great jeopardy.

Dr. Junius Smith died at New York on
Sunday last, af.ed 72 years. In noticing the
event the Journal of Commerce says :

"The great public enterprises to which Dr.
Smith devoted a considerable portion of his
life were the establishment of Transatlantic
Steam Navigation and the Naturalization of
the Tea Plant in the United States. To the
first he early directed his attention, maintained
its practicability, and sought to apply to it tbe
test of experiment, long before it came to be
regarded as a regular efficient auxiliary if
foreign commerce.

"Our readers have been advised from time
to time of Dr. Smith's operations at Green-
ville, S. C., in connexion with the nurture of
the tea plant, for which he claims to have se
cured a thrifty growth on American soil. It
is to be hoped that his labors will not be suf
fered to come to nought tor want of such care-
ful effort as is requisite to the satisfactory de-
velopment of the experiment which the D c-
tor so assidut uslv prosecuted during the last
years of his life."
