A New ImrrExest ov DzsTaucTion.—Mr, J.
Neayson of Patricroft (Fng.) has announced the in-
vention of a “'short range” fsr imore destructive
than Captain Warner's *long range,” for atone
blow itis to destroy the larg-e: ship of an invading
enemy.

“This great shell is brought in eontact with the
enemy's ship by placing it inthe chamber ot a great
Bray'a mortar, which, as it werll, forms the prow
of a destructive vesel—the chamber of the mor-
tar, being six feet below witer line, and the mortar
belng made so far part and parcel of the vessel,
which would weigh about 690 tons; the entire msss
of the destrurtive vessel comes into p.ay as a most
effective meens for absorbing a!l the reaction eon-
ent on the discharge of the monster touch-
and-ge-off hell, so that the three or four men, who
would be all that are reauired to attend to the naw
igation of ourfloating mortar, would not experi-
cgrﬁ any sensible effect from the discharge of the
saril,

By reason of the peculiar barrel like construction
ot the vessel, on the prow of which the greatmor
tar is fixed, and the thickness of the simber on all
sides, peing from nine to ten feet, and that of pop-
