i. Be it enacted by the General Assembly of Vir

ginia, That the twenty-seventh section of the act,
passed tfce thirtieth day of March, eighteen hun-
dred and fifty, revising atid reducing into one, ailthe provisions of the Charter of the City of Rich-mood, shall be and is hereby amended, so that thesaid section as now re enacted with suca amend-
ment shall hereafter read as follows :

The Council may establish, construct and keep
in order, and may alter or remove landings andwharves on any In:!d in or near James river, notlower down or higher up the river than the town
line; and may lay and collect reasonable duty onvessels coming to and using such of sail landings
and wharves as may belong tothecity, and may di-
rect and regulate the manner of improving and
using other wharves and landings within the corpo
rate buonds; and if any wharl or lancing be notimproved as it directs, may, after givingreasonsble notice to the owner or occupier, (in the mannerprescribed by Chapter onehundred and sixtyseven
of the Code of Virginia)cause such imi rovement
to be made, and collect tho expense of so doing
from he owner or occupier in like manner, as
taxes due from hiin to the city would be collected-The Counc'l may also appoint Port Wardens for
theport of said city, prescribe their duties and fix
their compensation.

Mujor Howard, the Indian agent, started cnthe 3d instant for the Camanche countrywhere he was to have a "bi; talk" with theIndians. A lady ofSan Antonio recently be-came the joyous mother of three children atone birth. Brigadier General Garland wasto leave San Antonio on the 6th for Washing,
ton. This gallant old soldier is to be com-
mander-in-chiefof the9ih military department
in New Mexico. Capt. Coleman, a citizen
who has acud a prominent part in the history
of Texas, died at San Antonio on the 3d. He
was formerly a re-ident of White Hall, New-
York. Great damage was done in Lavacca
by the gale on the 2d inst. A gunsmith of
Victoria, a German, named Malitz, had his
house broken open by two persons, supposed
to be deserters from the Rio Grande, ftlalitz
pursued, and is supposed to have been murder-
ed by them. They were afterwards overhaul-
ed by officers, aud one surrendered himself;
but the other, .ather than be taken, drew a
pistol and blew his brains out. Martin Valen-
tine was killed by H. B. White, in a quarrel,
a short distance from Fort Merrill, on the 22d
of April. These men were teamsters in a gov-
ernment train, proceeding from Corpus Chris
ti'to Fir: Ewel!. The following is il Jhs intel-
ligence we find about gold excitement in Tex-
as. The Galveston Civilian of the 13th, say*:

The gold fever is extending in this portion
of Texas. A number of Galvestoniuns leave
to-day for the Texas disgiogs, and many oretaking their departure from the lower western
towns. The excitement on the subject seems
to increase in proport : on to the distance from
the mines. On the upper Colorado the peo-
ple are decidedly cool.

It pre-
sents, perhaps, the only instance in which the
Mexicans have been in diplomatic
correspondence ; but ik is a common remark
that th»y write better than they fight.

An association of capitalists has been form-
ed in Santa Fe undi* the title of " Railroad
Association." The dlject ia to make invest-
ments in the Great Aflnntic and Pacific Rail-
way, provided the main trunk passes through
New Mexico, making Albuquerque a point.

The Gazette of the 2d, in giving the news
just received from El Paso, of Gov. Lane hav-
ing issued his proclamation asserting jurisdic-
tion over the disputed district, including the
Mesilla settlement, says:

We will not preter.d to decide as to what was
the duty of the military in this matter; but that
the disputed territory belongs to New Mexico,
we suppose none will pretend to deny. And it
is also true that she held possession of it, and
exercised jurisdiction oyer it, until the attempt
was made by the commissioners to fix the ini-
tial point of the boundary line, and we believe
that possession should not have been interfered
with, until the line was agreed upon and es-
tablished by the two governments. But the
contrary of this is true. It was immediately
seized by the Mexican authorities, and the
America/w who had made settlements on the
Mesilla we/4 forcibly dispersed and deprived
of the fruits of their lab 1!*, without compensa-
tion for the sarrlff. II G'jv. Lane had btiCn the
executive officer of this territory at the time;
we risk nothing in sayjc'g that this injustice
would not have been submitted to.
