From Galignani's Messenger, May 5.
NAPOLEON’'S TOMB.

The following description of the present
state of the tomb of the Emperor, will not be
without interest:—During the twelve years
that the construction of the tomb of the Empe-
ror was in contemplation, a veriety of plans had
been considered, and many of them, after hay-
ing been commenced, were afierwards aban-
doned as not being suited to the puipose in-
tended. The crypt, which was first formed,
was found not to be sufficiently large and deep
and the enlargement of it required considera’
ble precautions in order not to endanger the
solidity of the dome. The circular portico
limiting the space, the centre of which was to
be occupied by the sarcophagus, had in the
first place been conceived without any special
orunamentation, and was intended to be remar-
kable for its extreme simplicity. It was then
theught that this consiruction, being of such
vast extent, ought to be ornamented with bas-
reliefs representing the civil acts of the Em-
peror ; it was also decided that the pillars
supporting the circular entablature should he
ornamented with the represntation of different
victories,

The sarcophagus, which is formed of por-
phyry, brought from Karchoka, in Finland, is
of an imposing and severe forin, and is com-
plexely_ finished, and bears a most extraordina-
ry polish, It is lined inside with Corsican
granite, in order that, lying in his coffin, the
illustrious deceased may, as it were, repose on
materials b.roug_ht from his ewn native soil.—
The tomb is raised on a foundation of granite
from the Vosges. The cover, which is sup-
ported by wood-work, is brought as near as
possible to the sarcophagus, and has only to
be pushed on horizoatally in order to cover it.

On entering the church from the South door,
ov the Piace Vauban, the Dome de Mansard is
€een atone coup d'eil. In approaching near-
er is seen the crypr, surrounded with a rather
massive balustrade. From the midst of mar-
bles of extreme Wwhiteness, stauds up in bold
relxeflhe: sarcophagus reposing on a pavement
of mosaics of extreme richness. Beyond the
crypt rises the high altar, surmounted by an
Immense canopy ; all this part of the decora-
tions 1s composed of colored marbles, which
have the most superb effect. The altar is sur-
mounted by a statue of our Saviour on the
crose, sculptured by M. Triquetti. Semi cir-
cular staircases, turning to the right und left,
lead to the door of another staircase, which
leads directly tothe crypt.

This part of the monument, which is con-
ccivedin grand proportions, is turned towards
the nave of the church. On the sides of the
door, which is in bronze, stand two figures of
old men, composed as caryatides, and by
which it is intended to personify in some de-
gree the military and civil glory of the Empe-
ror. Over the entrance are written the follow-
ing lines, which express the last wishes of Na-
poleon : ““Je desire que mes cendres reposent
surles rives de la Seine au milieu du peuple
Francaise que jai tant amie.” Qq the right
and left of the open space before the entrance
of the monument are the tombs of Bertrand angd
of Duroc, worthy guardians of the man whom
they co feithfully served. The sarcophagus
bears ao name inscribed on it, and it js that
which surrounds it which gives its significa-
tion to the tomb. The twelve emblematical
representations of victories, the names of bat-
tles inscribed on the pavement, the bas-reliefs
intended to cali to mind the principal acts of
imperial administration—this union of milita-
ry and civil souvenirs, all equally glorious, and
in the centre the isolated tomb, such is what
constitutes in its ensemble the monument of
the Emperor.

The ten bas reliefs of the circular portico
have been execated by M, Simart. One of
thexp represents a figure in an antique dress,
having in front two femules, representing the
Roman and Gallican ckurch, who are giving
their hands to each other, and in the corner is
a man raising a cross. Under this composition
1s engraved the ‘words, “Concordat.” "The
other bas reliefs represent the Cour des
Comptes, the university, centralisation, the Je-
gion of honor, the council of state, great public
works, commerce, manufactures, and the Code
Napoleon. In the centre of the chamber, call-
ed the Chamber de I’Epee or da Reliqua,ire is
a kind of cippus, having a compariment of
bronze in the form of a cushion, on which will
be deposited the sword of Austerlitz, and the
interior of which will receive the hat of the
Emperor. his cross of honor and his crown, —
To the right and lefi wil! be grouped the colors
taken in the wars of the empire. At the end
of this funeral chamber, which will be lighted
by a lamp, is the marble statue of Napoleon in
a standing position, covered with the imperial
mantle, and holding a sceptre and the globe.—
The public will never be allowed to enter this
room, and the inside of it will only be viewed
through the grating of tha door.

CuRE FoR Rose BuGs.—A subscriber wish-
es to know if ano one can suggest a method of
preventing the yearly incursions of the rose
bug, and having heard considerable complaint
awong our neighbors of having their cucum-
bers, grapes and other fruit destroyed by these
insects, I will suggest a remedy. “Plantin the
centre of your garden a few damask rose-bush
es, and they will never light on any thing else.
We havea large garden with almost every
kind of fruit, vines, shrubbery, and flowers,
with several kinds of roses, and in the centre
we have four bunches of damask rose-bushes,
and I never saw in the whole garden a rose
bug on any thing butthe damask rose. When
they are inblcssom I gointo the gardenonce a
day with a pan of hot water, and shake the
bugs from these roses!into the water, and get
atout a pint at one time; this I practice for a
few days,and then they will disappear.—Bes
ton Cultivater.

Biseor Doaxe.—The Protestant Episcopal
convention of New Jersey, on Wednesday af
firmed its belief of the innocence of Bishop
Doane, and expressed its surprise at the renew-
al of the charges preferred agaiost him by his
brother Bishops, after the case had been previ
ously dismissed.
