0 f Friday, a re port of the first day', proceedings be-fore the Circuit Courl, in the case of Montague
charged with killing Thompson. The courtroom waa densely crowded with spectators.?
After the prisoner was placed at the bar, R.
Kidder Meade, Esq.. one of the prisoner's
counsel, haDded a letter to the Judge, which
letter came from Smith, ihe pecson aent as
messenger lo Philadelphia, to find out McCar
thy, an important witness on behalf of the pri
soner. In that letter, it was stated that the
said McCarthy could not be found, and that the
?nly tidings received of bim was, he had gone
to New York, and a doubt was also expressed
in the letter aa to the probability or possibility
of finding him at all. The counsel for the pri-
soner here urged a continuance, upon which
proposition there was considerable argument
pro and con, after which the court gave ita
opinion, setting forth the impracticability of a
longer continuance of the case, and deciding
that it must go on. The counsel were then, on
request, allowed until half past fo*r o'clock lo
perfect a bill ofexceptions, and to make a mo-
tion for a change of venue.

The court met again at half past fouro'clock, P. M. The counsel for the defence
presented their bill of exception and affidavit
thereto, and announced that they had deter-
mined to proceed no further with the motion
for a change of venue.

The court then directed that the veuiri be
called. Of the twenty four names on the she-
riff's book, five only were considered as fit ju
rors. The names of these five are Daniel Ja-
mieson, J.T. Ballow, Joseph Burton, Richard
Ball and Alexander Wells. Ihe veniri being
exhausted, the court gave directions that the
sheriff' summon forty others to be in attend-
ance to day at eleven o'clock, to which hour
the court adjourned.

His Honor, from the importance of this case,
and the unusual difficulties attendanton it,es-
pecially in regard to the selection of a proper
jury, considered that it was just thai the five
jurors already empannelled, be given in charge
of the sheriff. It is not a customary way of
proceeding, but the court presumed the ne-
cessity in the present case, and gave directions
accordingly.

Bienos Ayres and Montevideo.?The
greatest discontent prevailed among the inhabi-
tants at Montevideo at last accounts. Placards
were posted on the walls bearing the words,
"Death to the present Government," and "Lon<
live the Coloradoes." Late advices from
Buenos Ayres state that such had been the ef-
fect of recent disturbances that business was
entirely deranged, and that English, French
and Geiman houses would sell outstanding
claims for 40 per cent discount. The block-
ade was still continued with great rigor, and
it was thought that the city would soon sur-
render.

Desperate Attempt to Break Jail.?An
attempt was made recently to escape from the
District Penitentiary, as we learn from the
Washington Republic, by six or eight of the
convicts, Allemander, Rady and Camper be-
ing the ruling spirits. When discovered, they
had dug a hole just large enough for the body,
for a distance of thirty feet, and only five feet
more were to be excavated. A number of files
were also found, sharpened on both edges, and
?t the point, together with a bludgeon, con-
cealed in an old pair of bellows in the black-
str.ith shop. These instruments were intended
for defence in case of emergency. The result
was, the ringleaders in the attempt were heavi
ly ironed and placed in solitary confinement.

Fredericksburg,?The initiative step to-
wards the formation of an Agricultural Socie-
ty was made in Fredericksburg on Saturday
last. The meeting was attended, says the
Herald, by a number of young and ardent far-
mers from neighboring localities. A com-
mendable spirit was evinced.

A poll is to be held in Fredericksburg to-
day to see whether the people will authorize
the corporation to subscribe $Bo,UOO to the
Gordonsville Railroad.

Amass meeting of sons of temperance is in
contemplation for the 16th.

Albemarle.?From the Charlottesville Jef
fersonian, ofThursday, we learn that on Tues
day Joshua Goings received sentence to be
hung on Friday, the 12th of August next, for
the murder of his daughter. Mr. Allen W.
Starks was condemned to three months' im
priaonment in the County Jail for stabbing a
Mr-. Muhlenburg Hogg.
