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MEMPHIS—ITS PROSPECTS, &c.

Ciscisnari, Junel9ih.

Thus far have we returned on our route home
from Memphis, and here we mean to leave the
Ohio upon whose shoals both going and re-
turning we have lost a great deal of time. Our
patience is worn out with it,notwithstanding its
many beauties, and we can endure it no longer.
1 seize a leisure hour to write you a few ob
servations upon Memphis and points in our
route.

Our sojourn at Memphis was longer than we
had intended itshould be, owing to disappoint-
ment as to the time of the passage of boats on
their upward vovage. This gave us some
time ta survey that Jourishing city and ex-
tend our acquaintance with its courteous
and intelligent people, who have by their
elegant hospitalities won for themselves the
warm eulogies and grateful recollections of
the members of the Convention recently as-
sembled there. Memphis is growing with as
much rapidity as any city of the South West.
It contains about 16,000 inhabitants, and
bears all the marks of thrift and rapid increase.
It islocated on the Mississippi at the mouth
of Wolfriver onthe 4th Chickasaw Bluff.—
The old town was near the mouth of Wolf
river; the new commencing close upon the
old, extends down the Missiesippi, and indeed
is notdistinct from theold except in the mod-
ern style of its architecture. It is only with-
in a few years that Memphis has been ad-
vancing with the rapidity characteristic of
the growing cities of the West. To the vast
productions of west 'l ennessee which annu-
ally swell its commerce, Mississippi and Ar-
kansas are adding constantly, until it bas be-
come one of those important points that by
<ommon consent are looked upon as perma-
nent and controlling centres of trade. The
commeicial enterprize of its merchants is
highly creditable to them, and there is evident
ly that kind of sagacity and public spirit di-
recting the affuirs of Memphis which will se-
cure for her a degree of prosperity and opu-
lence that will place her high in the rank of
great western cities. There sre two things
we would do for Memphis immediately if we
had the control of her public matters; We

would supply her with water,and we would
establish & pfo.nenade shaded by rows 6f treeg
at the top of the leveé,

Memp'isis weil laid out and the work of
grading and improving is going ahead rapidly.
The suburbs are adorned with some of
the most beautiful mansions we have seen any
where. The grounds about them are remark-
ablefor the taste they display. Atone of these
princely residences the finest lemons were

make the punch and lemonade for the guests.
Our Richmond citizens might find many ex-
amples in the surburbs of Memphis which
would be worthy of their emulation.

From this pointa Railroad is to be built to
Bowling Green, Kentucky, and from thence
other yoads are to be built via Lexington to
the mouth of Big Sandy, where our great
Covington and Ohio Railroad will terminate.
Memphis and Shelty county have subscrited
$200,000 to theroad. The road from Charles-
ton to Memphis is rapidly going ahead, and
will be finished at an early day. A Railroad
is to be soon completed from the river oppo-
site Memphis to Little Rock, Arkansas, which
it is supposed will form a part of the great
Railroad lie to the Pacific. If it should not
be the main trunk, it will certainly connect
with it; and as it can hardly be doubted that a
Southern route will be chosen, the Memphis
line will be abcut as direct from the capitol
at Washington as any,and I am inclined to
believe, that passing atong the Virginia Cen-
tral line and Kentucky reads, it will be the
most direct. With these works finished, the
imprevement of Memphis maust be more rapid
than ever. Theyare indeed already exerting
their effects in very much enhancing the value
of land in and around the city. Men in ordi-
nary circumstances a few years since, have
grown wealthy through the increased'value of
their lands.

There are very many Virginians and their
descendants here and indeed throughout the
whole Southwest and West, and I am delight-
ed to find them ‘remarkably successful. They
are generally prominent and controlling men,"
and they completely vindicate the character
of old Virginiu from the imputation of apathy’
and fondness for ease; for they are amongst
the most ?xerpriaing and industrious men
that are met with. Ia Memphis Virginians
are very numerous. Our old friend Jxo. B.
MosELEY, a native of Buckingham,who learned
the art and mystery of the typesin the Rich-
mond Enquirer office, is one of the Editors
of the Memphis Enquirer and Eagle, one of
the most popular and flourishing papers of
the West. Msjor M. is a very popular man,
and has held the luerative office of Sheriff for
the county for several years. Mr.J. H, Mc-
Mamnox is chief Editorial contributor for his
paper. He is a writer of decided genius, a
self made and unpretending man, whose pro-
duetions are popular and excite general inte
rest. Capt. BanxHEAD of Caroline, who
commanded a company in the Mexican War,
is the talented Editor of the Memphis Whig,
a new paper established by himself, and con
ducted with spirit and energy, We wish
these brother Virginians ef our’s all success.

These mounds are a milé or more below the
lowest poiot of Memphis; but caleulations are
made that the city will be extended 1o them
at a day not very remote. Indeed some citi.
zens too impatient to cwait the gradual com.
ing of events, are already trying to make a
town at the mounds, which is called Fort Pick
ering. At this point is one of the finest
views to be had any where of the Mississippi
River.

1 have written so much about Memphis
that this letter would be too long to crowd in
seme account of our voyage to this place.
Before closing 1 must add, that I shall re-
member as among the most agreeable events
in my life, my visit to that city—a city re-
markable alike for public spirit and for those
traits of social life which make a people alike
beloved and admired. For the beauty, gentle-”
ness and refinement of her daughters and the
kindness, courtesy and hespitality of her
citizens, Memphis is certainly not surpassed.

SPIRIT OF THE PRESS.

The Whig of yesterday speaks of the work
ings of the Sub Treasury Law, and states that
the result is, instead of having a hard money
currency as promised, twenty odd millions of
dollars are now locked up in the Sub Treasury
and withlield entirely from circulation.

Mexican Tariff, the following ports are declared
open to foreign commerce.

On the Gulf: Sisal, Campiche, SanJuan,
Bantista de Tabasco, Vera Cruz, Tampico de
Tamaulipas and Matamoras.

On the Pacific: Acapulco, Manzanillo, San
Blas and Mazatlan, and Gaimas in the Gulf
of California.

On the Northern Frontier: Matamoras,
Presidio del Norte and Paso del N grte.

On the Southern Frontier: Comitan, Taxzita
Chice.

Until ‘this tariff is enforced, duties will be
exacted under that of October 7 1845, as since
modified by the law of November 24,1849 and
24thr January, 1853.

We notice among the prohibited articles tal~
low. tobacco, sugars, salt pork, wheat apd all
cereal gzains (flour excepted in Yucatan.)

The law of the 4th of April, 1849, permite
ting the importation of flour, rice, sugar, coffee,
pork rides, lard and all other necessaries, at
Matamoras apd other frontier ports under spe-
Icified duties, remains in full force.

. The tariff laws respecting invoices, ships’
‘papers, &c., remain without alteration, except

that the weight of all packages must be ex-
pressed.
