Mexico.?By the latest arrival from Mexico*we

learn that the Dinrio OJicial explicitly contradicts
what it style* the "alteuril rumors" respecting alli-
ances of Mexico with Spain and England for the
protection of Cuba, and respecting the project of
again placing Mexico under the yokeofrjpain.

The I'nitersal of Mexico states that British ves-
sels of war are in the habit of smuggling specie and
bullion iii the most scandalous manner. The fri-
gate Thetis was detected with $700 in specie, and
86900 in bullion; and the commander excused him-
selfby pleading ignorance of the requirements o*
the law.

It was feared Huehueco would be inundated by
the heavy rains, and the President had directed the
works by which it was drained, to be repnired.

Murder rv Staunton.?The Staunton Specta-
tor gives an account of a verycruel murder which
took place in that town, it is supposed, Thursday of
last week. William Coleman, a venerable and
inoffensive man, a cabinet maker by trade, was
murdered in his own house,bysome unknown per.
son, it is supposed for money, as his drawers were
opened and apparentlyrifled. He was murdered
with a claw hammer, which lay on the floor near
him, clotted with blood, with grey hairs of thepoor
old man stickingto it There were four dreadful
wounds onhis head. He was struck down in his
chair while reading or sewing, as a paper and his
spectacles were on a table, and some thread and
buttons scattered over the floor. On his fire was a
pot containing a chicken, which it is supposed he
was cooking tor his supper, as it was late in the
evening, it is thought, when the murder was com-
mitted. Deceased lived alone, in a house which
was his workshop and dwelling. A noise as of a
scuffle was heard Thursday evening at a neighbor-
ing house, anil a woman looking in the direction of
deceased's house, saw a man at the window whom
she did not know. His habits had been singular in
some respects. He had been known to refuse see-
ing any one for days. Hence curiosity was not
excited by his house being closed, and the neigh,
liors did notenter it until last Sunday when he was
found as above described. Some ®5 in coin were
found in his pockets ami 833 hidden under his
work bench. No clue to the murderer had been
discovereiL The Town Council of Staunton have
offered a reward of $300 for his detection.

PixeyPoint.?A correspondentof the Baltimore
Sun, very properly eulogisesthis pleasant retreat
for its comforts, its good fare and the fine augling
that may he eujeyed there.

Another Route to the Pacific.?The New
Orleans papers announce the arrival in that city
of Capt. Jonas P. Levy, who has a grant to open
a communication across Mexico, through the Alva-
rado river to thePacific, with his engineers, intend-
ing to proceed immediately to Vera Cruz, to en-
ter upon the execution of Jiis project. This route
starts at Vera Cruz, runs thence to Alvarado, and
up the river of that name as far as navisable, and
thence it is contemplated to construct a railroad
to a port onthe Pacific, midwaybetween Acapuleo
and Tehuantepec, which is pronounced one of the
finest harbors on the whole coast.

.Sudden Death.?We learn from the Staunton
Spectator that Col. R. B. Eggleston, of Nottoway
county, died at the Bath Alum Springs, very sud-
denly, on Friday last. He had left ,tlie hotel for a
short walk, and not returning when expected,
search was made for liini, and after some hours he
was found lying a short distance from the build
ings, dead. In his hand was a bottle of Anodyne
uncorked, which had always given him relief on
former similar attacks, but which it is supposed he
was unable to u.- e in time onthis occasion, although
he had evidently made the effort. His afflicted
family and sympathising friends were with him at
the Springs.

Coup de Solf.il.?There were forty-two addi-
tional deaths in New York down to Monday even-
ingfrom stroke of the sun. TheTribune says it is
impossible to state accurately the number of
deaths from this cause, for the week, but thinks it
would fbot up over 300, almost nil withiu the city.

As the steamer Delaware was leaving Cape May
Monday morning, several salutes were tired from
a mortar oilboard, when thepiece becoming over-
heated, acartridge exploded as a man named Jas.
Justice was loading the mortar, and carried away
his arm. A collection was immediately made
among the passengers on board for the poor fel-
low's beurfit.

by measured music, enveloped in warlike panoply
ami followed by!henoi-y tread of men under ami*;while there again the pauper was trundled to hi?long home on a rickeltycart, with a boy for a drv
rer, who whßtled as he went, and swore a carelessoath as he urged his mule or spavined horse to a
trot, making haste with another morsel contributed
to the grand banquet of death. Now among the
steeples was heard the chiming of the bells, as bt
Ghoules up there, mingling their hoarse voices as
in a chorus of gratulation over theranks of fallen
mortality. Anon from some lowly tenement trill-
ed the low wail of a mother for the child of her af-
fections, while from the corner op|>osite burst the
song of some low bacchanaj, minglingribaldry
with sentiment, or swearing a prayer or two as the
humor moved him. ' '

The skies wore a delusiveaspect. Abovewas allcloudless sunshine, but little in keeping with the
black melancholy that enveloped all below. Out
along the highways thatled to the cities of the deadand .till thetramp offuneral crowds knew no cessa-
tion. Uprolled the volumes of dust from the busy
roads, and the plumes of the death carriages nod-
ded in seeming sympathy to the swaying cypresses
ofthe swamp, enveloped in their dunappareling ofweepingmoss?tit garniture for such a scene.

