Bridging the St. Lawrence.
Our readers will remember that we spoke

the other day of the fact that Mr. Stephenson,
the great English Engineer, was on a visit to
Montre il for the purpose ofmaking examina-

. tions as to the practicability of bridging the
St. Lawrence for the Grand Canadian Rail-
road. This road is to be 1100 miles in leugth,
extending from a point on the Gulf oi St.
Lawrence, 130 miles below Quebec, to Sand-
wich, opposite Detroit. In order to secure a

continuous line, and to avoidthe interruption
which must occur every spring and fall during
several weeks, when the river is passable
neither upon the ice nor by water, the St.
Lawrence must be bridged. Mr. Stephenson
pronounces the thing practicable, while
American engineers are about equally divi-
ded in opinion. The bridge is proposed tobe
tubular, like that over Menai Straits in Eng-
land. The site chosen, is the same which

' we mentioned as being probably the most ju-
' <ticious in case the project should be enter-

tained at all. The narrowest part of thestream
i* just opposite the lower end of Quebec sub-
urbs, at or near "the Cross," and the dis-
tance to the opposite shore is about two miles
£.nd a half. About midway is St. Helen's Is-
land, the area of which we do not know, but
which must be considerable, as it is sufiieient-
ly large t© a£orJ space forfortifications, bar-
racks, &c. The anna channel of the river is

* between this Island and Montreal; the wat'-r
- mj the other side being shallow and not used

f< <v navigation.
It aobTioc, then, that the chief obstaclesto encounter ju building tbo bridge, are be-

tween the Island ofSt. Utlcui and the Mon-
treal ihore. From the endden narrowing of
the channel at this point, the river id extreme-
"*> rapid; bo rapid, indeed, that the wavesroll
as if a strong breeze were acting upon the wa-ter. Add to this, the fact that the channel is
very deep, at least deep enough for the largest
vessel*to come up without grounding. These
facts alone would seem sufficient to deter al-
most any engineer from the attempt to bridge
the St. Lawrence. But they constitute the
most trivial and insignificant partofthd difli-
<'ulties to be met by the engineer.

Hie ice is the ,'reat, and we think the fatal
obstacle. Ip the winter, the ice, formed farup
the stream, being broken up by the Cascade*,
the Cedar and Lacbine Rapids, comes down
in immense masses, and blocks up the chan-
nel between the Inland and tbo Montreal
fcb*re. The floating blocks continue to rush
do«n, and are instantly frozen fast to those
which formed the original barrier, until a

/ solid dam or wall of ice is farmed sometimes
«i feet high, and extending to the bottom.

Kvery moment tdds to its strength, for the
material arrives upon ev<ry ware, till the
wall is many rods in thickness.

This Icy barrier generally resists the force
! of the stream for four or tire days, and mean-
while tfce whole level country above is of
course flooded with water. In February,
1633, the writer of this article waft a resident

| of Montreal, and witnessed the eSVcts of one
of these dams of ice. The water arose sud-
denly in the night, and by morningseemed to
have pained its nuiiaam height. Nearly
two-thirds of the city was inundated. Hut
the icy barrier could not last forever. On
the night of the 4th day, the St. Lawrence
arose in his might, and burst through the icy
wall, which ail the artillery of the earth
might have battered for a thousand years in

vain, and down went the imprisoned waters
in a moment. And it is across such a streun?
at the very place where the ice dam is

formed, that Mr. Stephenson proposes to
bridge the St. Lawrence! Suppose a bridge
once*built, fa thing scarcely credible)?sup-
pose that the floating ice should spare its

pKrg?a thing incredible?yet the tirst ice
<»,<un that should form around or below it,

would tear it to atoms, when the river re-
frained the mastery, though it were one solid
casting, embedded in solidrock.

We have spoken thus at length, feeling
that none of our readers who have dwelt ex-

-1 rlusively at the Soath can form an adeqnate
idea of the power and the effects of ice when
set in motion in immense masses by the cur-
rent of a rafidstream like the Si. Lawrence,
and to furnish some data by which to judge
of th° practicability oi' Mr. Stephenson's
project.

Eve-
ry American in Buenos Ayres it says, pro-
tested against the recognition of the block-
ade, and it wonders tiow our representative,
Mr. PicsDLETOK, could commit such a blun-
der as to range himself beside the British
and French Ministers in recognising the
blockade. The Taws speaks in strong lan-
guage, from private accounts, which it ssys
it has received from Buenos Ayres. As bad
as Urquiza is, the Times doubts whether he
has been guilty of the enormities attributed
to him, and it thinks that Rozas was a pretty
fair ruler.

It. tbe meantime our polite should keep
a sharp look out, as they uo doubt will do, for any in-
fringement committed by those worthies, ana not
permit ihem to go clear with ill-gotten booty, as they
often do in other cities.

Imposing Procession. ?The funeral pre-
cession which escorted theremain*of the lato James
Hart to "tbe city of the dead," yesterday afternoon,
was not only a solemu bnt an imposing one?com-
posed a» it whs of the "Richmond Greys," "Odd Fel-
lows," and tbe members of a lire company, to all
of which he belonged, and a number of frie'id* ai.d
relatives. The Greys formed the head of the proces-
sion, followed by the Armory Band, discoursing
mournful music; then came the Odd Fellows, in rega-lia?and then Fire Engine Company, No. 1, drawing
theirengine, which was tastily draped in mourning;
then the hearje, attended by pail bearers: and then
private carriages. The corpse was interred with the
customary ceremonies, after which the processionreturned to the city and dispersed. Mr. Hart was avery yonngman, and much beloved by all who knewhim. He was sick but a few days with bilious fever
of the most malignant type.

Smashing a Carriage.?On Saturday
inoruing last we gave a short accountofthe smashing
of u back, by the tare at the Richmond and Fredcr-icktburg depot in this city ou Thursday evening last.
A correspondent, who witnessed the accident, at-
taches the Maine to the Railroad Company for tothaving scice person on the '-look-out" at the rear of
the care, before the train was backed. He asserts
that "when the hack turned to cross the track thecars were standing still, and the hack driver left aspace of several feet belwoen him and tht-ni. When
the cars began to back, ULknown to the back dridtr,
some one cried "look out,"and thehackman instantly
drew up his horses, lee.vicg the luck standing square
upon the track, which was run into by the train then
backing."

Without entering info any controversy as to who
was to b'ame for "smashing the hack," we think our
correspondentwill see at a glance, that had thehack-
inan been "upon the look-out," or had he driven his
horses ahead, as he should have done when called to,
instead of stopping directly upon the track, he wouldhave saved his vehicleand not endangered the lives
of his passengers. The mere fact of his stopping
upon the track, instead of crossing it atonce, accounts
for thecollisiou, and leads to our first conclusion that
the accident was caused by the careieseutes of the
hack driver.
