Ev-
ery body thinks of that fate when the snake-
htf.ud is mentioned, and every body shudders
at the idea. Yet in this way ithas been but a
little more to be dreaded than those demons
with which nurses are wont to frighten chil-
dren. It never impales any body. We think
it but due to this much abused object of
alarm to say this much, as itis likely to be
beard of no more in this State after a few

months.

The age of the flat bar rail and the snake-
head will pass away together, and nothing but
the heavy rail will be tolerated. Public ex-
peetation must be gratified. The spirit of the
age must prevail in Virginia as elsewhere. —
Yet we cannot help remembering, in parting
with the old flat bar, that it has been in Vir-
ginia eminently successful in transporting
passengers with unprecedented safety. The
Richmond, Fredericksburg and Potomae rail-
road has been in operation near twenty years
and has been the chief thoroughfare of travel
through the State, without the loss of @ singl
passenger ! The Richmond and Petersburg
road has, in fifteen years, lost one. Whether
such good luck will attend upon good man-
acement when the heavy rail is laid—whe-
ed speed

ther, as in other States, the inc
secured by the heavy rail will be fellowed by
an increase of accidents and loss of life, re
main to be seen. But come what may, the
change is to be made—it being absolutely re-
quired. Speed must be had, no matter what

the cost.

Originality.

Many of the weekly papers of the d:
laden with two or three columns per w
what they chooseto style « Wit and I?z}m :
Stale jokes, centuries old, appear with new
captions and characters, and invite .:\:t(:xx’ltoy\
as being new and fresh from the mint. The
trath is that but a small quantity of gen
uine wit is afloat in print, and of that
small quantity, at least nine-tenths mutt be
credited to the ancients. There is hardly a
witticism to be found, “going the rounds of
the newspapers,” whose paternity cannot be
traced back to obscure ages before the Chris-
tian era. The smart things which are father-
ed upon “Pat” or «Cuffee” or a “ Yankee,”
or Mre. Partington, all have their prototypes
in the sayings of “Skolastikos,”” the buffoon
of Greek Literature. The mine of wit was
well nigh exhausted at an early day.

It is equallytrue that few new ideas are

found in modern writers. There is scarcely
_a thought now current in the world, whose
germ may not be found either in the Bible or
jn Shakspeare. And if we look closely
we shall find that the great dramatist himself
was, to no small extent, a borrower from wri-
ters older than himself. The most beantiful
of modern poems are but new combinations
of ideas world-old, decked in a new lan-
guage, and suited to modern ears. 'We have
just now in our mind a poem which has
stamped one of our countrymen irrevocably
as a mam of geniug,—a poem, too, of no
small merit, and yet there is not in the whole
of it a thought, or a form of expression, to
which the antecedent cannot be found in Ho-
mer, Horace, or Shakspeare.

Originality, then, is almost out of the ques-
tion. We have dived into the sea to drag np
metaphors; we have scaled mountains to
pinck down similes, and having exhausted the
whole realm of nature, scem to have nothing
left us, but the choice of authors from whom
to steal. The very phrases of literature have
become stereotyped, so that a dunce can pro-
duce a work nearly as excellent as the man
of genies. The Printing Press has reduced
men, intellectuul]y, to a dead level, jnst as

fashion makes us all wear co* the same

cut and color. ’

Thus might a student reasom, who had
gpent his daysin por'mwgr the musty tomes
of a library; and so far as his experience
goes, heis right. But there is, nevertheless,
a constant bubbling up of original thought,
both in eountry and city, not a tithe of which
ever gets itself uttered in print. one

FueL For CaarrorTesVILLE.~The town
of Charlottesville is hard pressed for fuel in
winter. Wood is very high; the whele coun-
try about there being nearly barren of fire-
wood and the little that there is selling so
enormously high that the people cannot af-
ford to burn it. They therefore have to rely
upon coal. The Charlottesville Jeffersonian
states that coal costs in Richmond &7 per ton;
but that by the time it reaches Charlottes-
ville it sells by retail at 11 50. Of course,
this is the best anthracite coal, although the
Jeffersonian dees not say what kind it is.—
The bituminous coal can be had for much
less. Still we doubt not the Cumberland coal
of Alexandria can be bought lower. Itisa
semi-bituminous coal, not a8 good as the an-
thracite on the one hand, or the bituminous
on the other. Bat for all this, the freight and
charges on coal from Richmond till sold in
Charlottesville seem very high. They ought
to be less.

But while considering the subject, we won-
der the citizens of Charlottesville don’t turn
to the Rivanna canal as the very best for
supplying them with fuel. With that canal
they can take coal directly from the mineés in
Goochland, and convey it in canal boats to
the landing near Charlottesville, whence with
a short plank road, it could be taken to the
tewn with the greatest eage and at very tri.
fling cost. This improvement, while the very
best for them in this view, is of great impor-
tance to Charlottesville for all heavy trans-
portation, which is so costly upon railroads.

A Goop Move.—When the City Council
was last in session, a recommendsation of the com-
Isissioners of streets was approved, instructing the
Attorney for the City to apply to the Hustings Court
for the appoiutment of commissioners to ascertain a
Just compensation for such lands as may be needed
by the_cny to open and extend Jackson street, thirty
feet wide, from 5th street to 9th street; and also for
opening and extending Jackson street westward te
Duval street. This improvement is one very much
needed in the vicinity in which it is to be made, and
we are really pleased to find that the Couuncil have
scted 50 promptly on the recommendation before
them. High as property is now selling in the city, it
ismuch better to make all uecessary condemnetions
at once, than to wait & few years and pay double
price for the lauds the city must eventually have for
public use.
