Tribute to the Memory of Dr. IVatno-n.

Dr. Bolton moved the following re-Kilt.tiuus,
which were unanimouslyadopted :

H'hereiu, it has pleased an Almighty Ruler to re-
move,by death, our friend aud associate. Dr, Gko.
Watson, therefore.

Resolved, That bythe death ofDr, Gko. Watson,
this Society has lost one of its most respected and
valued members, who, by his high-toned, gentle-
manlybearing, and by his love aud veneration lor
ournoble profession, has left an example to which
we may point every medical student as worthy of
imitation.

Reto/red. That in token of oursympathy with the
family of our lamented friend and associate, a copy
of these resolutions be forwarded to them.

Tribvte to th*. Memoryof Dr. Clarke.
Dr. Peterfizld Thent, with a brief and feeling

address, introduced the following preamble and re-
solutions, which were unanimously adopted

Having, by Divine Dispensation, been berett ot
our friend and associate, Dr. Wm. J. Clarke, whounited to talents of the highest order, an abidingloveof virtue, an amiable disposition and amenity
ot manners which never failed to securehim the re-
spect of all who knew bim : therefore, be it M'-solted,

Ist. That we deeply deplore the death of our la-
mentedfriend and companion, who has been so
suddenlycut otf in the vigor of life, and in themidst ot bright prospects ot usefulness and profes-
sional honor.

2. That a copy ofthese resolutions be sent to the
family ofthe deceased, as anexpression ot ourpro-
lound sympathy in their sore bereavement.

3. That a copy of these resolutions be enteredupon the records ofthe Medical Society of Virginia,
and that theybe published in the Stethoscope andthe Virginia Medical aud SurgicalJournal.

ThePresident wasrequested, by a vote of the
Society, to prepare suitable resolutions in expres-
sion of their sense of the loss to the profession and
to the country in the death of Dr. Chapman, of
Philadelphia.

Dr. Gooch stated, that the office ofLibrarian and
Curator of the Society was vacated, by the death of
Dr. Clarke, and he moved that the Society proceed
to fill it; which motion being agreed to, he nomi-
nated for the office Dr. PeterficlJ Trcit.

Dr. Peticolas nominated Dr. M.iiji). of Rich-
mond, who declined the honor.

Dr. Trent w as elected.
On motion tsf Dr. Gooch,
Resolved, That a committee oi three be appoint-

ed, to enquireintothe expediencyof memorializing
the Legislature, in the name of this body,or to take
such steps as may be deemed efficient, to secure a
proper Coroner's System for the State, and also to
place the medical witness or expert, upnr. a more
tavorable footing than he now is, undyr the statutes
ot Virginia?and report in the morning.

Drs. Gooch, Striblingand Walke were appoir ted
a committee, in pursuance of the resolution.

Dr. Bolton offered the followingresolution:
Resolved, That this Society appoint a committee,

whose dutyit shall be to urge upon the Leci.-laturethe passage ot a bill, requiring that the vendor* nfnil secret vostnivis be required toput on each pack-age of their medicines a printed label, in plain En-glish, stating the ingredients of which it U com-
posed.

Dr. Bolton, in offering his resolution, succinctly
stated his views ot the importance of such a law as
it proposed. The last meeting of the National Soci
ety of physicianshad passed a highly compliment-
ary resolution wilh regard to the services ot a gen-
tleman who bad exerted himself for the parage of
such alaw by the New York Legislature. One of
the chief advantages of such a provision would be,
that the physician would know what his patient
hadbeen taking. Now, when called in to a man
w ho had been using quack medicine-" freely, he was
entirely in the dark as to what composed those med-
icines; and as every physician knew how impor-
tant it was to successful practice that a physician
should know what course of treatment his patieut
had submitted to, before he came into his hands, it
would be, at once, seen how much would be sained
by having the ingredientsof all such medicines
made known.

It wasknown, that many medicines which were,
in themselves, harmless, become positive poisons
when combined with some other#, and by publish-
ing the ingredients, the chemistcould at once know
t.he dangerous nature ot such nostrums as had those
combinations. He had had occasion to be aware ot
the effect* of some of these dangerous medicines.
He believed that a patient of his had died from a
quackmedicine, tor cholera, taken duringthe pre.
valenceof that disease in Richmond, before he was
called in.

Again, as the mystery of secrecy was the great
charm of these nostrums, as soon as their ingredi-
ent* were known the charm would be dissolved,
and they would cease to impose upon the public.
Heknew of cases showing the influence exertedby
secresy, and how a sadden exposure of the true
character ofquack remedies utterly explodedthem.
He would mention the memorable ease of Hal-
stead's remedy for indigestion,which became sola
imous, aud which died out completely as soon a« its
modus operandi was understood. Besides, these
nostrums were sold at enonnou3 prefits?their in-
gredients being of merely nominal cost. li the
public knew them, a great saving would result,
even in the use of such as might be popular, as
they could be easily and cheaply prepared at home.
Dr. B. mentioned the Cherry Pectoral, and some
of ihe remedies for eMds, as insta ices in which the
great siving might lie effected.

