Tue Grear Horer.—New York is the
great place in this land where the widest ex-
tremes are found. The most abject poverty
and squalid wretchedness, on the one hand,
and the most superb, magnificent and luxu-
rious living on the other, are brought to view.
The stranger is at one moment amazed at
the splendour and extravagance which are
there exhibited, and the/next he is pained at
the instances of penury, want and suffering
which meet his eye—the feeble and wretched
mother, with her ragged babes; the weak and
disabled man ; the bar&ooted and shivering
urchin, claim a penny at every corner ; and
“I'm a poor blind man,” placarded on the
breast of a meek and silent unfortunate, as
he stands like a statue by the way, appealsto
the sensibilities and philanthropy with great
force and frequency.

The march of stupendousness and splen-
dor of buildings and decorations has been
most rapid in New York. Yoursplendid and
capacious dwelling or hotel of last year is
completely thrown in the shade, the present,
by many that surpass it as far as that did all
others when it was first completed. The As-
tor was the king ef hotels there for many
years; but now, the Astor is an old fogy—
and though a very capacious, solid and gra-
nitive old fogy, it is yet nevertheless behind
the age of New York hotels.

establishment. The exterior is beautiful
white marble, of style very ornate.

The house is heated with steam, generated
outside the building. There is no fire in any
public room, save the kitchen, where the ar-
rangements are absolutely fire-proof. Every
room in the house is supplied constantly
witn hot and cold water and gas, and there
are one hundred and fifty suites of rooms for
families, each with a commodious bath. The
cost of the building and ground is $1,100,000
—cost of furniture, £350,000.

This is but a glance at the St. Nicholas:
which, to be appreciated, must be seen and
enjoyed—if there is any such thing as enjoy-
ment in those big New York hotels, which
we do not believe, after having given them
a fair trial. 'We have no doubt that the bril-
liant halls of the St. Nicholas will, during the
fashionable season, be filled with patriotic
Southrons who have shed a great deal of ink
to prove the importance of maintaining
Southern trade and enterprise, and to arouse
the South from its lethargy by describing the
outrages uponits constitutional rights by the
North. They will sink down in the volup-
tious sofas, divans and sociables, and dream
away the time for which they are paying; and
those yankee eyes which they have damned
will be completely healed by the sight of the
golden tribute they pay to swell the riches of
the North.

JULLIEN COMING.

The great JULL1ES,—the most perfect mas-
ter in his way we ever saw,—the greatest pro-
fessor of humbug we ever beheld,—and
whose humbugging is the most delightful we
ever enjoyed,—is coming te Richmond. He
left New Orleans on the 12th inst. for Mobile,
Charleston and this city, ex route for the
North. He will, therefore, be along in good
time, and let every body prepare to see him
and hear his great Band, which he directs
like a magician. When we eall Jullien the
great master of humbug, we do not mean to
speak in the ordinary sense. He is, indeed,
avery great master of music; but he com
bines with his great musical genius the great
est degree of tact in arrangement for effect—
arrangement of the details of a concert, so
as to give it the greatest force and work to
the best advantage upon the sympathies and
tastes of hisaudience. Then he is a wonder-
ful actor, and although as vain as a peacock,
his vanity is as graceful as it is with that
bird; and no true judge of character can be
hold him without admiration. He waves his
wand so gracefully and so majestically—Jove
could not dispense his thunders with a mo»
solemn imperiousness. He seems to be, in-
deed, the very soul of the whole body of mu-
sicians—his wand arouses them to a grand
crash, or subdues them to gentle tones, such
as sigh through Alpine hills on a mild May
day. His gilded music, stand in form of a
harp, he changes about from side to side, as
the chief responsibility is devolved on differ-
ent parts of the Band. Now he fronts the
horns, and a significant wave of the wand
tells you his strength lies there: anon he
changes to the violins, and now look out for
a tremolo that agitates your very soul: then
the flutes are summoned up, and the soft
tones that waked the echoes in Arcadia are
renewed: by and bye, he looks at the drums
and waves to the great bass instruments, and
you have the very devil to pay; all the en-
ginery of war is called out, and your hair
stands on end at the fearful imitation. Jul-
lien is great—he is king—his audience are his
subjects—and go where he may, he can sum-

mon &s many to his preseénce as can enter the
building where he holds his court.

trial, such as determining the status of the crimi,
nal at the bar, et cetera; to which the celebrated
Pandelly case in New Orleans might be said to beat
some resemblance. Learned counsel argued the
case, pro and con., and (we learn from the Ex-
press) the Court after gome deliberation, convicted
Eliza, and sentenced her to receive 20 lashes. De.
fendant's Counsel moved the Court to suspend the
execution of the sentence for a period of ten days
stating that they intended to apply for a superscdeas
to the judgment;of the Court. To this"motion the
Coart assented, but subsequently, after]a consulta-
tion of prieoner’s Counsel, the motion fora suspen-
sion of judgment was withdrawn. Whereupon,
the Sergeant of the city caused the prisoner to be
conducted tothe whipping post, and the lashes
were inflicted.

