honor and of courage, and as quite likely to
hold any gentleman personally responsible
for any designed-offence,"?why (lid not Mr.
Cutting promptly notice the insult and vindi-

cate his honor > The only auswer, consistent
with the character givenofhim by the Times,

and. in our view, consistent with truth, is
that Air. Brockenridge, though severe, had
offered him no insult which the "laws of
honor" compelled him to notice.

The Free-soil journals complain that South-
ern men are in the habit of applying lan-
guage to Northern men which they do not
apply to each other. Let tliem point out the
instances when such language has been ap-
plied except in answer to insults which, com-
ing from any man, North or South, would
have demanded a similar response. North- j
ern debaters, accustomed at home to use per-
sonalities with impunity, are more likely, by
the free use of an unbridled tongue, to pro-
voke personal denunciation, than are the re-
presentatives of other sections. No one ac-
cuses or suspects them of pusillanimity. In
the case of Messrs. Breckenridge and Cut-
ting, the fullest opportunity was given to the
latter gentleman, to prevent, in an honorable
and dignified manner, a resort to extreme
measures.

The New York Mirror's parade of Cut-
ting's expertnesa with the pistol and every
other weapon, and its exulting boasts that
"he will make Mr. Breckenridge rue this
quarrel," are in wretched taste. They are
also premature. We remember that when
Cilley of Vermont and Graves of Kentucky
were about to fight, there were jubilant
boaate of Cilley's wonderful skill with the
rifle, whereas Graves was an indifferent shot.
The result was a damper to their fond hopes.
Let not him that putteth on the harness boast
like him that takcth it off.

Since writing the above, we learn that the
difficulty between the two gentlemen has
been settled.

Law ok Duelling i« the District.?The
Washington Star, for the information of its
readers, gives the second section of the law
against duelling in the District. It makes
the sending a challenge to any person in the
District, or the acceptance of a challenge by
any person in the District, or the bearing of
such challenge, a high crime and misdemea-
nor, punishable by imprisonment in the pe-
nitentiary for a term not exceeding five years.

DKATH OF MB. JUfTICIE TAU'OW-
We have never nad aty thing mOM

profoundly impmesive than the aeao#nt
given by the Stafford correspondent of the
London .Yev* of the death of Mr. Justice
Talfourd, almost literally upon the judgment-
seat, atid in the midst of a charge., (or we
might say at its conchttion, for what more
could have been added to that production as
it stands? i full of the most noble, the most
humane, the most generous sentiments. The
correspondent states that his Lordship ap-
peared in his usual health on entering the
court, and had been out at six o'clock in the
morning, enjoying a morning walk. His de-
livery of his charge, however, was charac
terized by much hesitation, and he evidently
had difficulty in proceeding with his task.
He was presiding in the Crown Court, liatl
reviewed the calendar, and was directing at-
tention to the number of charges of high-
way robbery which it contained:

"TheseCrimea,"he said, "come?l will not say
exclusively, but in the far greater majority of theae
cases?from those districts which ore the most rich
in mineral treasure*, where wages are high, and
where notemptationof want can for a moment be
set up as an excuse or palliation for the crime; on
the contrary, I have obcerved in the experience I
have had ot thecalendars of prisoners tried at these
assizes?an experience, many of you are aware,
extending far beyond my judicial labors?l have
observed that in time* of comparative privation
crime diminishes, and that when wages are high
and are earned by a leea degree of work, there is
a strong temptation to spend them in vicious indul-
gences, and that crime has increased almost in pro-
portion to the state of prosperity by which the
criinnais have been surrounded This considera-
tion should awaken all our minds, and especially
the tninds of gentlemen connected with those dis-
tricts, to see in what direction to search for a reme-
dy for so great an evil. It is untrue to say that the
state of education?that is, such education as can
be furnished by the Sunday schools, and other
schools in these districts?is below the general ave-
rage ; then we must search among some other
causesfor the peculiar aspect ol crime presented
in these cases. 1 cannot help myself thinking it
may be in no small degree attributable to that sepa-
ration between class and class, which is the great
curse of British society, and for which we are all
more or less, in ourrespective spheres, in some de-
gree responsible, and which is more complete in
these districts than in agricultural districts, where
the resident gentry are enabled to shed around
them the blessings resulting from the exercise of be-
nevolence, and the influence and example of active
kindness.

