Sad Disaster?Tubkk Children Burnt to
Death.?By a slip from the New Hampshire Tele-graph, published at Nashua, we have the {following
particularsof a sad affair:

We learn that the dwelling house occupied byMr.Win. Flanders, in Londonderry, was entirely con-sumed by lire on Tuesday afternoon, with threechildren, comprisingtheir nil. Mrs. Flanders call-el at a neighbor's on the opposite side of the road,leaving Iterchildren ut home alone, and was absentperhaps half an hour, when attention was arrestedby a noise, and looking out, the tiames were burst-
ing from the house, to an extent which forbad® all
attempts tosave the little victims, and thry all per-
ished. The children were about two, four and six
years old. The two older, judgingIrotn the posi-
tion in which theremains were tound, probably run
under the bed for safety, and the feather bed falling
upon them, saved them from being whollycon-
sumed; and of the other only a part of the bones
was found.
