SPIRIT OF THE PRESS.

The Penny Post alludes to the elain of the Bri
tish government that our coasting trade should
re thrown open to British vessels, on the ground
that by abolishing its navigation laws the British
rovernment had established a “strong claim in
fquity” to & portion of that trade. The Post thinks
'his claim would by no means stand the test of in-
vestigation in a court of equity. Our coasting trade
is worth about  §300,000,000; while that of Great
Rritain is worth nothing or next to nothing. Now
rquity requires that where there is a great profit,
there should be a corresponding consideration; and
the only consideration offered in thie case is a free
participation in the coasting trade of Great Britain.
Jonathan is not quite sogreen as’ to throw open
to British enterprize a commerce of three hundred
millions, for a nomiunal share in a paltry trade
which our shipowners cannot afford to engage
in. The Post has several other editorials,

The Mail quotes from the Baltimore Patriot an
extract which is significant of the fact that Balti-
more has an eye upon our internal improvements
and is determined to turn them to her own advan-
tage if possible; and in commenting thereon the
Mail says it is our duty to guard vigilantly against
any farther encroachments by the city of Baltimore
upon’the legitimate trade of Virginia. Baltimore,
not satisfied with having already fully one-fourth of
our trade, now begins to lay claim to more—and
actually expects to divert it from the Central and
‘rom the Tennessee roads, and to make the whole
railroad system of Virginia tributary to her wealth
Such a cool propositivn, the Mail says, can only be
attributed to the inflated arrogance and self-con-
ceit of that overgrown ci'y. Baltimore has no
claimto the advantages of our railroads {from any
aid ever furnished by her to their construction; and
if she supposes they were coastructed for her ben-
efit, she will find herself most egregiously mistaken,
The Mail has no enmity to Baltimore. It only asks
herto coufine herselt within her own bailiwick—
and thinks she ought to be sati:fied with the Vir-
ginia trade which she already;has,and not be con.
gratulating herself upon obtaining move, which she
says truly, “has been attended with no cost” to
her.

The Eraminer heads an article on the Cutting and
Breckenridge affuir thus: “The quarrel ended:
but the wound not yet healed.” The Examiner con®
tends that while the occurrences between those
two public servants in the House of Representatives
were a public affair, and a proper subject of popu”
lar scrutiny and commentary, the world had noth.
ing to do with their transactions eut of the House.
The beastly appetite for scandal as exhibited by
the New York papersis taken as an illustration. —
Says the Examiner—*“The caitiff who would peer
at night through key-holes and window-panes into
the secrets of the domestic chamber, is actuated by
a spirit not more depraved and mean than that
which leads a news-huater to dog the heels of gen-
tlemen involved in a delicate and serious difficulty
implicating honor and life, in order to herald their
conduct to the world. And we must say that he
who turns a willing ear to the infamous revelations
of the first of these characters, is not farther sunk
in moral debasement than a public whose appetite
for scandal makes the news-hunter’s avocation
in such matters as the one in question, profitable.”
The Examiner then predicts serious results from
the augry debate between Messrs. Breckenridgeand
Cutting, What was before, as between gections of
the Demoeratic party, treated as mere difference of
opinion, has now ripened into hostility of feeling.—
The division between South and North upon the
measure over which the debate transpired—which
was before yielding to the influence of reason—is
now widened by stubborn passion and pride.

Tke Wkig has another long editorial upon Free
Schools, in which we observe the opinion expressed
that the great obstacle, notonly to a system of Free
Schools, butto every other patriotic and laudable
enterprise in the Commonwealth, which requires
public money, is the log-rolling principle, which
has obtained ascendancy in the legislature.

The first article in the Enquirer is an outline of
Mr. Disney’s report on the public lands. The second
article alludes to a communication inthe New York
Journal of Commerce, by & New York merchant,
proposing that the Chamber of Commerce of thag
city pase a vote of thanks, and appoint a committee
to receive subscriptions with a view of presenting
Mr. R. M. T. Hunter with a gold or silver services
as an expreseion ot gratitude for the efforts which
Mr. Huuter has put«forta to pass the Warehousing
bill. This, the Enquirer says, is only an additional
evidence that our distinguished Senator is a catho
lic and able stateeman. While he is extreme in his
devotion to the rightsof the South, he is ready to
recder benefits to all sections and sll cities. We
also ohserve in the Enquirer an article on “ Vir-
ginia as a Book Market.” Virginia, 1t says, is an
excellext market for books, as some of the Northern
people have abundant reason to know: and sug-
gests, in conclusion, that if some energetie, go-ahead
man, who has plenty of money, to conduct a pub-
lishing business, would begin operations forthwith
in Richmond, he might reap an ample reward for
his investment and toil.

STRAMBOAT DISASTER AND Loss oF Lire.—The
N. O.Picayune gives some particulars of the loss of
the steamer Monroe, while on her way to Yazoo
river. On the 27th ot March, between two and three
o'clock, A, M., she struck a log at Cowpen Point,
five miles above Natchez, and sunk in less than five
minutes, The boat and cargo are atotal loss. There
were no passengers on board, Seventeen lives
were lost, viz: the mate, a negro woman belonging
to Mr. Partee, and filteen deck hands and firemen.
The Monroe was heavily loaded with dry goods and
groceries,

It is stated in English papers received by the
Canada, that the Porte objects to any occupation
of European Turkey by Austria.

SHOCKING DEATH.—The death of Mr. James
Haywood, teacher of chemistry at the Wesley col-
lege, Sheffield, occurred on Thursday morning, un-
dermost distressing and melancholy circumstances,
On the previous evening, about six o'clock, Mr,
Haywood was engaged in the laboratoryjat the col-
lege, preparing for his lecture to the pupils that
evening, and it was necessary for him to pour into
a phial a quantity of sulphuric acid contained in a
larze bottle in a hamper.

It appears that the hamper was becoming worn
out, and Mr. Haywood ineautiously lifted up the
bottle by itself, when the weight of the acid broke
the glass and ran on Mr. Haywood’s clothes. A
quantity of the acid also fell on the drees of a boy, a
pupil at the colleze, who was assisting him, and
burned through his clothes; but as the boy was
rushing out of the place to get some water, he was
seized by one of the teachers, who tore off his bur-
ning clothes, and held him, while he was pumped
on with cold water. By these means and in conse-
quence of the fresh air which he inbaled, the boy
escaped with a few burns, and is now considered
out of danger. It fared differently, however, with
Mr. Haywood. On finding that the bottle had bro-
ken, helet it fall, and at the same time he fell for-
ward on the floor. He inflicted a deep rash in his
hand with part of the broken bottle. From this
time Mr. Haywood appears to have lost his pres-
ence of mind, and inetead of holding his breath and
escaping from the room instantly, he lay for some
moments inhaling the deadly fumes of the poison-
ougliquid. After remaining some time in the labo-
ratory, breathing an atmosphere, charged with the
exhalation of the acid, he was conveyed in a very
distressing condition to his home, where he died
about five o'clock on the following morning. Mr.
Haywood was an analytical chemist of great celeb-
rity, and occupied a distinguished place as a public
lecturer on chemistry as applied to agricultural
science as well as to manufactures. His loss will
be deeply regretted in Sheffield and many other
parts of the country.—Engilish Paper.
