A slight difficulty bud taken plac*
t iino few d«y« since. between these two youne cen-
tleim-n. which it seem* w«» not settled, and to day
tic parties met on the porch of the Monticello
H iu'p. when a fight commenced between them
w :h b >wie knives, after which, piftols were report*

eii to. Mr. (turlh was cut in three place*?in the
nek slightly,in the right bre*«t. which penetrated
in-o the i avity. and a more serious one in the rlklo-
men, causinghi- intestines to protrude, Mr. Flour-
nov al-o rcc( ived three cuts or stain on his arm.

si.le an 1 neck; that on hie unit 1s the worst, but
nri'hcr of them are dangerous.

After this. Mr. Garthjired at Mr. Flonrnoy with a
revolver, but hi* shot missed him; the latter threw a
rock or brick, which struck Mr. (J , who still con-
ti ;ued titinj. when Mr. Flournoy returned the fire
trom a revolver, and one ot the shots took < ffoct in
the lir»*s: of Mr. Garth.

Tne shooting occurred in the street, and as there
were six or eight shots fired between the panics, it

After the wounds ot Mr. Flournoy were dressed
hv l>r. Cabell, he was taken into the custody of the
t.'-.vn Sergeant and committed to jail to await a ju-
dicial investigation to-morrow, when all the facts
will be ciicited.I >rs. Carter, Gooch, Leitch. Hughes, Brlggs and
< abeli, examined and dressed the wounds of Mr.
(iarth. The pistol I>all has not been found, and it
probacy followed oneot the ribs, patted under the
skin and lodged in hie back. The intestines were
not cut. or injured, and they were re-placed, and the
wounds made by the bowie-knife sewed up and
closed. One of the physicians informed me that
the wounds of Mr Garth were notnecessarily mor-
tal. It i* therefore to be hoped that ho will re-
cover.

Althougha large crowd of persons immediately
assem'dud at the Monticello ilouav. and remained
tvrr for two hour*, there was no excitement or
ill-feeling manifested by anyone. Every one re.
gritted that so sad anoccurrence should havetakenplace in our town.

This i« another of the many injurious effects re-
e ;!ting fr< :n the carryingof concealed weapons by
high-spiritedyoung men.

may be annexed to the United States, The House
refused to suspend the rules by a vote of 28 to 119.Additional correspondence relative to the Martin
Koitzta affair was asked for. Mr. Florence moved
to suspend the rules, to consider a resolution for
the promotion of Inzraham to the rank of captain
ot the United States navy; pending which, the
House adjourned.

DESTRUCTIVE FIRES.

Danville, N, April 3?A firebroke out here
lest night, which, before the flames could be arrest
ed, destroyed the Presbyterian Church, the Ameri-
can Hotel, and about forty othcrjbuildings in the
inost business part of cur city. Quite a large
amount of goods was abo burnt. The loss is proba-
bly £150,000 ?partly insured. Many persons have
been rendered houseless.

Columbus, Ohio, April 3.?A fire occurred here
on .'-at iriiay night, which destroyed engine house
No. -, and three adjoiningbuildings. Loss mat-
ed at £<10,000; partly insured.

CONNECTICUT ELECTION.
Hartford, April 3. ?An election was held in tlis

Htatn to day for Governor, State officers and mem-
bers of the Leeblnture. The election excited greatinterest, as a United Stares Senatordepended upon
the result, and the Nebraska question entered
largely into the canvass. The returns so far as re-
ceived indicate that the whigs have swept the
State by a very large majority.

Hartford eiects two whigs to the Legislature,
Manchester 1, Meridend and East Hartlord 2, allof which are whig gains. Out of 14 representa-
tives elected in this county, 10 are whigs, 1 freesoiiand 3 democrats, showing a whig eain of ninesince last year. Returns have also been received
of £ whijs inseveral adjoiningcounties, 5 of whichare whig"gains. The Ist and 10ih senatorial dis-tricts, composed of parts of Fairfield and Hartfordounry, elects 2 whig senators, both of which arewhig gains.

New Yo»k, April 4.?The steamer Baltic has ar"
rived. i?he was detained two days on the passage
packed iii floating ice, which carried her 300 miles
to the Southwest of her course. She left Liverpool
on the &UI ol March ; passed the Atlantic on the
'.2Mb, and the Sarah Sand* in coming out of the
channel.

TheI'.uropa arrived out on Tuesday.
The Czar ha* refused the ultimatum ol the Wes-

tern Powers. When the official documents are
racclved, England will formally declarewar against
Russia.

Admiral Napier's fleet arrived at Wingoe found
on the 15th.

Theallied fleet* were at Beycos Bny, but would
soon re enter tho.Black Sea.

No engagement in F.urope or Asia is reported.
The Russian convoyof treasure was captured near
Kars.

The (ircek insurrection has been entirely sup-
pressed.
