We referred, yesterday, to the fresh start.
which this controversy has received in the
exsmination of the person of the Rev. Eleazar
Williams, by four eminent physicians of E
adelphia, who have found upon his legs and |
the result of blows inflicted on the Dauphin,
and who declare his skin to be that of a
pure white man, hix hair of a silken fineness,
curling freely, and with no Indian marks
whatever about him.

In opposition to the verdict of this medical
jury of inquest, we have also given the
result of the iuvestigations of Peter A.
Browne, Esq., of Philadelphia, a hair-splitting
lawyer, who has made the subject of hair a
science, and can ascertain the race of an in-
dividual by the hair upon the head, with as
inevitable certainty as a phrenologist can de-
termine character by the bumps. The sub-
ject of bair has become a monomania with
Peter A. Browne, Esq. This highly eivi!'lzed
and polished Philadelphian, nourishes within
his breast an_appetite for scalps which would
have reflected renown upen Red Jacket or
Black Hawk. We have no doubt that his
apartments are hung round with these tufted
trophies of science, bequeathed to him per-
chance by the unfortunate convicts whom he
has defended, and who left him as a lasttoken
of afigetion and gratitulle, alock of their hair.
His k-marks are without question, com-
posed of the same interesting filament. It
must be dangerous for gentlemen of a sensi-
tive spirit, to occupy a position of proximity
in any public or private assemblage, to Mr.
Peter A, Browne. That individual could
not, under any circumstances, resist the temp-
tations of instituting such a search into the
neighboring ‘craninm as’might convey to the
lookers on a most erroneous and disrepntable
impression. Browne is never content unless
he is browsing about amid the bulbous roots
of the human skull, in company with the
predatory hordes referred to by Burke on a
memorable occasion. (See Benton’s late
speech, quoting Burke's classic allusion.)
The “dome of thought, the palace of the
soul,”’ is interesting to the Philadelphia savan,
not on account of its immortal tenant, but
for its capillary thatching. In the calendar
of Browne, we have no doubt that Esav,is
canonized, and occupies a higher position
than any of the patriarchs and apostles, for
Esau was a hairy man, covered with hair
feom his head to his feet, like unto a gar-
went.

Whilst the claims of the Rev. Eleazar
Williams were being discussed by learned
advocates, and acute logicians, with the usu-
al weapons of argument and fact; whilst the
Rev. Mr. Hanson, on the side of the Rev.
Eleazer, was exhibiting very remarkable in-
genuity and research, and a learned Gaul
was firing Paixhan’s on the other side, with
great rapidity and force, Mr. Peter A.
Browne, who, we suspect, is quite as much
of an Indian as Fleazar, springs, with a
fierce whoop, upon the scene, and flourishes
in trinmph the scalp of the alleged Bour-
bon. He cnreliabout as much for the jargon
of erudition uttered by the other disputants
in the case, as Osceola or Billy Bowlegs car-
ed for the rules laid down in Scott’s Infantry
Tactics. His mode of conducting a contro
versy is to jump at once into the wool of
his adversaries. He does not trouble himself
with tedious investigation and comparison of
testimony, but he makes a short cut to the
subjeet, and hangs up the Rev. Eleazar Wil-
lisns, 88 the oak hung up Absalom, by the
hair of his head. There is & difference, quoth
Browne, in the diameter of the hairs of Mr.
Williams; some are oval, some cylindrical—
therefore he is a cross of Indian and white—
consequently he is not the Dauphin. It is,
moreover, stated that the poor old gentleman
bas no hairat all “on the top of his head, in
the place where the hair ought to grow.”—
But Browne is probably accountable for this
capital defect.

The vexed question, “Have we a Bourbon
among us,” may now be considered as set-
tled. The country is no longer to be bored
with this Bourbon. The guillotine of Peter
A. Browne has swept off at one fell blow the
hair and the heir of royalty. Let Louis Na-
poleon sleep o’ nights. Let him take care
of Nicholas, and Browne will attend to Elea-
zar. He ought, in common gratitude, to send
Browne one of his own flowing tresses. That
fine-tooth-comb of science, would, no doubt,
investigate it with pleasure, and perhaps be
able to decide whether there is any mixture
in the breed of Louis.

PENITENTIARY FOR SLAVES.

An intelligent Charleston correspondent
of the Richmond E.caminer, writes to that
paper -an - interesting account of a peni-
tentiary for slaves in Charleston, S. C. Be-
ing struck with the effects of the admira-
blé discipline in the general deportment of
the slaves of Charleston, he inquired the
method by which so much good order, with-
out apparent cruelty or harshness, was pre-
served, and was answered, “I¢ is all altribu-
table to our 1/(‘1(1!/ work-house system.’ He
then visited the penitentiary, which he de-
scribes as a handsome, massive buildiug,
capable of accommodating nearly 300 priso-
ners, and containing work:-shops, tread mills,
places where the most unskillful negro could
be employed, cells for the solitary confine-
ment of prisoners, and large and well-venti-
lated rooms, where families of negroes are
kept when sent to the city to be sold. The
peculiar feature of the system is, that the
slaves, sent to this institution for correction,
are sent by their own'masters, who, when
they send them, enter on the books of the in-
stitution the length of imprisonment they de-
sire, the kind of labor, and if to be punished
with stripes, the number, provided they do
not exceed twenty, for, by a regulation of
the institution, twenty is .the maximum num-
ber of stripes which will be given. There is
a physician, adds the correspondent, con-
nected with the penitentiary, whose duty it is
to see that no slave is subjected to labor or
corporal punishment calculated to impair his
health, orin any manter endanger his life.—
The master of a slave pays, for his support,
fifteen cents a day; and for this sum the slave
is comfortably fed and lodged, and mads to
work ten hours a day, the master receiving
the value of his labor. The work-house cost
the city $75,000, and yields a met return of
from 6 to 7,000 dnllars per annum. The es-
tablishment is, in every respect, completely
successful. The evils of excessive indul
gence, or occasional cruelty, to.which the
slave is exposed by good-natured or intem-
perate masters, are both obviated by this sys-
tem. It is the invariable custom, whenever
aslave has behaved improperly or commit-
ted an offence not punishable by the laws of
the State, and even where he has violated thie
city laws, and the amount of his punishment
is decreed by the Mayor, to send him to the
work-house; and so strict, stern and regular
is the discipline of the institution, that there
is no form ‘or variety of punishment which
the slaves dread half as much as they do the
hard labor, solitary cells, and death-like si-
lence of the penitentiary. Charleston gen-
tlemen, who have been keeping house for
twenty and thirty years, state that they rare-
ly have to send a refractory and vicious
slave to the work-house more than once.

RiCHMOND AND FREDERICKSBURG Rair-
R0AD.~—This road, as we have before announ:
ced, is undergoing the improvement of re-
laying with heavy T rail. Aboutseven miles,
at this end of the road, are completed, and
the work is done in admirable style. The
cars glide over it as though they were sliding
upon the smoothest ice; while the ringing of
the metal track has a sound not unlike that
of iceas the skaters move over it.

This road has been always well managed,
and has been more free from fatal or serious
accidents than any other road in the United
States. It is one of the oldest roads, too, as
well-as the most prosperous, as we have re.
cently remarked upon the occasion of its last
semi-annual dividend. It is, in summer, less
dusty than any road we know, and the only
objection urged against it, isghat it is not so
fast as modern roads with heavy rail. The
running time upon it, however, is fair, and
very good for the flat rail; but the public de-
fmud faster speed, and the company will give
itto them. As soon a8 the road is re-laid
the travel upon it “will. be as rapid as on the
modern roads generally.
