POSITION OF PRU AND AUSTRIA.

A debate occurred in the House oflmm‘u
upon this subject, on the 11th inst,, in which
the Farl of Clarendon, in reply to questions,
of Lord Beaumont, stated that the late pro-
tocol was signed at Vienna by the represen.
tatives of the gr at powers on the oth inst.,
and that as yet he had only scen the draft ol
it, which arrived in London the day before.
1t was his belfef that the protocol is of a saf-
isfactory character, and lltbmh. it is not
precisely that which England orginaliy de-.
sired, or that which the Austrian govern-
ment agreed to in the form of a conveution,
it has now assumed the form of & protocol,
and swbstantially conlains all that was inclu-
ded in the convention. The London 7%umes
asserts, in regard to this new protocol, that it
adopts, on behalf of the German powets, all
the principles for which England and France
have declared war. It repeats the neoessity
of obtaining the evacuation of the Prinei-
palities, and the territorial security of the
Turkish Empire; and it is said to bind the
Four Powers to communicate, without re
serve, to each other, all the overtures which
may be made tothem in the course of hosti'i-
ties.

In addition to this protocol, a treaty of
wutual alliance between Austria and Prus-
sia was under negotiation, but it scems, says
the 7'imes, “that before the conclusion of
this treaty, the Prussian Government at-
tempted to intrude intoit conditions and lim-
itations which Baron Iless, the Austrian En-
voy, was not authorised to“adopt. Ie ac-
cepted them, however, ad referendum, in 2
separate draft, and Col. Ruff was dispatched
with this communication to Vienna. 7%e
Austrian Governwment immediately refused o
accede to the Prussian conditions, iwhich ard
said to have been artfully contriced, soas to
defeat the object Austria had chicfly in view
—namely, the actice wnion of the two German
Powers in the Eastern question. The milita-
ry arrangements arising out of the pr\)pos-ed
convention have been referred to a commis
sion, with the Prince of Prussia at its head ;
but, if we are nof mistaken, at the very mo-
inent when Baron Manteutfel was making his
appeal to the Prussian Chambers for the loan,
on the ground of the strict union of the Ger-
man Powers, he had, as Foreign Minister,
just put forward the conditions which de-
ferred the conclusion of the convention with
Austria, and which Austria herself has since
rejected. He was, in fact, playing the game
neither of Prassia nor of Germany, but of
Russia alone, and the Emperor Nicholas has’
it seems, rewarded his faithful brother-in-
law, Frederick William IV, by the endear-
ing title of an ‘ Angel of Peace!”

The statement of the recall of the Cheva_
lier Bunsen, so long the Minister of Prussia
at the Court of St. James, has excited much
e t by the London press. The T'imes
suy that his recall is the work of the enemies
--f'Bngland, that he has been sacrificed to
Russian interests, and that the only fault im-
puted to hym s, that he labored too earnestly
to promote the alliance of Prussia with the
Western Powers.

It is not, however, deemed at ail probable

that Prussia will join the cause of Russia
against the Western Powers. In respect to
a rumor mentioned by Lord Beaumont, that
Prussia had gone over to Russia, the Earl of
Clarendon said there was not the slightest
foundation for it, nor the slightest ground for
apprchending such an event ; that, in fact, it
was quite impossible. On the one hand, it is
true, is an inflnential and anscrupulons party
at the Prussian court, who seem to have ob-
tained control of the king, and who have
been chiefly instrumental in the recall of the
Chevalier Bunsen, but they cannot control
the public sentiment of Germany. The po-
pulation and the press are almost, with one
accord, hostile to Russia. A most significant
demonstration of the sentiments and feelings
of the people of Russia was given in a late
debate in the Prussian Chamber, on the vote
of a projected loan of #30,000,000. An anti-
Russian speech, of great power, made by
Herr Von Vincke, was received with most
decided favor and applanse by the great ma-
Jjority of the representatives. We make an
extract:

“He, the Czar, wants to possess the keys of his
house, as Peter the Great expressed it. No blame
can be attached to him for this, according to Russian
notions. But we, gentlemen, 1 think, have to con-
sider our interests in a Prussian point of view. [Loud
uﬁpllune.] If Russia holds the keysof her house, if
she has taken possession of the Sound und the Bos-
phorue, she is not to do so with impunity, and you
are directly interested in opposing her, J/ yor area
Power of Europe, vou ought to uppose these projects
to the ultermost; 1f you ure not, there is the gredater
reuson to attach yourself to thoss wvo will defead your
wealmess. |Great sensation.]

