Mr. Slidell then referred to theimplied me-
nace contained in the closing remark of
Lord John Russell's despatch to Mr. Cramp-
ton, written upon the definite rejection of the
overture by our government, that Great Bri-
tain would feel free to act upon the subjects
either singly or in conjunction with other
powers, as she should see fit; a menace which,
by the declaration of Lord Clarendon in the
House of Peers, seems to have been carried
out, as far as promises between England and
France can go. Mr. Slidell alluded to the
fact, that in the recent duel at Madrid, be-
tween our Minister and the French Ambassa-
dor, M. de Turgot, Lord Howden, the repre’
sentative of a government where duelling is
not only a felony at law, but where what is
much more important, public opinion per-
mits the penalties of the law to be enforced,
acted as the second of the French Minister;
and although this happened some three or
four months since, he has not teen recalled;
nor been even reprimanded for his conduct.

‘Mr. 8. alluded also to Lord Howden's let-

ter to Mr. Corbin, and said that his emphatic
denial of any past or present, actual or inten-
ded interference of Great Dritain, with the
emancipation of the slaves in Caba, would
have commanded more implicit credence, if
he had alluded to the letter of Lord Palmer-
ston of the 20th October, 1851, and said that
he had abstained from acting on it. If Lord
Howden wrote the truth to Mr. Corbin, he
had disobeyed the instractions of his Gov-
ernment, a matter which Lord Palmerston
would not be likely to tolerate. Mr. Slidell
then examined island authoriies to sustain
the idea of a concerted plan for the emanci-
pation of the Cuban slaves. In December
last, General Canedo, in retiring from office,
said to the Cubans: “Remain obedient to
the Supreme (Government, and to the officers
it sends you, and never for a moment forget
that the very existence and the name of Cu-
ba depends upon its continuing to be a Span-
ish possession.”” General Pezuela, who suc-
ceeded Gen. Canedo, was always known to
favor emancipation. On the 24th of Decem-
ber he promulgated a decree authorizing, for
two years, the unlimited importation of ap-
prenticed laborers from Spain, India, Yuca-
tan, and China. It contains sixty-seven arti-
cles, prescribing minute regulations for the
system.

One of these regulations exhibits the hu-
mane and paternal care which will be exhi-
bited to these favored objects of British phi-
lanthropy. It allows vessels to carry ten
times the proportioned number of passengers
to which our ships are limited. For exam-
ple, we permit a ship of 1,000 tons to trans.
port 400 passengers. The Spanish slaver js
permitted to transport, through the burning
heat of the tropics, in the same space, 4,000
apprentices! The Chinese and other white
laborers are subjected to precisely the same
labor and punishment as the negro slaves.

(Mr. Slidell justly asks why are not the hor-
rid details of the sufferiugs of five or six hun-
dred Chinese, inveigled by English mer-
chants on board of English ships, under the
pretext of carrying them to California, and
then sold to bondage in the Chincha Islands,
made the theme of eloquent declamation at
the Tabernacle or Faneunil Hall, by the
Beechers, Jays, Phillips, and other orators of
the abolition school?)

Mr. Slidell thus proceeds :

The resolution which Mr. Slidell sustained
by his speech, directing the Committee on
Foreign Relations to enquire into the expe-
diency of authorizing the President, at any
time during the recess of Congress, to pre-
vent expeditions leaving the United Stafes
against foreign countries, willno doubt, when
reported on by the Committee, give riseto u
debate of most stirring interest.

THE PACIFIC'S NEWS.

The intelligence by the Pacific announces
no new nor striking event. The only item of
interest from the Baltie fleet, we have alrea-
dy announced, the capture of five merchant-
vessels, laden with salt, and the movement of
the fleet, consisting of 22 ships of war, led by
the Duke of Wellington flag ship, by Born-
holm Island on the 13th.

The heavy cannonading heard in that di
rection on the nights of the 15th and 16th,
by which it was conjectured that operations
had already commenced in the Gulf of Fin-
land, seems to have been only the men ex-
ercising at the guns.

