The annual report of the President and
Directors of the Richmond and Petersburg
Railroad, to which we referred the other dav,
contains the tollowing facts, which we find
condensed in the Elujuirer :

The surplus revenue it was deemed necessary toapply to theenlarging the Company'sstock of motivepower, cars, etc., and so complete is the condition of

Jun t^ieße res Pects, that it is conjectured that
$15,000 will coverall expenses for those articles du-
ring thecurrent year.

It is stated as a fact, which, if generally
known, would enhance the public estimate
ot the history and prospects of this company,
that it commenced its operations with a capi-
tal stock wholly inadequate to the business
it has since undertaken, but that it lias, out
ot its earnings, supplied the deficiency to the
extent of over58 1-2per cent, on the original
stock. This fact alone, the President justly
remarks, sufficiently accounts for the failuro
of the Company heretofore to pay dividends,
except the £33,-108 of guaranteed (J per cent,
dividends paid to the Commonwealth, and
the §43,142 17 paid to stockholders on ac-
count of dividend certificates of £23 13 per
cent, on their stock.

In regard to the resolution passed by the
Board, making the rates of fare, afterthe 15th
ot June, for first-class seats 81.53, for colored
persons 7.1 cents, we have been placed in
possession of the following facts. The old
stage fare between Richmond ami Peters-
burg was 62 for a four hour*' ride. From
1838 to 1813 it was $1.50 on this railroad.*?
It was then reduced to SI, and simultaneous-
ly the amount ofreceipts fromtocal travel be-
tween the two towns decreased in exactly the
same proportion, viz : one-third; and contin-
ued about the same amount, of only two-
thirds of what it was in 1841-2, for severalyears; while the amount of receipts from
throughtravel steadily and rapidly increased
to this day?when its increase is 165 pr. cent,
since 1843, whilst the local travel has in-
creased (luring the same period only 104 per
cent., although the through travel pays an
average of 23 cents per passenger less than
the local travel. This demonstrates that the
reduction of faresin 1 &43 did not add one pas-
senger to the local travel, as was expected,
and that the fares should now be raised at
least to the extent of halfof the reduction, to
compensate the Company in part for the an-
nual loss ot at least 810,000, caused by the
reduction, especially in view of the fact that
?ne-fourth of this travel is composed of ne-
groes, at 'little more than half fares, and ofthe
reconstruction of the road at a cost of #220,-
000. The Northern railroads generally, in-
cluding the Hudson River Railroad, with the
competition of the steamboats to contend
with, have been compelled, by the enhanced
prices of labor, materials, supplies, etc., toraise their faresrecently.

world must gradually come under our empire;
not by meansot Umless violence, but partly bv what
mu3t be allowed to be justconquest, and partly by
other kingdoms submittingthemselves voluntarily to
it, throughout a course of ages, and claiming its
protection, oneafter the other, in successive exi
gencies."

ing the Canada canals and the St. Lawrence onlhesame terms with British vessels; and that itmodi-
ties, in some respects, British duties on Americanexports, especially the duty on manufactured to
bacco. So much as to the positiveprovisionsof the
treaty. Itwill be observed, on the other hand, that
it does not concede the right of registry to British-built vessels in the ports of the United States, and
that it does not throw open ourcoastwise commerce
to the colonies.

by committingadtuble criuie, and then resented his
ploughing, as if nothingbad happened.

In a few hours the lifeless corpse was found, butno
trace of the murderer could be discovered, until a
pair of hound* were brought and plared upon the
sceut of the track. They immediately treesd the
track of the negro, who was Mill ploughing, but ne
denied all knowledge of the atiair.

At lergth he confessed to the committal of the
deed, giving a full statement of everything;and in ta-
king him away, the parties passed the bouse of the
usgto's bro'ber, who said U was his brother that did
it, as he bad talkedto himabout it before.
