BATTLE OF BUNKER HILL.

This day is the anniversary of the battle of
Bunker Hill. The facts of the battle are fa
miliar to every school-boy, but their repeti-
tion at & time when the cloud of war which
has risen in the East, threaténs to overshadow.
our own horizon, may not be without its uses.
The Americans who defended Bunker Hill
were Pll‘l farmers, just from their fields, who,
without magazines, camp equipage, or engi-
neering apparatus, had thrown up rude en-
trenchmentsjon Bunker's, or more properly,
Yreed's Hill. They were but 1500 in num-
ber; they had no field-pieces, no cavalry, and
but little ammunition; no organization, and
no commander in-chief. Under these circum-
stances, in this undisciplined, unprepared and
ill-arranged condition, each company acting
on its own hook, these American farmers re-
sisted the assault of twice their number of
veteran troops, thoroughly armed at every
point, amply supplied with artillery and co-
vered in their approach by the fire of the
ships-of-war and the Boston battery. The
first fire of these raw provincials proved so
destructive, that the sturdy British columns
broke in pieces and retreated like frighten-
ed deer totheir boa's. Once more rallied
after great exertions by their officers, the
British soldiery were again led to the charge,
only to be mowed down again by the deadly
volleys, and to retreat in worse confusion
than before. Reinforcements now arrived
from Boston, and the assailants, pricked on
by the swords of their officers, once more
advanced. The ammunition of the Americans
now began to fail, but with the most obstinate
courage they defended themselves with the
butt-ends of their muskets, and were only
overpowered at last by vastly superior num-
bers. The victory was a dear one to the Bri-
tish, who lost more than one-third of their
men in killed or wounded, while the firmness,
courage and good conduct of the provincials,
exalted their own confidenee, and convinced
the British troops of the mistake they had
made in calculatingupon Yankee cowardice.
It will be well for those allied powers of Eu-
rope, who may have hostile views upon this
country, after they havedisposed of the Czar
of Russia, to consider whether a country,
which displayed such spirit in its infancy, has
not now the coarage, as well as the capacity,
to resist a world in arms.

THE DANVILLE RAILROAD.

We had the pleasure of a flying trip to the
present terminus of the Danville Railroad, on
thg. Staunton river, a few days since, and
were met by evidences on every hand of the
importance of that great improvement to the
inhabitants of the country it traverses, and
to this city. The road crosses the Staunton
just where it is joined by the little Roanoke
that stream so famous for its rich lands.—
The bridge across the Staunton is ready for
the rail, andso is the embankment beyond,
nearly the entire distance to Danville. As
soon as the expected cargoes from Liverpool
arrive, the putting down of the rail will go
ahead as rapidly as possible under the super-
intendance of that very enterprising and
skilfull contractor, Mr. N. 8. CARPENTER.—
The bridge at the Staunton is & very substan-
tial structure, well calculated for the heavy
business the road isto do.

At the Staunton, bursts upon the view a
wide expanse of rich those bottom lands for
which the Roanoke Valley is remarkable,
and of whose vast extent and great fertility so
little is known. The splendid plantations of
Messrs. McPhail, Bruce and Sims are there
spread out before the passenger, models of
careful tillage and fruitfulness. Much of
these lands formerly belonged to the late
John Randolph of Roanoke. When the
traveller learns that they are samples of those
that abound in the Roanoke Valley, he can
have some slight idea of the teeming abun-
dange of that favored country. It was a
grand enterprize to pierce that land with a
railroad, and we pray for the day when it
shall be completed.

We learned from the polite and energetic
agent of the Staunton depot, Mr. W. W-
GR16GG, that lines of batteaux were established
on the Roanoke, the Dan, and the Staunton
rivers, to convey freight to and from the
Railroad. That on the Dan goes some dis-
tance above Danville, and biings to the rail-
road a great deal of tobacco and wheat that

never found its way to this city before. On
the Staunton, Mr. W. McEwen has a line of
boats which ply between the depot and
Brook Neal, Pannill's, Ward's Bridge, Lees-
ville and the mouth of Pig River, a distance
of 75 miles up the Staunton. When we
were there, boats of this line were expected,
having tobacco from the plantations of Hon.
Warter Coies, of Halifax, and Captain
SamugL BERGER, of Pittsylvania, both fine
tobacco growers. The inhabitants of the
Staunton Valley as high as Pig river can,
therefore, now have their wheat and tobacco

of country, and we would advise our mer-
chants to keep well posted on their Roanoke
Valley geography, wid assist this tendency
of trade from that part of the world to Rich-
mond, by extending their commercial rela-
tions with the people there as rapidly as pos-
sible.
. We had the pleasure of speuding a day
with Captain Jou~N D. RicHARDSON, of Char-
Jotte, & venerable man who has served his
country in the Legislature for a long series
of years, who distinguished himself in the
last war with great Britain by bis gallantry
and bravery at Craney Island, and who is
remarkable for his strong practical intellect,
bis Repablican simplicity, and his genuine
hospitality. Upon the most rational conolu-
sions, based on facts, he is an srdent friend
of Internal Improvement. He comversed
with us freely on the subject. He declared
that the complaints against the taxation that
became neceseary te carry on a liberal BYys-
tem of ements were entirely ground-

