& waneel resort to the State Treasury as its sole hope
{5r funds, only whine its funeral dirge. There lo
but one way of actually accomplishing any enter-
prise, and that begins and ends with the word Tar.
By ‘way of showiog what has been done,
the Examiner states, that parallel to the
great central line of eompleted public works
in Peunsylvania, (which has been offered
for eale and the offer rejected by the only probable
purchasers,) a private company has constructed a

line of railroad, across wegtern P
sylvania, which has already made it one of the weal’
thiest and most powerful corporations ia the world,
#0 that now it subscribes half-millions of dollars
At atime to tributary roads in distant States; the
N. Y. Central Railroad was constructed by private
enterprise, whilet competing with the State's Canal,
adistance of five hundrad and four miles, at a cost
of $24,070,424, and the estimated cost ot the Cov-
ington road, 225 miles long, is $10,500,000; the New
York and Erie Railroad 464 miles long, (altheugh
commenced as a public enterprise, but turned it
over to thecitizens after the State had sunk $3,000,.
00 in it,) was constructed by private enterprise ex-
elusively, at a coet of £31,401,804; the Pennsylvania
Central Railroad, huilt and owned by the wealthy
private company already mentioned, is 250 mileg
long, coet $13,600,000, and earns $300,000 a month;
the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad, though the city
s a large stockholder, is yet a private enterprise in
the sense in which this Covington Railroad must be
the result of private enterprise. The Examiner
then alludes to “»e great advantages of conmstruc-
tion posscssed by the Covington road over those
mentioned, and says in the face of these facts that
cbould meke the cheek of our old Commonwealth
blush with wortification, there are false teachers
still proclaiming the impotency of private enter-
prise in Virginia to raise ten millions oi dollars and
to construct two hundred miles of railroad; though
at every step of the proposed road’s progress, every
finportant mineral used in the economy of society
~salt, coal, iron, copper, manganese, gold, silver
lead, not to speak of timber by the equare mile—
will be penetrated, undermined and exhumed in
quaatities sufficient to employ’all the railread trains
of christendom for a century to come.

The IWhig says when it eeesthat portion of the
Northern press which has herctofore pursued a
moderate and conservative course towards the
South, abandoning its national position, and yield-
ingto the impulses of & wild fanaticism, clouds be-
gin to spread darkly over the future, and almost
shut out all hope of a peaceable solution of the
vexed question of slavery. In illustration of its
theme the Whig introduces an extract from the N
Y. Co urier and Enquirer—a journal whose course
has hitherto been distinguished by fairness upon
sectional questione; but the plague of fanaticiem
seems at last, however, to have taken furious hold
of it, and it now almost out-Herods the Abolition
press itself in the enormity of its recommendations,
and in its manifestations of bitter hostility to the
domestic institutions of the South. The South, how-
ever, has no reply to make. Itsprovince is calmly
10 wait the issue of events. Upon the heads of the
fanatics and agitators of the North will rest all the

consequences.

The Enquirer devotes a leader to the recent de-

cisionof Judge Smith, of the Supréme Court of
W isconsin, agsinst the constitutionality and validi-
ty of the statute for the recapture of fugitive slaves
The most eminent legal names of the country are
recorded in favor of the fugitive slave law, and the
Supreme Court of Massachusetts have given an
unanimous opinion to the same effect. It was (says
the Enquirer,) the remark of Mr. Webster in his
Albany speech of 1851, that ““ all judicial opinions
are in favor of this law.” “You cannot find a man,”
he proceeded, * in the profession in New York,
whose income reaches thirty poundsayear, who
will stake his professional reputation on an opinion
against it.” But Abolitionism has made notable
progress since Daniel Webster uttered these words,
insomuch that even the Bench is infected by its
epiritand submits to eerve its treasonable purpo-
ses. The Enquirer then proceedsto dissect the
objections of Judge Smith, and in conclusion pre-
sumes the reader will hardly deny that they are
contemptibly frivolous and insufficient.
