gratitieation to be able to apprisa his abolitionIrienda that he is in theenjoymentof mostexcellenthealth, and that his conscience does notetnlte himin the slightest decree for having discharged his
duty and fulfilled the oath to support tho constitu-
tion and laws of the United States, which he took
upou his installation. Although somewhat fatigued
from a rather rapid journey from Richmond toBoston, he will be found "about town " this morn-
ing. I'.y his conduct throushout the whole Burnsaffair, Mr. Riley, under the direction of MarshalFreeman, has won for hitneulf the warmest praises
from all men and good citizens whose praises areworth having, and evinced his capacity to fill ablyhis responsible office. Messrs. Butman. Coolidge,
Godlrey and Black, Mr. Riley'* aids, returned withhim.

Mr. It. and bis ofttcers were all treated with the
greatest courtesy and hospitality from the timethey left Uoston. This agreeably seasoned theirtrip?not with the kind of seasoning the Common-wealth people, in the height of their Christianityfa-
vored them with on leaving, but with true and
Southern hospitality.

Theyhad tree access to plantations, ware-houses
and lactones, where slaves are employed, and totheir homes, and had occular demonstration that
theslaves were healthy, happy and contented. Hefound that they were notonly cared for in health,
but in sickness, and that they were enabled to de-vote a portion of each day's labor to their own pe-
culiar benefit, from which they realize a very con-
siderable amount of pocket money. Could some
of our carping abolitionists visit the South, theireyes would be opened a little, and their vision ma-terially improved.

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THE BLACK REGIMENTS IK Ct'BA,

The plan recently adopted in Cuba, of enlisting
black and mulatto soldier*, is likely to prove unsuc-
cessful, Ifnot an entire failure. The fellow* are
too obstreperous, and will not be controlled. The
intelligent Havana correspondent of the Charleston
Courier, under date of June 12, relates someevent*
of recent occurreuce, which go far to sustain this
?statement:

In the early part of the last week, some of these
black soldier" had conifresat«d in a drinking shop
without the walls, where they were engaged in
drinkin? nnd making use of obscene language, in
fact, creating a disturbance. A white policeman
passing went in and ordered them to desist Thev
questioned the policeman's authority ; and a still
ereater disturbance ensued, until at length one of
the black soldiers drew a knife, whereupon the
policeman in self defence drew his sword,and with
it ii.tlicted a severe wound upon theblack soldier's
neck, of which wound hehas since died.

On Thursday morning last a vUitedrayman was
discharginga load at the Custom House, and hisdray being placed near the wall prevented one of
the black soldiers from passing. He rudely or-
dered the drayman to remove his dray. Tbe man,
taking off hit hnt, said civilly he would do so as
soon as he h#d discharced his load. But this
would not suffice for the black soldier, and he
forthwith uttered a torrent of abuse at the whiteman, declaring he was as v-Aitr n<nt as the others,
and that tbe dray should be instantly removed ?

An (\u25a0fficer of the hlark soldier approached and de-
sired him to desist?but without effect and a
crowd gathered with looks of astonishment at the
negroe's audacity, but no man dare interfere.?
Eventually, the officer forced the nesro and tbe
white drayman intothe sruard room. Thus It will
be seen, that already these black soldier* fancy
themselves equal to white men; nor can it be ex-
pected to be otherwise, when it is remembered thatthey have been taken from tbe most worthless of
their class?abandoned fellows, accustomed to pass
the days and niehts in drinking, gambling, and
eock-fiahting. Their serireant* and corporal* too
are to be blacks and mulattos. How such creatures
are to be drilled into discipline Iknow not.

The writer is confident that, should occasion
come, these Spanish black soldiert will be found
utterlyuncontrolable in thehour ot battle, and that
they will either turn their back to the foe and run
away, or fight with savage ferocity, and being with-
out discipline, will be nomatch for regularly drilled
white troops. A report is in circulation that in con-
sequence of their bad conduct, it is in contempla-
tion to take from them their uniform. This, how-
ever, will only degrade, but not render them legs
brutal.

Death from EatingMagnoliaLeaves ?On a
recent trip up the Mississippi the steamer George
Collier stopped at some point to take in wood, when
a party of German emigrants went on shore and
gathered quantities of the leaves and tiower from
the magnolia trees, which they took on board*
boiled and ate, from the effects of which one man
died and lour others came near dying. They had
mistaken the leaves of the magnolia for cabbagesi
supposing that in th is fertile country cabbagesgrew
wild, and from sixty to seventy feet high, as does
the magnolia in some instances. The leaves of the
magnolia very much resemble those ol cabbages
but are poisonous.

Terrible Assault. ?In New York on Monday
night, a difficulty occurred between Richard Bell
and Chaa. W. Holdrich, partners in the butchery
business, relative to their company atl'airs, when
Uoldricb, becoming highly exasperated, seized a
clever and struck Mr. Bell on the head, the weapon
cutting through the hat and takingdeep effect in his
forehead, fracturing the skull and frontal bones o*
the head, to an extentwhich It was supposed would
prove fatal. Holdrich was arrested.

Duel on the Tapis.?Reports were rife in
Charleston last evening, (says the Standard, of
Monday.) of a duel, growingout of a difficulty
which occurred between two young gentlemenat
the dinner table of one of the hotels yesterday.?
On making enquiry we ascertained tliat an appeal
to arms had taken place, but a* the affair was not
settled at a late hour last night, it was teared that a
hostile meeting would come off this morning.

His age was not positivelyknown, but isbelieved to have been upwards ot a hundred yearsHe was a slave in Newport, R. 1., previous to theRevolutionary war. He was a man of herculeanframe, and retained his physical powers to a re-markable extent, until within two or three years ofhis death.

No Dying on the Prairies?Prairie life, itwould seem, according to some, hng a tendency tomake the human frame immortal or imperishable
One of the excurtionists to the Upper Mississippisays: " Ourdriver was asked if it was healthy onthe prairies. Yes, he said, people never really dieon them,they keep living until they kind o' gradu-ally dry up, and then thtyblow atray. Sometimes,when they want to die as they do in the East, they
move out of town and go down the river."

ter her hut-hand and she returned to the shop, when
the unfortunate young man was shot dowc'ia his
tracks. When the jury had returned, after only
twenty minutes absence, and had announced their
fatal decree, a most distressing scene was witnessed
by the crowd. The prisoner, entirely overcome,
let his head fall on his breast, while his wife, hi.sister, and his mother, gave rent to their anguish inheaii-reuding screams. His wife threw hersellupon his neck, and exclaimed passionately, "Oh,
why did Ido this 1 why did I do this!" and, "Oh,
how could those men find him guilty,when tbey
have families! Oh! 1 will die I" Tbe screams
gradually subsided into sobs of grief aud anguish,
while the mournful, barrowtug scene afflicted
judge,jury, bar, and spectators.
