COMMERCIAL.
RICHMOND MARKETS, July 13th.

There is atill very decided apathy in our markets
except Tobacco. But commercial inactivity is not
peeulisr to ourcity at this time?it is very general
and especially marked in the large cities, where
from the very great diversion of capital to pur-
poses of speculation,commerce is notonly consid-
erably retarded, but there is a pressure, which is

much complkinedof.
Our Wheat crop is believed to be an average

one; and as there was an unusually heavycrop

seeded, we may expect Vireinia farmers will sell
more wheat this year than in any year preceding.
Some localities have suffered heavily from joint
worm and other causes, while in others the crop
has been nnnsuallyheavy. Some new wheat has
been brought to market; but therate for it has not
transpired.

The excessive rn ini of late have not been favora-
ble toTobacco ; but much lime yet most elapse be-
fore satisfactory opinions can be formed with re-
gard to that crop. The crop set out is a very large
one.
