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BOMBARDMENT OF SAN JUAN,

The news of the destruction of San Juan
occasioned the greatest excitement in Kingston,
Jamaica. The Journal gives an account of the
aTair with this startliog head :

ARRIVAL OF THE DEE—EXCITING INTELLI-
GENCE~GREYTOWN BOMBARDED ‘AND
DESTROYED—THE BRITISH FLAG IN-
SULTED-UNSKILLFULNESE OF .AMERI-
CAN GUNNERY-PROBABLE WAR BE-
TWEEN GREAT BRITAIN AND I'E UNITED
STATES, &c, &c.

The Journal commences its account by saying .
From all we can gather, it seems that on the 11th
ipstant, the Cyane -anmd off Greytown, and
sent a boat on shore, in charge of an officer, with
instructions to demand from the authorities an
f apology and reparation—for what does not appear.
e demand not being complied with, the Cyane
on the return of the boat, opened her fire onthe
town, inte which the shot and shell fell thick and
fast. The bombardment lasted seven hours, at the
end of which time, the town was oo fire in several
places. The conflagration raged, until the town
was entirely consumed.

The cruelty of the “barbarous Americans” and
their unekilful gunnery are thus described :

The bombardinent is represented as having been
conducted with the most barbarous cruelty. All
that came within range was subjected to the fire of
the Americans: evem dumb creatures were not
epared; and several horses fell beneath the deadly
missiles that were aimed at them. The gune are
eaid to have been served in a most lubberly man-
per; and a spectator would fancy that the shot and
shell were intended for the destruction of the alli-
gators in the morags, so wide ot their mark did the
fall. To this circumstance is attributed the len
of time occupied in the attack. Amongst other
matters, we are informed that the British flag (at
the Coneul's we presume) was shot away.

She has ships insufficient numbers laid up In ordi-
nary, which, with a little sctivity, may be soon
equipped and commisssioned, with which to bombard
New York, Philadelphis, Boston, or any one of the
American sea ports, as a just measure of retaliation
for the outrage on Greytown. The bombardment of
Odessa was an act ef retribution for the Sinope mas-
sacre; and nothing less than a successful sattack on
some lsrge American sea port, will teach Americans
that they mast abstain from attackssimilar to that on
Or-ytown, unless they be in accordance with the

aws of nations.

This extraordinary bulletin 1s followed by anoth-
er the nextday charging Capt. Hollins with having
been in a state of intoxication at the time he made
his demand on the Mosquitian government, and
when he made his proclamation. It thus proceed::

We repeat, England and France ought to bring
the United States to her eenses. But in doing so,
recourse could not be had to mere diplomacy in the
form of idle talk. No. Let a equadron of English
aud French ships appear off the port of New York,
or some more elizible American port, and let the
diplomacy be a demand for the payment of a suffi-
cient sum for the re-building of Greytown,the indem-
nification of the sufferersand the payment of the
expenses of the expedition, also an ample apology
to the English and the Mosquitian Governments,
for the insult offered to their respective flags. Cap
tiin Hollios should be also dismissed the American
service, and declared incapable of serving again.—
l.et a reasonable time be given for an answer to
be received from Washington; and, in the event of
such answer not being given in the prescribed
time, or should the answer be unsatisfactory, retri
butive justice would demand that the American port
should be served in the same manner as Ameri-
cans served Greytown. Such a measure would be
severe; but it would tend to soften future and great-
er severity.

Our space will not admit of farther extracts from
this indignant Kingston newspaper. What we lay
before our readers embraces the leading features
ofthe bulletine, which we regard as remarkable
only for its absurdity. It possesses no importance
whatever.

VIOLENT HAIL STORM.

One of the most severe hail storms ever known
in that part of the country, ofturred in Prince Ed"
ward county on Monday. The corn in some neigh,
borhoods was completely stripped of its leaves, so
that the crop of fodder will be entirely destroyed.
The tobacco suffered in like manuer, being cut into
shreds by the falliug stones. In the neighborhood
of Moore’s Ordinary it was especially severe: the
ground being covered at one time with the solid
bail. One of the stones measured 5 12 inches in
circumference, and 4 1 2 in length.

