The Chippewas started on the war path,
hoping tosurprise their ies, an ieipated
deturning in triumph with the scalps of the Sloux
dangling at their belts, as trophies of victory. But
in this they reckoned without their host, for they
were themselves taken by surprise, and all save one
met with a bloody death. We understand that Maj.
Murphy starts for the scene of action to-morrow and _
t:mz he will compel the Sioux to liberate their cap
tive.

The
Sioux during the fight, it appears, were entrenched
behind ramparts, and from their place of safety fired
upon their enemies, doing great execution. One
Sioux warrior, however, disdained the protection
afforded the rest by the defences, and stood upon
the rampart in full view, loading and discharging
his rifle with as much coolness as though he were
smoking the calmut of peace.
