England in the year 1793, and while but a child,
his f:&ot, who was a respectable merchant, remo-
wed to the United States with his family. He re-
celved his claseical education at Harvard Univer-
sity, Cambridge, Mass,, and immediately after ta-
king his degree became a candidate for holy orders
lnhvgo Protestant Episcopal Church. Ia 1834 he
received a call to become rector ot Trinity Church,
B which he d, and the attend
ed his ministry there asin New York. In 1837
Trinity Chu New York, again called him into
her service as assistant minister, and leaving Boston
he re-entered upon the scene of his first ministerial
labors. Tn 18352, it became necessary to elect apro-
visional bishop of the diocese of New York, and he
was elected to the satisfaction of the whole diocese.
11e was consecrated on the 10th of October, 1852,
and immediately entered upon his arduous duties
with an earnestness of purpose and ustiring devo-
tion seldom equalled. In the pulplt his elocution
was impressive, and his sermons, while carnest in
their tone of piety, were marked by a smcothuese
and polish of rhetoric which gave evidence of a
retined and classical mind.