At the gathering points carriages accumulated,and vulgar teamsters, as they jostled each other in
the press, mingled the coarse jest with the ribaldoath; no sound but of profane malediction anil at
riotous mirth, the clangof whip thongs and the rat-
tle of wheels. At the gates, the windsbrought inti-mation ot the corruption working within. Not a
purt'butwas laden with the rank atmospherefromrottingcorpses. Inside they were piled by titties,
exposed to the heat of the sun, swollen with cor-
ruption, bursting their coffin lids, and sundering, asif by physical etlort, the ligaments that bound theirhands and feet, and extending their rigid limbs in
every outre attitude. What a feast ot horrors'?Inside, corpses piled inpyramids, and without the
gates, old and withered crones and fat huxter wo-
men, frettingin their own grease, dispensing ice
creams and confections, and brushing away, with
brooms made of bu-'hes, the green bottle-flies thathovered ontheir merchandise, and that anon buz-
zed away to drink dainty inhalations from the
green and festeringcorpses. Mammon at the gates
was makingthrift outside by the handsof his black
and sweating minions, that tendered sweet-meats
and cooling beverages to the throngs of mourners
or of idle spectators, who, inhaling the fumes ofrottingbodies, already "heaved the gorge;" whilewithin, the "King of Terrors"held lus Saturnalia,with a crowd of stolid laborers, who, as Ihey tum-bled the-dead into ditches,knocked thein "about themazzard," and swore dread oaths, intermingled
with the more dreadful sounds of demoniac jollity.

Long ditches were dugacross the great humancharnet. Wide enough were they to entomb a le-gion, but onlyfourteen inches deep. Coffins laid inthem showed their tops above the surface of the
earth. On these was piled dirt to the depth of a
foot or more, but so loosely, that the myriads of
flies found entry between the loose clods, down to
the cracked reams ofthe coffins, and buzzed and
blew there their omria, creating each hour theirnewhatched swarms.

But nosound was there of sorrow within thatwide Gehenna. Men used to the scent of dissolu-tion, had forgotten all touch of sympathy. Uncouthlaborers, with their bare shock heads, stood under
the broiling heat of the sun, digjing in the earth;
and as anon they would encounter an (Jbstructin-r
root or stump, would swear a hideous oath, remove
to another spot, and go ondigging as before. Now
and then the mattock or spade would disturb the
bones ot some former tenant of themould, forgot-
tenthere amid the armies of the accumulated vicrtiins, and the sturdy laborer with a tribe, wouldhurl the broken fragments on the sward, srrowl
forth an energetic d?u, and chuckle in his excess
of glee. Skull bones were dug up from their long
sepulture, with ghastliness starting out

"From each lack-lustre, eyeless hole,"
without eliciting mi "Alas, poor Yorick," and withonly an exclamation from tne digger, of"room lor
your betters!"

Economy of space was thesource of cunningcal-
culation in bestow ins away the dead men. Side by
side were laid two of gigantic proportions, bloatedby corruption to the size of Tituns. The centralprojections of their coffins left spaces between them
at their heads and heels. This was too much room
to be tilled with earth. How should the space be
saved? Opportunely the material is at hand, tor a
cart comes lumbering in with the corpses of a mo-ther and her two little children. Chuck the chil-dren in the spaces at the. heads and heels of the
Titans, and lay the mother by herself, out therealone! A comrade tor her will be found anon, and
herself and babes will sleep not the less soundly
from the unwonted contact!

The fumes rise up in deathlyexhalations from
theaccumulatinghecatombs of fast comingcorpses.
Men wear at their noses bags of camphor and odo-
rous spice-?for there are crowds there who have
no business but to look on and contemplate the vast
congregation of the dead. They don't care if they
die themselves?they have become so used to the
reek of corruption. They even laugh at the riot-
ings of the skeleton Death, and crack jokes in thehorrid atmosphere where scarcely they can drawbreath tor utterance.The stoical negroes, too, who are hired at fivedollars per hour to assist in the work of interment,
stagger under the stifling fumes, and can only be
kept at their work bydeep and continued potations
of the "tire water." They gulp deep draughts of
the stimulating fluid, and reeling to their tasks, bold
their noses with one hand, while with the other
they grasp the spade, heave onthe mould, and ru-hback to the bottle to gulp agaiu. It is a jolly timewith these ebon laborers, and with their wliite co-
workers. as thoughtless and as jolly, and full as
much intoxicated as themselves.

And thus, what with the songs and obscene jests
of the grave diggers, the buzzingof the flies, thesing-song cries of the huxter-women vending theirconfections, the hoarse oaths of the men who drivethe dead-carts, the merry whistle of the boya, andthe stiriiug reek from scores of blackened curpses,the day wears apace, the work of sepulture is done,
and night draws the curtain.