The President suggested that tiie didiculty
would be that the manufacturers of che patent re-
medies would Jeceiveby putting ingredients upon
the label not in their medicines.

patients and lie touuu a pitce of alum in it. more
ol tbat substance hario;; beta j-i'i in thin vv oild L,e
held ik dilution by the liquid.

I>r. B. went on to cay tbat those were important
considf lationsia favor of the Measure. That some
such law was necessary to prott-ct the public Ly
druggingfront these dangerous nostrums :he veil
of mystery end secrecy with which they v?ere
concealed sni which coastitutea their chief charm
and re.couamenaatiua.

The resolution was adopted and Drs Bo]tan,
Leitch, and MtsCaw wera appointed aaouinutitie to
carry oal i'a übjeot*.

were about to do, before they adopted the resolu-tion.

Dr. Craighead was opposed to the resolution,
lor views similar to those expressed by Dr. Gooch-
He wished to avoid anything that would tend to dis-
cord in the profession.

Dr. McCaw could perceive no ground of excite-
meut or discord in his resolution. For himself, he
was perfectlyclear from vexed questions and dis-
puted points. He wanted simply to see if the Medi-
cal Society of Virginia could not put Medical Edu-
cation upon a better footing. He hoped he would
notbe understood as stirring up a cauldron which
may have been once disturbed. We had too
long heard of defects, not to enquire what they
were. Ifthere was a "One Prolessor School" or a
?'Three Prolessor School," were they not defec-
tive' His desire was to mark these defects first,
and then to do something to give a good Medical
School to Virginia. He expressed his surprise at the
course of Dr. Gooch, who had labored earnestly
for the Society, and had written a great deal in favor
of a school based upon the Society.

Dr. Gooch admitted that he had gone for a school
based upon the Society, but denied that he was in
favorof acharter for a new institution in Virginia.
He had notbeen and would not be in favor ol a
new charter, unless he was forced from his posi
tion by the unalterable selfishness of somebody.?
In that case he would go for chartering anybody
and everybody; for openingthe field to competition
and leaving it to the longest pole to take the per-
simmons.

Dr. Bolton opposed the resolution for the sake
of harmony. A similar resolution had produced
discord in a former meeting of the society, and he
apprehended a like result from that now propos-
ed.

Further remarks were submitted by Div. Mc-
Caw and Anderson in favor of theresolution, and
by Drs. GoocK and Bolton in opposition.

In the course of the debate Dr. Gooch corrected
himself with regard to the "one professor school.''
lie stated that although so dubbed, it had tico pro-
ft jsnrs. The President in regard toa remark from
Dr. McC ax. disclaimed having spoken of medical
education in Virginiaas defective. He was pefect-
ly satisfied that it was a great deal better than that
of the Northern Institutions.

Dr. McCaw's resolution was adopted, the blank
being tilled with fire, aud Drs. McCaw. Stbibling.
Minor, Walke and Anderson, were appointed
the committee to carry out its objects.

On motion, the Society adjourned till 11 Vclock,
to-morrow (Wednesday.)

The Burning Gas.?The details ia our
notice yesterday of theburning gas and the falling of
the west wall on 12th street, near the Uallego Mill*,
were somewhat inaccurate, though given as we gath-
ered them, from those who professed to know, andwe now proceed to correct them. In the first place,no water pipes had been laid along that portion of
12thstreet, consequently the wall was not thrown
over by that agency. Inthesecondplace.no lamp
had been placed near thescene of disaster, and there-
tore the tire did not communicate by thatmeans. The
cause of the accident, as we now learn, was simply
this: A number ot workmen had been engaged for
some time in preparing thefoundation for a newmill
tobe built for, Messrs. Warwick &. Barksdale, be-
tween the comer of 12thand Canal streets and their
Coru Mill, and in doing this, the west wall of 12th
street had been so far utdermiued as torendarit in-
secure. The heavy rain which fell throughout rho
day on Thursday caused this wall to sink gradually,
and by five or six o'clock that afternoon it tumbled
down, carrying with it about onethird of rhat portiou
of 12rli street adjoiniaing it, and thesix inch gas pipe
which led doU-u to Haxall'smill and aloiu to Byrd
street. As soon as Mr. Campbell, the Superintendent
of the fias Works, heard of the accident, he repaired
at once to theplace atwhich the gas was escaping in
3 solid volume, and with an adequate force, set about
repairiri! the damages as rapidly as possible. The
nisht being intensely dark. Mr. Campbellprocureda
lantern and began a search for a suitable place at
which to cut oft the pipe and stop the loos of gas, but
ou approaching the water his light came in contect
with the gas, letting itou fire and burning him slight-
ly. Notwithstanding the scorching he hadreceived,
Mr. Campbell continued at his post, and with his un-
tiring energy, aided by his assistants, finally succeed-
ed iu "puddlina" and otherwise, ia extinguishing
the flames and securing the leak. Had information
been given him during the day of the situarion of the
wall, and the likelihood of its falling, be might hava
siived to the city at least one hundred thousand feet
of -jui that has since been wanted.

We presume the rubbish wiii be cleared away as
rapidly as possible, arid the nail on !2th atreet re-
placed.