SPIRIT OF THE PRESS.

Saturday’s Mail eays there is another objection
to the H d Bill, besides its injustice to the
Eastern and Southern States. It provides that no
one shall avail himself of the benefit of its provi.
sions unless he be twenty-one years old and the
head of a family. The Mai! argues that the first
clause bears rather hard upon Young America. 'If
he exhibits all the other evidences of manhood, to
wit: & two-story shirt collar, tight pants, stub-toe
boots, the capacity to smoke a long nine, and to
raise a light moustache, why should we stickle
about age? Then, again, the sscond condition is
harder still. Why are not the bachelors as much
entitled to the public lands as any one else? Ts this
prohibition intended as a i ‘e, to force
them into matrimony—or is it designed as a check
to the unalloyed happiness which attends upon the
bachelor condition? The Mail holds up strongly
for the rights of single individuale, and suggests to
Congress the propriety of giving them all a farm,
et cetera, which might induce them to change their
social condition.

The Enquirer,in a brief editorial on the Black
Warrior affair, says, “the tone of the President’s
meseage, its effect on Congress, and the temper of
the public mind as indicated by the press, foresha.
dow a rupture of our relations with Spain, unless
that insolent government chould abate semething of
its pride and enmity towards this country.”

The Penny Post refers to the meseage of the Pre-
lideng‘{elntivc to the Black Warrior; says that the
course ‘pursued is probably the best, although mo-
mentary impulse might have suggested still more
active measares; and thinksthe anomaly presented
in the delegation, by the Court of Spain, to a pro-
vincial Government three thousand miles off, of
certain powers which can belong only to an abso-
lute prince, and the withholding of others which
belong to the first from the very nature of gevern-
ment itself, would have fully justified a resort to the
most tringent means of enforcing our rights.

FROM MEXICO.

The N. O. Picayune of the 12th has advices from
the city of Mexico to the 4th inst. The intelligence
affords abundant evidence of the disaffected state
of the country, notwithstanding the rigor with
which Santa Anna endeavors to sustain himself,

In our last intelligence from Mexico we an-
nounced that it was believed that the Government
was about to send down troops to Acapuleo, in or-
der to provide for its protection against an anticipa-
ted attack by Count Rousset de Boulbon. It ap-
pears that the 2d Battalion of Puebla was ordered
to proceed for that purpose, and garrison the port,
while the 11th Regiment of the line was ordered to
postas a reservein the city of Bravos. g
#& The establishment ot a dock-yard there wasalso
resolved on, and repairs to the buildings at an ex-
pense of $72,000 were to be undertaken. And ul
timately a force of 7,000 men were to be posted, for
the protection of the whole coast from Lower Cal-
ifornia to Acapuleo, with all neceseary provisions.

All these fine propositions, however, appear to
have been nipped in the bud. Don Juan Alvarez,
who seems to be an independent mountain chief,
reigning supreme within the empire of the illus-
trious Santa Anna, has refused to allow the troops
destined for the protection of Acapul e to invale
his territory—the mountainous region fround Aea-
pulco—for the purpose of reaching their destina-
tion! He hasraised his standard, and led a band of
mountaineers against Santa Anna’s troops, calling
on them to prevent their approach to Acapulco.

The reasons be is alleged to assign for this course
are that, in fact, the forces are sent thither with the
object of assassinating him and all the iots on
their route, for the purpose of reintroducing the
plan of Iguala and the treatiesof Cordoba. But
these reasons, it must be recollected, are given for
him, not by himself. All that we may' rely upon
is, that he is opposed to Santa Anna's Govern-
ment ; and we may infer, with no Jittle probabili
ty, that he is likely to aid others who are so, pos-
sibly Walker or de Boulbon. In the meantime it
is announced that, for the purpose of overcoming
him, the Supreme Government has sent 4,000 men
to the city of Bravos, and are prepared, it is eaid,
to send 10,000 or 12,000 more, umf with all neces-
sary provisions! How important the movement
of Alvarez is thought may be gathered from these
few facts. <

Thus briefly noticed, that circumstance alone
would go some way towards illustrating the dis-
affection existing in this coutry ; but it is only one
of several afforded us by the papers before us. The
port of Acapulco has been declared closed to com-
merce.