am afraid we all of u« keep too much aloot from
those beneath us. and whom we thug encourage to
look upon us with suspicion and dislike. Even to
our servants we think, perhaps, we fulfil our duty
when we perform our contractwith them?when
we pay them their wages, and trust them with the
civility consistent with our habits and feelings?
when we curb our temper and use no violent ex-
pressions towards them. But how painful is the
thoughtthat there are men and women growingup
around us, ministering to ourcomforts and necessi-
ties, continually inmates of our dwellings, with
whose affections and nature we are as much unac-
quainted as if they were the inhabitants of some
other sphere. Thisfeeling, arising from the kind
of reserve peculiar to the Knglish character, does,
I think, greatlytend to prevent that mingling of
class with class, that reciprocation of kind words
and gentle affections, gracious admonitions and
kind inquiries, which often, more than any book ed-
ucation, tend to the culture of the affections of the
heart, refinement, and elevation of the character
of those towhom they are addressed. And if I
were to be asked what is the great want of Knglish
society?to mingleclass with class?l would say,
in one word, the want is the want of sympathy."

It was while giving utterance to these
most impressive truths that the audience be-
came alarmed by the changed aspect of the
venerable speaker. His head fell on one
side; he was seized with apoplexy. As
quickly as possible he was removed to his
ledgings, where the best professional assist-
ance was called in, but he breathed his last
the moment he was laid on his bed. The
event produced great consternation and the
deepest regret.

In a sketch of the life of this great and
good man, the London Times says: "He was
a lawyer?an orator?a poet." There was in
him a " singular blending of many intellec-
tual properties, seemingly diverse, in one
harmonious whole." "We question if any
man in the records of the bar, who lived
so correct a life of legal industry, ever won
somuch distinction in literature as the author
of ' lon.' Distinguished in the House of
Commons, distinguished on the Bench, and
distinguished as a Poet, he was still more en-
deared to Lis friends by his personal amia-
bility, which was one of the most marked
features of his character. " The only
pang, ' says the Times, "which he ever
caused to those who had the happiness ofhis
friendship was by his untimely death."

Justice Talfourd worked his own way to his
eminent position. The London Times statesthat at one period he was a reporter for that
paper.

NEUTRAL FLAGS.
Wo published ye.stc.rday a statement that,

in the House of Commons, Mr. Milner Gib-
son had moved an address,praying that, in
the event of a war, Iter Majesty would give
directions to abstain from interfering with
neutral flags not containing contraband mu-
nitions of war. He also suggested the policy
of entering into a similar treaty with the U.
States and other countries.

Secretinga Slave.?Amanda, a slave to
William Kelly of Hanover, was tried betore the
Mayoryesterday on the charge of Riding and ad-
vising Jenny, a slave to Dr. R. T. Hundley ol Han-
over, to escape from her owner. The evidence
provedthat Amanda was hired to a free negro, and
was herself going at large?that Jenny had run
away a number of times within the past two years
?that she had been twice captured, while a fugitive
in Amanda's house?that she ran off from Mr. S.
Cooper last Saturday and was caught Tuesday af-
ternoon in the street, in company with Amanda, and
havingone ofher baskets of clothes in her posses-
sion?that a portion of her clothes were found in
the house of the prisoner?and that on the veryday
that Jenny run offfrom Mr. Cooper, Amanda en-
quiredof Elvira, another of Dr. Hundley's slaves,
where she lived. It was further proved that Aman-
da had been warned not to harbor Jenny, and
threatened with punishment if she did so.

The Mayor, after hearingthe evidence and the
arsrumenti of counsel for defence, decided that
Amanda should receive twenty-five stripes, and then
be committed to prison until the next term of the
Hustings Court, at which time the free man who
hired her, would be called upon to show cause why
he should notbe fined for permittingher to go at
laree.

From both these opinions Mr. Kelly took an ap-
peal, and entered into bonds in the sum of $600,
conditioned that the prisoner should appear at the
time named to answer. Itmay be that the appeal
will save the flogging, but we are strouelyinclined
to think that the Hustings Court will fully concur
in the decision already given.

While in the cell, he made a violent effort to force
the grating and thereby effect an escape, but tailing
to do this, he set to work destroying his apparel,
and like a picked goose, was almost in a state of
nudity when bailed out from his" prison cell.?