The. London 7'mes says that the Austrians
“have entered Servia in ‘order to prevent the
Russians from taking possession of it, and to
keep the inhabitants of the Tarkish provin-
ces, lying on the Austrian frontiers, from
sharing in the revolutionary movements
which Russian agents arc intent on provok-
ing.” There are those, hgswever, who con-
jecture that this was a concerted plan be-
tween Russia and Austria: that the Russians
had no intention of occupying Servia, but
begun the construction of a bridge across
the Danube, opposite the Servian quaran-
tine at Radojevotz, in order that Austria
might have a pretext for taking possession
of the Turkish provinces without any formal
declaration of war.

It is stated by the N. Y. 7%mes, upon “re-
liable private information from Brussels,”
that one stipulation of the proposed union
between Austria and Prussia, on the Eastern
question, and to which Prussia has declined
toaccede, was that Hungary should be gar-
risoned by Prussian soldiers, while the Aus-
trian tn\n-ps were to keep down Italy and take
possession of such parts of the Turkish terri-
tory as circnmstances should render it advi-
aable and convenient for them to hoid!

“ PROGRESS OF INFIDELITY.”
Under this head, the Richmond L uguirer
has the folowing notice of a new work, the
“ Types of Mankind :”’

“ In modern times, the foes of Christianity have
sought to press science into their service, and the
discoveries of Astronomy aud of Geology have been
successively employed to discredit the authority of
Sciipture. ~ Man, looking at Nature with imperfect
vision, has presumptuously undertakeu to interpret
its secrets in sccordance with his own caprice, and
has professed to find in them some contradictlon of
the teachings cf revelation. A more thorough re-
search, however. and & clearer insight into the mys-
teries of nature, hiave never failed to correct the re-
enlts of a too rash and imperfect gzeneralization ; and
thus, in the end, the discoveries of science have con-
firmed the revelations of Scripture.

** Astronomy and Geology having thus du.erted to
the enemy as it were, the apostles of Infidelity have
solicited the aid of another and a later science—the
ecience of Ethnography, as they term it. By an
anslysis of the physical nature of man, they pretend
to have discovered that races are original and per-
manent types, and not the modified forms of essen-
tial unity. They dispute the credibility of the scrip-
tural nar-ative of the origin of man, just as another
class of skeptics denied the truth of the scriptural
eccount of the creation of the world. . They affirm
the impossibility of the d t of the various races
of men from a single pair—denouncing the story of
Adam and Eve as childish and absurd, and unworthy
of respect among intelligent minds ”

The £ nguirer adds, that though the new
book displays much original research, curi-
ous information and ingenious speculation, it
falls far short of solving the problems it dis-
cusses. The corps of savans, says the Ku-
quirer, who have made this assault upon
Christianity, do not undertake to establish a
theory of their own, for they agree only in as-
sailing the prevalent doctrine.

There was something at least honest and
manly in the open assaults which ancient In-
fidelity waged upon Christianity. It wore no
mask, and went straight up to its object. It
did not add the meanness of hypocrisy to the
guilt of blasphemy. But, in these days, it
insidiously seeks to undermine one after an-
other of the facts of Scripture history; and
while it strains its throat at the Mosaic ac-
count of the ereation as something too mar-
vellous for belief, it is ready to swallow whole
caravans of wonders, unsupported by a thou-
sandth part of the evidence, which sustains
every statement of the Old and New Testa-
ment.

Dr. Usher, one of the erudite authors of
“The Types of Mankind,” states that a hu-
man fossil has been found in New Orleans, in
the course of some excavations in that city,
to which & pre-Adamite age is attributed.—
The skeleton of this man, it is stated, was
discovered at a depth of sixteen fect, lying
below a suecession of four fossil eypress for-
ests, te each of which the age of 14,100 years
is given. Upon this marvellous discovery is
based the assertion that men existed upon the
earth at least 130,000 years ago. We are
also informed, that the man thus discovered,
was of the conformalion of eur native In-
dians. Whydid'nt they report him a mon-
key, just developing iuto a man! However,
if any such skeleton was discovered, we have
no doubt it betonged to a “native Indian,”
and one of no very remote generation,—
Even the infidel of the N. Y. Tribune is stag-
gered by this immense demand which mo-
dern unbelief makes upon human eredulity.
He very sensibly remarks : ““Considering the