In the Black Sea, the Russian fleet is still
at anchor in Sevastopol harbor. The report
that Odessa surrendered to the combined
fleets on the 14th inst. is not confirmed. The
reports from the Dannbe are most vmltrﬂdic.‘
tory. There seemsto be no fnu'ml:\tmu for
the reported brilliant victories of the Turks.
The Paris correspondent of the New York
Herald, under date of April 17th, remarks:
«“Nothing in the shape of Eastern news seems
tobereal. The only fact confirmed for some
time past, is the entrance of the Russiansin-
to the Dobrudscha—a movement considered
by military men as defensive, and as part of
the plan of the Czar—which is said to con.
sistin leaving a void before the attacking
armies, in exhausting them by drawing thiem
into the deserts, and in only defending, ener-
getically, certain points.”

The same writer has the following: “A ru-
mor is current, that the government has re-
ceived unfavorable news, and is afraid to
publish it. It does not require this reserve,
which, by the way,is in contradiction to
other intelligence received from abroad, to
make us appreciatethe gravity of the politi-
cal situation, the fate of which is now at the
diseretion of Austria and Prussia. Now,
whilst the government journals indulge in
optimist speculations, it will no doubt be in-
teresting to you to hear the language which
Louis Napoleon holds in his private circle. I
have his words from authority that can be re-
lied on: ‘It is wrong to count en Austria and
Prussia. It is certain that they will not range
themselves on our side unless decisive victo-
ries on our part re-assure them completely as
to the issue of thestruggle. There is nothing
to be hoped for from them until then, nor even
subsequently. As to Russia, whose strength
is said to be exaggerated, she is a most formi-
dable Power; and she is, moreover, the only
one ready for the contest. There is not a
moment to be lost to oppose objects to an in-
vasion which will swallow up Lurope, unless
it is combated with desperate energy.’

«I need not tell you, that I guarantee to
you the exact sense of these words. Nor is
there any necessity to add that but few in-
dulge illusions here as to the unfavorable re-
sults that are likely to follow from the delays
that have taken place in the despatch of the
troops. The ministry would have been over-
turned by the indignation which they have
aroused, if the press had not lent them its as-
sistance.”

The St. Petersburg Journal publishes a
highly complimentary letter from the Empe-
ror Nicholas to Prince Gortschakofl, congrat
ulating him upon his victorious passage of
the Danube; and also a detailed account of
the battle.

The London News, of the 15th ult., antici-
pates trouble with the Russian squadron in
the North Pacific It believes that Japan is
not the only object of their rendezvous in
that quarter. The British have a squadron on
the Pacific station andin the Chinese waters
of 15 vessels, of various sizes, carrying in all
243 guns. The News thinks that much will
depend upon whether the Russian or British
armaments first receive intelligence of the
declaration of war. British merchants and
ship-owners begin to feel anxious, for if the
Russian fieet first obtains news of the decla-
ration of the war, it will work sad havoe
among the merchantmen. The News, how-
ever, anticipates a greater danger from the
equipment of Russian letters of marque in
California, and fears that the United States
Government, however honest its intentions,
will not be able to control the Californians.

It adds:

There are, we know, some dogmatical and pe-
remptory puiiliux_ms among us who would at once
propose to cut this Gordian kunot, by declaring that
ifthe Washington goverument cannot control Cali-
forniuns, neither onght its flag to protect California.
It is easy for decluimers to talk in this fashion, but
s'atesmen caunot act thus. Regard must be had to
the position of the government. The American,
more than any other, is dependent upon the popular
w.1’; and how seusitive the national mind is in the
United States; how easy it would be in the western
—the backwoods, prairie and Pacific States—to rouse
& dangerous feeling against any government that
should acquiecse in self-help by England to the ex-
teut snggested, is obvious. A quarrel with America
isat all times to be scrupulously avoided, as far as is
consistent with national honor, and particulguly at a
moment when we have Russia actually in hand, with
Prussia and Austria hanging in the wind. We know
the danger to which we ure exposed, snd it is our
part to guard against it as best we may.

This is sensible. We have no doubt that
it would be very agreeable for the allies to
seize the land ot gold, but it is not exactly
politic. The U. States Government ought
toturn its attention to the possibility of a
descent some day upon its Western posses-
sions.