In add
this, it had enhdced the valne of lsnd. |
one hindred per cent, and greatly increased
production. He stated upon the most unde-
niable data, that there was more wheat
seeded now, than there was reaped . in..Char-
Tofte Co., five years since. He exhibitedhis
account book, showing for a series of years
what it cost him to wagon his tobacco to
Richmond. In 1831, to transport by wagon
fiteen hogsheads of tobacco to Richmond,
cost £224.43: by the railroad, the same num-
ber of bhds. would now cost £67.50 :—diffe-
rence in favor of railroad, 156,93, [n 1843,
the transportation of eight hhds. cost $105:—
by railroad thep would now cost £36—a sav-
ing of £69." There is, besides, the saving
of time, and time is money. The gentleman
alluded to, was, in his earlier days, a very
active man, and did not move slowly in any
of his undertakings, yet it took a month to
get his crop to market after it was ready,
and the transportation had begun. Now,
two orthree days will put the money for his
crop in his pocket. Add to these facts, that
other important consideration, that the rail-
road opens a market for many products,
which, without it, the farmer could find no
sale for: This enables him to increase the
amount and the variety of his crops—to
adopt a more complete system of shifting
crops from field to field, and thus to relieve
and strengthen his land—and to make a
wore profitable division of the labor of his
hands. But itis needless to extend the cata-
logue of benefits ; any farmer with half an
eye can see them better than we can tell him,
and we repeat that the farmer with the fa-
cility of the railroad as compared with his
former condaition, pays no tax at all.

How the people of any of the counties in-
terested in this great work can complain of
taxation—nay, how they could for a mo-
ment hesitate about assisting the road with
county or individual subscriptions we cannot
understand. We believe, however, that such
practical results, as those we have given
above, will soon put all things to rights, and
dissipate the remains of old-fogy-ism which
still linger in some localities of the great
Reanoke Valley. These facts are but sam-
ples of the general effects of the great lines
of Iuternal Improvements, which, when
completed, must lift ‘up'old Virginia and
place her in her proper position among the
States.

*“The expense of transportation varied a little
some years; but these instances are fair examples.

{% During atrip on the Danville Railroad
a few days since, we were much gratified in
observing the deportment of the officers and
employees of the line. Close attention to
duty—rigid observance of the rules and re-
gulations of the company, characterized their
conduct. At the same time those who were
brought into contact with passengers and
persons having business with the road, were
treated with consideration and politeness.
We were especially indebted to Capt. GEo,
E.TaYLoR, the conductor of the train, for
his kind attention. The veteran Sivs, hav-
ing been temporarily called away, our young
triend T. took charge of his post; and such
was the blandness of his manner, and his
vigilant attention to 2ll matters under his
charge, that the veteran may well be a little
jealous of him. We haveno doubt he would
reply that all this but showed the master
spirit by whom he was edcuated!

OLD FOGIES.

The cvidence before the court of inquiry
to enquire into the conduct of Col. Gates, on
board the steamship San Francisco, shows the
necessity of a retired list from the army.—
The unofficerlike, selfish and inhuman con-
duct of Col. Gates, can only be accounted for
on the ground that he is superannuated. That
the Court failed to expel him at once and ig-
nominiously from the army, is owing, un-
doubtedly, to his former long and faithful
services. There ought to be a retired list,
with adequate pay, on which old, infirm or
imbecile officers could retire, and leave the
honor and efliciency of the service in young
sad vigorous hands.

GENTLEMEN: Some time since I received a letter
from Eomuxp Rurrin, Esq., upon a subject of so
much interest to the city, that I feel juatified in
bringing it te your notice, though it has no eonnex-
ion with Police. That the rapid advancemeunt and
permaent imterest of Richmond is to be found in
her unlimited capacity for macufactures of eve
kind, cannot be questioned; and, vet in this branc
of her industry and ultimate prosperity, we have
been comparatively dormant, at least so far as thet no
public means have ever been taken to fosterand en-
cowvrage them. In the letter alluded to, Mr. Ru¥-
FIN proposes to do this by an effort to establish here
a “8TATE MECHANICS' INSTITUTE,” in connection
with the State Agricultural Society; and he has
asked my assistance in the undertaking.

Nothing could give me greuur pleasure than to
be in any wise useful in advancing gugh a scheme
Ifsuccessful it must have the happiest effect upon
tho State at large, and especially upea this eity.
To supply our own wauts is to render us indepen-
dent ; and the surest mesns of protecting us from
the annoyance of those whom we largely contribute
to support, by consuming there maoufactures; and
whose care for us seems only to be messared b
our eomumgtion thereof and the facility -Eordu’i
them of robbing us_of our pioperty.

Before receiving Mr. RUFFIN's letter I had such
a5 ame in wn(emrllllﬂn. to be cofined, howevey}
to the city sud in aid of the project would before
Bow, had T the means of doing so0, been prepsred to
submit to you statistical statements of the uannual
smounts of machanical labor expended in the city
in_all its bravches, including its vast and variovs
other matrers in_relation to the subject. It seems
to me that sach information would be of great nss
to your body and be of benefit at the same time to
the operatives themselves, none of whom I am sure
would refuse to give all the imformation in the'r
power to accomplish the undertaking We al-
ready have alarge smount of mechanic skill and la-
bor | rofitably employed ; endin my opinion, it wants
mothing but preper aid and encouragement to stimu-
Iate it to as large an extent, ‘and to as high perfec.
tion as that to be found in any city inthe Union.

“‘It is proposed to conniect the State Institute with
the State Agricultural Society, and now that yeu
have extended such libersl aid to that Society, I
respectfully suggest, whether this ioterest is not
fully as much entitled to your fostering care. In-
deed, locally speaking, it would seemn to me more
s0. 1 seeby your pubMshed proceedings that you
contemplate fitting up apartmentsfor the use of the
Society, and I tuke the libsrty of suggesting that in
dolug 20 you have referenee to the establishmant
of a Meehanicy Institute,

means in my power of rendering material a'd te
that distinguished gentieman who has honored me
by esking my assistance in the undertaking. Hoping