AN IMPORTANT BILL PassEDp.—Among the bills
that paesed during the last hours of Congress was
the bill of Mr. Cobb, of Alabama, to graduate the
prices of the public lands, and to confine the bene-
fits of the measure to actual settlers, and baving re-
ceived the signature of the President, ithas already
hecome alaw. It embraces fully one of the prom-
inent features of Mr. Hunter's bill, which was lost
in the House. The scale of graduation enacted by
the law is as follows :

All lands which have been in market for ten years
or upwards shall be subject to entry at one dollar
per acre; filteen years and upwards, at seventy five
cents; twenty years and upwards, at fiity cents;
twenty five years and upwards, at twenty five cents;
and thirty years and upwards, at twelve and a half
cents per acre. Upon every reduction the occupant
and settler to have the right of pre-emption at such
graduation prices until within thirny days precediog
the next graduation, but not to intertere with any
right which has heretofore accrued to actual set-
tlers. Any person applying to enter any of the
aforesaid lands is required to make affidavit that
he or she enters the same for his or her own use,
and for the purpose of actual settlement and culti-
vition, or for the use of an adjoining farm owned or
occupied by him or herself, and that, together with
tuch entry, he or she has not acquired from the
Uunited Statee under the provisions of this act more
than three hundred and twenty acres,

The price of new wheat is less at San Francisco
than in New York, and flour sells at $10a$12, ac-
cording to quality. All kinde of agricultural pro-
ducts will be abundant and cheap. reducing the cost
of living to a par with other portions of the United
States.

There was a great fire at San Francisco on the
11th. It commenced at tbe Golden Gate Hotel and
destroyed the whole block, bounded by Jackson,
Davis, Front and Oregon streets. Also, the third of
the block bounded by the above and Washington
streets, and balf of the two blocks bounded b;
Jackson, Davis, Drummond, and Washiogton, divi
ded by Oregon streets; and several buildings on the
corner of Jackson, between Front and Davis sts.—
The whole number of buildings destroyed was be-
tween sixty aad seventy, eighteen of which were
hotels or large boarding houses. The total loss is
from £250,000 to $300,000.

A fire broke out a* Sacramento a little past noon
on the 13th of July, which rapidly extended in all
directions, and before it could be checked nine en-
tire blocks in the heart of the city, except a few
brick buildings, were laid in ashes.

The burnt district extends from the store where
the fire originatec, in K-st.,, near Third, up north
side of K-st.to Sixth, stopped by Golden Eagle Ho-
te', but three or four buildings-are left standing.—
On J-st., from Crescent City Hotel, near Third st.,
up to Sixth, taking in both sides; on I-st., from Third
st. up as far as Seventh, the State House being the
last building destroyed on this street. This in-
cludes both sides of J st , with very few exceptions.
All the crossstreets running from K to J, and from
J to 1, are a barren waste. The Capitol, the Cres-
cent City Hotel, the New England House, the Rev.
Mr. Benton's Church, and the Lake House, are de-
stroyed.

e loss will probably not exceed balf a million
of dollars.

On toe 10th of July nearly the whole town of Co-
lumbia, Calevaras county, was destroyed by fire.—
All was consumed bounded on Broadway, Hilton,
Stateand Washington streets, except one fire proof
building. The lose is estimated at $500,000, and was
the work of an incendiary.

There is great diversity in the estimates of the dif-
ferent California papers about the losses by fire; one
says the Sacramento loss is only $400,000

'he whole town of Minnesota. in Navada county,
was burnt on the 8th of July, except three houses—
loss §50,000.

The squatter excitement has nearly ceased. The
Mormons at San Pernardino in Los Angelos district
lost four hundred acres of wheat by fire.

Fourteen hundred acres of wheat were burnt in
Luisirn and Vaca vallies on the 7th of July, and
twelve buildings were burnt at Sonora on the 3d of

July.