The London Chronicle, of April 15th, says
of the offensive and defensive treaty lately
formed between Frante and England :

Theterms of this most important international
convention, which is said to consist of five articles,
we have uot yet learned; but its practical purport is
sufficiently indicated by the simple smnvuncement
of the fact.

Sir H. Seymour, late British Ambassador
to Russia, in a speech at the Lord Mayor's
Easter Banquet, expressed the opinion that
the Emperor of Russia was a perfectly hon-
- est man, but that he was surrounded by men
ﬁomum courage to tell bim the

truth,
According to the Vienna Lioyd, the proto-

col lately signed by the four powersjguaran-
tees that their amiiy shull endure until the
aim they all have iu view shall have been at-
tained by one common line of aetion, and
that neither of them shall enter into any Pe-
gotiations with Russia for regulating the chief
points of dispute in the Esastern question
without the joint knowledge and approbation
of the three other powers.

The Lloyd regards this new protocol, made
with the declared enemies of Russia, as ren-
dering the neutrality of the German powers
merely nominal, and even their nominal neu-
trality will soon be ended. Russia, it is pre-
dicted, will soon cloge a contest in which she
willbe confronted by the whole of Europe. If
the Lloyd’s account of the protocol be correet,
that instrament is unquestionably of a highly
important character. There are those, how-
ever, who still maintain that there is more
probability of an alliance between Russia
and Germany, bound together by the family
ties of their rulers, than between Germany
and the allied powers. A short time will set
the matter at rest.

The Swedes, Danes and Norwegians exhi-
bit great sympathy with the allied fleets.

WHAT DOES THIS MEAN?

The following is from a telegraphic report
of the proceedings of the Scientific Conven-
tion in Washington, on Tuesday :

An interesting discussion on the Dora coal fields,
took place to-day. A paper relating thereto was
not received. It is the opinion of the Association
that no commercial coal can be obtained from
said tract.

The Washington papers of yesterday, in
their notices of the proceedings of the Asso-
ciation, do not mention this subject. We
suppose it relates to the Dora coal mines of
Augusta. Very high expectations have been
formed of the Dora mines; and if the Asso-
ciation is talking thus unfavorably of them,
a damper will be thrown upon those expee-
tations. If the Association were really talk-
ing about the Augusta mines, we should like
to see a more explicit statement of their
views.

NATIONAL DEFENCES,

If there is any foresight, patriotism and energyin
Congress, it will be warned by the events now oc-
curring in Furope, and increase the navaland mili-
tary detences of the country. With a vast com-
merce, spread all over the world, and exposed to
constant visitations and delays by foreign cruisers
it will be a very difficult task to preserve our neutral-
ity. Our sea coast is exposed, our army smell and
poorly paid, and with the exception of a three mil
lion appropriation for six steam frigates, nothing
has been done to increase the efficiency of our Na-
vy. Should the war in Earope soon cease, the al”
lied powers, as suggested by Mr. Slidell in his late
speech, can each send fifty or sixty war steamars to
regulate affairs in the Western hemisphere. The
whole of our surplus revenue, and as much more
as i3 necessary, ought to be devoted to the estab-
lishment of a powerful naval force. The best
mode of avoiding war is to be prepared forit. The
past history of England abundantly provea thatthe
principles which govern her course towards other
nations are her interests, and that, backed by her
new ally, she will, as soon as she is able, pursue
just such a course in the Western hemisphere asin
her opinion will most effectually eripple her great
and only commercial rival.

klm!nn e-rlg hour of the morniog, a stiff northwest-
er began to blow, and by 8 o'clock the smiles of
«old s0l” were partially obscured by floating clouds,
which threatened astorm and sbower. But soon
thereafter these unpleasant intruders were driven
by, after a few parting tears, and with the exception
of the antics that “rude boreas” eut, hurling show-
ors of dust into the face and eyes of all who were
out of doors, the weather was as delightful as a
lovely May day could be.

When we reached the course, about 12 o clock,
we were aetonished to find suc‘: a vast number of
horses and vehicles, and such a concourse of men,
as had already gathered to enjoy the treat in etore
for them. From that hour until 1 o'clock, horse-
men and pedeatrians continued to arrive, and when
the horn sounded for the contestants to come forth,
the multitude of spectators far exceeded that of any
olher we have ever seen at the colt’s race on Broad
Rock.

The horses, (for there were but two to start,
Messrs, Paine’s and Green's, Mr. Macon having
paid forfeit,) when they came before the stand and
stripped, loovked as fine as their most sanguine
friends could have desired to see them. Mr. Paine’s
colt, a beautiful blood bay, with black legs, mane
and tail, seemed to us a little too high, yet we
thought his strength, life and game, made him a
dangerous foeman. Mr. Green’s filly appeared per-
fect—every hair seemed to be in its proper place—
her step was light, quick and elastic, and =0 stri-
king was her general appearance, that the “know-
ing ones” immediately made her the favorite, and
long before the race began bets were freely offered
at two and three to one, that she would win the
purse. How far they were correctin their opinion,
the sequel will show. .

The Start.—At twenty minutes past 1 o'clock, the
horn sounded the second time, the riders were
mounted, and coming up evenly together, the filly
on the inside, the word was given, and the two
dashed off at a rapid stride. FExcitement was now
at its bighest pitch. The backers of the filly, who
bad expected to see her lead off like a frightened
antelope, and smother her competitor with the dust
of her heels, were astonished to find that the colt
had lapped her, and that the two, though making
their best etforts to part company, were inseparably
linked together, a8 if a yoke had been fastened
around their necks. Now the colt has her, and now
thefilly leaves him, were alteruately ringing upon
the ears of thespectators, until the two reared the
head of the quarter stretch, when the rider of the
colt rallied bim, the whip and spur were applied, a
desperate brush made,and as the two swung into
streteh, the noble horse dashed in front, and amidst
the deafening yells of the vnsophiscated, lead home
his lady partner by about twolengths, winning the
heat in 1.53.

This result—so unlooked for—startled the nerves
of the “sharps,” and Presto, change, the colt be-
comes the favorite at three and four to one, while
his pretty little partner was declared a dunghill, un-
worthy the confidence of her groom and rider.—
The desire to “hedge’ increased as the two cool off,
and ere the horn sounded to saddle the second
time, the betting had ceased tor want of takers

Second Heat,—The allotted time for “rubbing and
blowing” having expired, the competitors were
again called to their places, and at the word “go,”
the colt on the inside took up the running, closely
pressed by the spirited and fleet-looted filly who
collared him at the expiration of the first quarter,
and side by side, o that a sheet would cover the
pair, they flew along the back stretch and approach
the quarter, when the filly responds to the call of
her rider, moved to the front, a length or two, and
rattles down the quarter stretch like a startled
deer, with the hounds in fullery, the colt laboring
dreadfully to resume his position on her right, but
failing, for want of speed to take ir, the filly win-
ning the heat, well in hand, in 1:301 2 ; to the great
delicht of her original backers who, alter the first
heat, had been unableto risk their “pewter” on
the opposite side. Like the old woman who saw
her hushand and a bear in deadly conflict, and
did’'nt care a darned which whipped, we could but
laugh to see the forlorn countenances of those
“‘worthy gents” who had made the colt a “scape-
goat” to get out theirtroubles upon, and who now
conceived themselves to be worst off then when
they enlisted under his banner.

Once more the filly became the “observed of all
obiservers,” and every body and family were ready
to fall by her, or win a pile. Three, four, and
even five to one, were offered on all sides that she
would win the purse with ease. In the first heat
shehad played off to get a “bite,”” and having hook-
ed the fish, she had now only to “play™ and “string”
them. Inthe meantime, the twe cooled off beauti
fully, and at the sound of the horn resumed their
posiiions, looking as fresh and vigorous as if just
from their stables.

Third Heat,—The two came up together, and at
the word were oft’ at the top of their speed. The
colt got the start by two or three lengths, took up
the running, pulled to the inside, forcing his fair
companion to go around him, and by that means
oained an advantage which was not overcome for
more than a quarter of a xlxil-e. But there the filly
lapped him, and shoved in frout, though only for a
zecond, for a touch with the whip and the spur made
him lengthen his stride, and once more they were
hand in hand, at akilling pace. On, on go the pair.
